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Gendered Disinformation and Online Narratives in the LGBTQIA+ Community: Instances from
Belgium, Greece, Latvia, Spain, and Tiirkiye on Youth Perspectives

Abstract

Disinformation can be defined as false information deliberately created to harm a person, social
group, organization, or country. Gendered disinformation then attacks or undermines people based on
gender, or weaponizes gendered narratives for political, social, or economic objectives. Gendered
disinformation comes in different forms, such as harmful social media posts and graphics, sexual
fabrications, and other forms of conspiracy theories. It is used in different situations and at different
places. This research discussed the instances of gendered disinformation and harmful online
narratives in the LGBTQIA+ community that are recognizable and visible. It sheds light on the
potential direct and indirect impact on youth experiences. In this study, the young participants (aged
18-30) focused on the instances of the existing online narratives of gendered discrimination in the
LGBTQIA+ Community from Belgium, Greece, Latvia, Spain, and Tiirkiye. The research provided
an initial analysis of what “gendered information and harmful online narratives in the LGBTQIA+
community” look like and some recommendations from youth perspectives on how to counter the
issues. The study concluded that there is a need for more research, further harmonization of legal
frameworks, and strengthened capacity to detect gendered disinformation, propaganda, and hate
speech against the LGBTQIA+ Community.

Ozet

Dezenformasyon bir kisiye, sosyal gruba, kurulusa veya tilkeye zarar vermek amaciyla kasith olarak
olusturulan yanlhs bilgi olarak tanimlanabilir. Cinsiyete dayali dezenformasyon insanlara
cinsiyetlerine dayali olarak saldirir veya baltalar ya da siyasi, sosyal veya ekonomik amaglar i¢in
cinsiyete dayali anlatilar1 silah haline getirir. Cinsiyete dayali dezenformasyon, zararli sosyal medya
gonderileri ve grafikleri, cinsel uydurmalar ve diger komplo teorileri gibi farkli bigimlerde ortaya
cikmaktadir. Farkli durumlarda ve farkli yerlerde kullanilir. Bu arastirma, LGBTQIA+
toplulugundaki taninabilir ve goriiniir olan cinsiyete dayali dezenformasyon ve zararli ¢evrimigi
anlatilarin 6rneklerini tartismaktadir. Arastirma, genclik deneyimleri tizerindeki potansiyel dogrudan
ve dolayl etkiye de 1s1k tutmaktadir. Bu calismada gen¢ katilimcilar (18-30 yas arasi) Belcika,
Letonya, Ispanya, Tiirkiye ve Yunanistan’daki LGBTQIA+ topluluguna yonelik cinsiyet
ayrimciligina iliskin mevcut c¢evrimig¢i anlatilarin 6rneklerine odaklandilar. Arastirma ilk olarak
"LGBTQIA+ toplulugunda cinsiyetci bilgiler ve zararli ¢evrimigi anlatilarin" neye benzedigine bir
analiz sunmakta ve genclerin bakis agilarindan bu sorunlarla nasil miicadele edilecegine dair oneriler
sunulmaktadir. Calisma, LGBTQIA+ topluluguna yonelik cinsiyete dayali dezenformasyon,
propaganda ve nefret sdylemini tespit etmek i¢in daha fazla arastirma yapilmasina, yasal ¢ergevelerin
uyumlu hale getirilmesine ve gili¢lendirilmis kapasiteye ihtiya¢ duyuldugu sonucuna ulasilmistir.



Manifestos in Feminist Digital Counterpublic Spheres: (Feminist) Women’s Movements in Turkey and
Websites

Abstract

Both as a space and a tool for women+ and LGBTI+ activists, the internet plays an essential role in
feminist agency, collective/individual mobilization, and the struggle for gender equality-based rights
in an era where digital and analog communication are increasingly intertwined. In addition to other
local contexts, as well as transnational examples, (feminist) women's movements in Turkey establish
their own digital counter-public spheres, creating spaces for (self-)representation, feminist
knowledge production, sharing of feminist knowledge/experiences, communication, and solidarity.
In these spaces, they produce and circulate their own (counter) discourses against patriarchal,
misogynist, anti-feminist, and anti-gender discourses. With the increasing visibility of feminisms in
the public sphere in Turkey and following the institutionalization process, in parallel with the global
trend, organizations and communities that are part of (feminist) women's movements have started to
give importance to their online visibility and representation. Moreover, with the practices of digital
feminist activism, the internet itself has become a field of action for activism. The websites of
organizations and communities that struggle for gender equality both digitally and 'on the street' or
only in digital spaces often appear as the primary place where feminist activism is carried out and
sustained. As digital vitrines, websites contribute to the availability of self-descriptions and
first-hand information about the groups that have come together, the possibility of introducing
groups to audiences for support and solidarity, and the continuation of the digital visibility of the
heterogeneity of political positions. How could it then be possible to interpret the "About Us"
statements, which can be discussed as a digital genre in these vitrines, while they contain discourses
of self-representation and self-identification? Recalling the use and relevance of the manifesto in
feminist politics and activism, which (counter) discourses of empowerment and resistance, which
attributions, historical contexts, and symbols are prominent in these texts? From a more critical
perspective, it is also possible to raise the question: Which power relations are challenged in these
textualities, and which are (re)produced?

Kadin+ ve LGBTI+ aktivistler igin hem alan hem ara¢ olarak internet, feminist eylemlilik,
kolektif/bireysel harekete gecis ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi temelli hak miicadelesi yolunda dijital
ve analog iletisimin gitgide i¢ ice gectigi bir donemde 6nemli bir rol oynuyor. Ulusasir1 6rneklerin
yaninda bagka yerel baglamlarda oldugu gibi Tiirkiye’de de (feminist) kadin hareketleri kendi dijital
karsit kamusal alanlarini olusturarak (6z)temsil, feminist bilgi tiretimi ve feminist bilgiyi/deneyimleri
paylagma, iletisim ve dayanigma icin kendilerine bir alan agiyorlar. Bu alanlarda ataerkil, kadin
diismani, feminizm ve toplumsal cinsiyet karsit1 sdylemlere karsi kendi (karsit) sdylemlerini iiretip
dolagima sokuyorlar. Feminizmlerin Tiirkiye’de kamusal alanda gitgide goriiniirliik kazanmas1 ve
bunu takip eden kurumsallasma siireci ile birlikte, kiiresel trende paralel olarak, (feminist) kadin
hareketlerinin bir parcasi olan oOrgiitler ve topluluklar ¢evrimigi goriiniirliikklerine ve temsillerine
onem vermeye basladilar. Bunun 6tesinde dijital feminist aktivizm pratikleri ile internetin kendisi
aktivizm i¢in bir eylem alanina doniistii.

Digital Dating Fatigue: Mobile Dating Apps Investigation of Partner Seeking through the Concept of
'Burnout' and Its Effect on Gender Perception

Abstract

Changes in new communication technologies have also affected relationships and communication
between people. Social media applications and mobile dating applications, which are in a large part
of our lives, have enabled people to seek short or long lasting, romantic/emotional or sexual
relationships. Especially today, mobile dating apps, which are frequently used to find friends,
partners or lovers, have caused new experiences and new concepts to be included in our lives. One of
these concepts is the concept of 'Digital Dating Fatigue'. This concept is used to describe the
situations that are frequently experienced by users who are looking for a partner in mobile dating
apps before or after a good or bad date, which makes the user feel exhausted. The concept includes
interpersonal communication and interaction in mobile dating apps, as well as subjective emotions,
thoughts, feelings and decisions. For example, after a bad date, the user's emotional and physical
functioning, perception of partnership and transfer to the mobile dating app are also negatively
affected. This study aims to investigate the dating experiences and thoughts of users of mobile dating
apps in Turkey regarding dating experiences and digital dating fatigue. Within the scope of the study,
semi-structured interviews were conducted with participants with different sexual identities and
sexual orientations, and the dating experiences of users through different mobile dating applications,
how they define 'digital dating fatigue' caused by these experiences, what behaviors cause dating
fatigue, how the positive and negative situations they experience during the search for a partner are
reflected in their daily lives, how they affect the process of finding a partner, and how they cope with
the negative situations caused by dating fatigue were investigated and the results were revealed.

Yeni iletisim teknolojilerinde yasanan degisimler, insanlar arasindaki iligkileri ve iletisimi de
etkilemistir. Hayatimizin biiyiik bir boliimiinde yer alan sosyal medya uygulamalari ile mobil flort
uygulamalari, insanlarin kendilerine kisa ya da uzun siiren, romantik/duygusal ya da cinsel iliskiler
aramasina olanak saglamistir. Ozellikle giiniimiizde arkadas, partner ya da sevgili bulmak icin sik¢a
kullanilan mobil flort uygulamalari, yeni deneyimlerin ve yeni kavramlarin hayatimiza dahil
olmasia neden olmustur. Bu kavramlardan birisi de ‘Dijital Flort Yorgunlugu’ kavramidir. Bu
kavram, mobil flort uygulamalarinda partner arayan kullanicilarda, iyi ya da kotli gegen bir bulugsma
oncesi veya sonrasinda sik¢a yasanan, kullaniciyr tilkenmis hissettiren durumlar1 tanimlamak i¢in
kullanilmaktadir. Kavram, mobil flort uygulamalarinda insanlar arasi iletisim ve etkilesimi
barindirmakla birlikte znel duygu, diisiince, his ve kararlar1 da kapsamaktadir. Ornegin kétii gegen
bir bulusma sonrasi kullanicinin duygusal ve fiziksel isleyisi, partnerlik algisi ile mobil flort
uygulamasina yonelik aktarimi da olumsuz olarak etkilenmektedir. Bu ¢alismada, Tiirkiye’de mobil



flort uygulamasi kullanan kullanicilarin, partnerlik deneyimleri ve dijital flort yorgunluguna iliskin
durumlar ve diislincelerin arastirilmasi amaglanmigtir. Caligma kapsaminda, farkli cinsel kimlik ve
cinsel yonelime sahip katilimeilar ile yar1 yapilandirilmig gériismeler gerceklestirilmis, kullanicilarin
farkli mobil flort uygulamalar1 araciligiyla yasadiklar flortlesme deneyimi, bu deneyimlerin ortaya
cikardigr “‘dijital flort yorgunlugu’nu nasil tanimladiklari, fl6rt yorgunluguna neden olan
davraniglarin neler oldugu, partner arayisi sirasinda deneyimledikleri olumlu ve olumsuz durumlarin
glindelik hayatlarina nasil yansidigi, partner bulma siireclerine nasil etki ettigi ve flort
yorgunlugunun getirdigi olumsuz durumlarla nasil basa c¢iktiklar1 aragtirilmis ve sonuglar1 ortaya
konulmustur.



Masculinity Construction of Women's Organization: The case of Hopa and Findikh

Abstract

This study set out with the argument of presenting a critical analysis of women's organizations in
Hopa and Findikli districts. The main claim of the study is while women's organizations struggle
against gender inequality and all kinds of hierarchy which feeds on masculinity, it has been observed
that women cannot cooperate in places requiring solidarity. Our research aims to problematize this
situation and reveal the communication and relations of women with each other in the women's
movements in Hopa and Findikli districts, determine how the processes such as solidarity,
cooperation and task distribution within the organization are carried out, and offer solutions to the
problems they experience. The research includes women's organisations in Hopa and Findikl1 in the
form of associations, foundations, cooperatives, networks, centers or groups. In the study, participant
observation method was preferred. Being aware of the fact that women can rebuild the
male-dominated system as much as men, it was thought that putting the relationship of solidarity to
the forefront instead of power relations in organization would increase the togetherness of women..
In this context, it is important to reveal the problems experienced by the Hopa and Findikli women's
movements and offer solutions to these problems in terms of contributing to the women's movement.
It is thought that it will contribute to the literature since it is the first study on the women's movement
in the region. As a result of the research, it can be said that the women's movement in both districts
reconstructed masculinity.

Arastirma Hopa ve Findikli’daki dernek, vakif, kooperatif, merkez veya grup seklinde olusan kadin
hareketlerini kapsamaktadir. Arastirmada katilime1 gézlem yontemi tercih edilmistir. Bu baglamda,
Hopa ve Findikli kadin hareketlerinin yasadigi sorunlar1 ortaya koymak ve bu sorunlara ¢6ziim
onerisi getirebilmek kadin hareketine katki saglamak acisindan 6nem arz etmektedir. Bolgede kadin
hareketine {izerine yapilan ilk ¢aligma olmasi nedeniyle de literatiire katki sunacagi diistiniilmektedir.

Gendering Time and Space: Women’s Coffeechouses and Right to Leisure in Turkey

Abstract

In the context of feminist leisure and feminist geography studies, this study examines women's
coffeehouses as a different example of women's shared and normative leisure experiences in Turkey.
The study is based on both archival research and fieldwork. In the research on gender and space, the
relationship of women to the city and their experience of leisure are mainly concerned with obstacles
and constraints. However, the city and leisure are not only spaces where women face oppression and
obstacles, leaving them no space for action, freedom, or choice. Through women's coffeehouses, this
study emphasizes the emancipatory aspects of the city and leisure for women and the possibilities of
resistance and empowerment they contain. Women are seen as active agents and producers of space
who claim public spaces through various strategies. In this sense, the women's coffeehouses are read,
in light of archival and field data, as a demand for rights based on the concepts of "right to the city"
and "right to leisure". With the women's coffeehouses, women have demanded the "right to leisure"
to enjoy, relax, and socialize without having to work, either paid or unpaid. They have transformed
the urban public space in accordance with these demands. Women's coffechouses have become
alternative public spaces where women challenge and resist spatial exclusion, traditional gender
roles, and normative expectations of femininity through their conversations, discourses, and spatial
practices by reversing the gender of a space gendered as "masculine" in everyday life.

Zamani ve Mekam Cinsiyetlendirmek: Tiirkiye’de Kadin Kahvehaneleri ve Bos Zaman Hakki

Ozet

Bu calismada feminist bos zaman ve feminist cografya literatiirii ekseninde Tiirkiye’deki kadinlarin
yaygin ve normatif bos zaman deneyimlerine ayriks: bir 6rnek teskil eden kadin kahveleri ele
almmistir. Calisma hem gazete ve dergi arsiv taramasina hem saha arastirmasina dayanmaktadir.
Literatiirde kadinlarin kentle iliskileri ve bos zaman deneyimleri agirlikli olarak engellemeler ve
kisitlamalar etrafinda ele alinir. Ancak ne kent ne de bos zaman kadinlarin yalnizca baski ve
engellerle karsilastiklari; onlara higbir eylem, 6zgiirliik ve secim alani birakmayan alanlardir. Bu
caligmada kadin kahvehaneleri iizerinden kentin ve bos zamanin kadinlar i¢in ozgiirlestirici
yonlerine, iclerindeki barindirdiklar1 direnme ve giiclenme imkanlarina vurgu yapilmaktadir.
Kadinlar mekanin {reticileri; kamusal mekanlar1 ¢esitli stratejilerle sahiplenerek talep eden aktif
Ozneler olarak goriilmektedir. Bu anlamda kadin kahvehaneleri “kent hakki” ve “bos zaman hakki”
kavramlarindan hareketle, arsivden ve sahadan elde edilen veriler 1s1ginda bir hak talebi olarak
okunmaktadir. Kadinlar, kadin kahvehaneleriyle higbir ise bulasmadan keyifli vakit gec¢irme,
rahatlama ve sosyallesme istegiyle “bos zaman hakkini1” talep etmisler ve bu talepleri dogrultusunda
kentsel kamusal alani doniistiirmiiglerdir. Kadin kahvehaneleri kadinlarin giindelik hayatta “eril”
olarak cinsiyetlendirilmis bir mekanin cinsiyetini tersine ¢evirerek mekansal dislanmaya, geleneksel
cinsiyet rollerine, normatif kadinlik beklentilerine sohbetleri, sdylemleri ve mekansal pratikleriyle
meydan okuduklar1 ve kendilerine dayatilan toplumsal cinsiyetle iligkili kisitlamalara kars1 direng
olusturduklari alternatif kamusal mekanlar olmustur.



Strengthening Feminist Solidarity Locally: The Case of the Teachers' Chamber

Abstract

Economic independence, participation in production processes, public visibility and active
participation in life are important issues in the feminist field. School as a public space is important in
terms of promising these factors to women. The school, as the subject of this study, allows women
from different backgrounds to meet. In addition to individual empowerment, it is a socialization
space where women can build solidarity networks and strengthen their support mechanisms. This
study examines teachers' chamber at school and the impact of female teachers' chamber on feminist
solidarity. In a secondary school where 26 female teachers work, interviews were conducted with 14
female teachers who have been working in the same shift for an average of 5 years. Accordingly, it
was found that the usage of the spaces within the school differed according to gender.
Interaction/solidarity between women mostly takes place in the teachers' chamber during free periods
and seminar times. In the teachers' room, women mostly talk about gender roles, marriage processes,
raising children, economic problems, violence, fashion and women's issues in general. In these
conversations, teachers realized that different women experience similar problems. These teachers,
who touched upon different states of womanhood, said that the time they spent in the teachers'
chamber and the conversations about themselves were both psychologically relaxing and that during
these conversations they experienced forms of solidarity such as listening to each other or finding
solutions to problems together. The literature generally focuses on strengthening gender equality in
schools in the context of work with students. As a space of encounter, the school can be considered
as a place of feminist solidarity among teachers. Based on this study, the school, a workplace should
be considered as an important venue for the construction of feminist solidarity for women from
different backgrounds. Considering the fact that women come to a place on a regular basis, one of
the foci of local feminist empowerment should be schools.

Ekonomik bagimsizlik, iiretim siireglerine katilim, kamusal goriiniirlik ve yasama etkin katilim
feminist alandaki onemli konulardandir. Kamusal bir alan olan okul bahsedilen bu etmenleri
kadinlara vaat etmesi acisindan onemlidir. Okul bu ¢aligmaya da konu oldugu haliyle, farkli arka
plandan gelen kadinlarin karsilasmalarina olanak saglar. Bireysel gliclenmenin yaninda kadinlarin
dayanigma aglar kurabilecekleri, destek mekanizmalarini giiclendirebilecekleri sosyallesme alanidir.
Bu calismada 6gretmenlerin okuldaki mékan kullanimi ve kadin 6gretmenlerin mékan kullaniminin
feminist dayanigmaya etkisi incelenmistir. 26 kadin 6gretmenin calistig1 bir ortaokulda ayn1 devrede
ortalama 5 yil calisan 14 kadin Ogretmenle goriismeler yapilmistir. Buna gore okul i¢i mékan
kullanimmin cinsiyete gore farklilastigi tespit edilmistir. Kadinlar arasindaki etkilesim/dayanigma
cogunlukla Ogretmenler odasinda bos dersler ve seminer donemlerinde gerceklesmektedir.



Ogretmenler odasinda kadinlar cogunlukla ev ici roller, evlilik siirecleri, ¢ocuklar, ekonomik
sorunlar, siddet, moda ve genel olarak kadin sorunlart vb. konusmaktadir. Bu sohbetlerde kadin
ogretmenler farkli kadinlarin benzer sorunlar yasadiklarini fark etmislerdir. Farkli kadinlik hallerine
temas eden bu Ogretmenler, Ogretmenler odasinda gecirdikleri zaman ve kendilerine dair
konusmalarin hem psikolojik olarak rahatlattigin1 hem de bu sohbetler esnasinda birbirini dinlemek
veya sorunlara beraber ¢6ziim bulmak gibi dayanigma tiirlerini deneyimlediklerini sdylemektedirler.
Literatiir okullarda toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin giiclendirilmesini genellikle 6grencilerle yiirtitiilen
caligmalar baglaminda ele almaktadir. Bir kargilasma alani olan okul 6gretmenler arasi bir feminist
dayanisma mekanm olarak ele almabilir. Bu ¢alismadan hareketle bir is yeri olan okul farkli arka
planlardan gelen kadinlar i¢in feminist bir dayanigmanin insasinda 6nemli bir mékan olarak
diigtiniilmelidir. Kadinlarin sabit bir mékana, diizenli bir sekilde gelme durumlar1 gz Oniinde
bulunduruldugunda, yerelden feminist giiclenmenin odaklarindan biri de okullar ve okullardaki kadin
ogretmenler olmalidir.



Mediated Gender (In)visibility: Exploring Educated Young Women’s Experiences of Online Sexual
Harassment and Coping Strategies in Turkey

Abstract

Although several studies have focused on cyberbullying, online hate speech and cybercrime, no
research prior to this study has examined sexual harassment in the context of power relations,
misogyny and gender invisibility in the digital space. Research suggests that young women are more
likely to experience online harassment based on their gender, mostly on Instagram and Twitter, in
Turkey (TBID, 2021). Therefore, the purpose of this study is to explore how young women perceive
of and cope with their own sexual harassment experiences on social media in Turkey, and to identify
the various forms of online sexual harassment that arise in this context. Using both quantitative and
qualitative research methods, in depth semi structured interviews with a sample of educated young
women aged 18 29 narrating their own experiences shed light on how digital accessibility serve s as
catalyzer for sexual harassment, the impact of multiple experiences of sexual harassment on coping,
how social norms in relation to shame shape experiences of sexual harassment and digital resistance
against online sexual harassment. However, quantitative study is conducted as an exploratory
research study which is integrated with qualitative findings by us ing Online Sexual Harassment
Scale and asking for womens individual characteristics (age groups, sexual orientation, educational
status and relationship status) status). The results will be discussed in terms of legal arrangements on
digital space and responses to online sexual harassment, building resistance networks and further
research recommendations.

Ozet

Her ne kadar ¢esitli ¢caligmalar siber zorbalik, ¢cevrimici nefret sOylemi ve siber suglara odaklanmig
olsa da bu caligmadan Once dijital alanda cinsel tacizi gii¢ iliskileri, kadin diismanlig1 ve toplumsal
cinsiyete dayali goriinmezligi baglaminda inceleyen higbir arastirma yapilmamigtir. Arastirmalar,
Tiirkiye'de geng¢ kadinlarin toplumsal cinsiyetlerine bagh olarak, ¢ogunlukla Instagram ve Twitter'da,
cevrimigi tacize ugrama olasiliklarinin daha yiiksek oldugunu gosteriyor (TBID, 2021). Dolayistyla
bu caligmanin amaci, Tiirkiye'de geng kadinlarin sosyal medyadaki kendi cinsel taciz deneyimlerini
nasil anlamlandirdiklarini ve bunlarla nasil basa ¢iktiklarini arastirmak ve bu baglamda ortaya ¢ikan
cesitli cevrimigi cinsel taciz tiirlerini tespit etmektir. Hem niceliksel hem de niteliksel arastirma
yontemlerini kullanarak, 18-29 yas araligindaki egitimli gen¢ kadinlardan olusan bir 6rneklemle
kendi deneyimlerini anlatan derinlemesine yar1 yapilandirilmis goriismeler, dijital erisilebilirligin
cinsel taciz i¢in nasil bir katalizor islevi gordiigline, ¢oklu cinsel iliski deneyiminin tacizle basa
cikmaya dair etkisine, utanma duygusuyla ilgili olarak sosyal normlarin cinsel taciz deneyimlerini
nasil sekillendirdigine ve taciz yanit verme baglaminda dijital alandaki hem kolektif hem bireysel
direnmenin gesitliligine 151k tutuyor. Ancak nicel ¢alisma, Cevrimigi Cinsel Taciz Olgegi kullanilarak
nitel bulgularla biitiinlestirilen ve kadinlarin bireysel 6zelliklerinin (yas gruplari, cinsel yonelim,
egitim durumu ve iligki durumu) soruldugu kesfedici bir aragtirma ¢alismasi olarak yiiriitiilmektedir.
Sonuglar, dijital alana iliskin yasal diizenlemeler ve c¢evrimi¢i cinsel tacize yonelik hukuki
aksiyonlar, direnis aglarinin kurulmasi ve ileri arastirma onerileri agisindan tartigilacaktir.



Men become Turks, Women remain Muslims: Cypriot-Turkish-Muslim-Family Law between 1948
and 1954

Abstract

The presentation sheds a light on the nationalist body politics of the new family law for the Muslim
community in Cyprus as it was discussed and implemented between the late 1920s and 1959, with
the most decisive steps taken in 1948 and 1954. As a result of the colonial situation, religious family
law, i.e. Sharia law for Muslims, was still applied in Cyprus until 1954. The Turkish Muslim
community discussed the reform of the law, of course also in the light of the major changes in the
Turkish Republic. However, the new Family Code, which was largely drafted by the (male)
representatives of the Muslim community, bears little resemblance to the legal situation in Turkey.
Turkish nationalism in Cyprus is directly linked to a Muslim identity, in a purposeful distinction
from the Orthodox identity of the Greek-speaking nationalists. This is overtly evident in the new law.
"Muslim women" are forbidden to marry "non-Muslim men". The Muslim father determines the
religious upbringing of the children. A non-Muslim wife must also leave the religious education of
the children to the husband's family. The law clearly demonstrates the equation of "women" with the
"nation". In Cyprus, we can even speak of a hypertrophic development of gender images in
nationalism. The law not only perpetuates the legal subordination of women, a definitely desired
effect. At the same time, it represents an attempt to "protect" the "nation" (the community of
Turkish-speaking Muslims in Cyprus) from subjection, humiliation and loosing strength by
protecting women from the "grasp" of the other, by preventing them from marrying the other. So, the
burden of protecting the nation lies on women’s bodies.

Erkekler  Tiirklesiyor, Kadinlar  Miisliman  Kahyor: 1948-1954  yillann  arasinda
Kibrish-Tiirk-Miisliiman-Aile Hukuku

Ozet

Bu sunum, Kibris'taki Miisliiman toplumu i¢in yeni aile yasasinin 1920'lerin sonlar1 ile 1959 yillar
arasinda tartisildigi ve uygulandii, en belirleyici adimlarin 1948 ve 1954 yillarinda atildigi
milliyet¢i beden politikasina 151k tutmaktadir. Somiirge durumunun bir sonucu olarak, dini aile
hukuku, yani Misliimanlar icin seriat hukuku, 1954 yilina kadar Kibris'ta uygulanmaya devam
etmistir. Tlrk Miisliiman toplumu, elbette Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti'ndeki biiyiik degisiklikler 1s181nda,
yasanin reformunu tartismistir. Ancak, biiylik Ol¢lide Miisliiman toplumun (erkek) temsilcileri
tarafindan hazirlanan yeni Aile Yasasi, Tiirkiye'deki yasal durumla ¢ok az benzerlik tagimaktadir.
Kibris'taki Tiirk milliyet¢iligi, Rumca konusan milliyetgilerin Ortodoks kimliginden kasti bir
ayrimla, dogrudan Miisliiman kimligiyle baglantilidir. Bu durum yeni yasada agik¢a goriilmektedir.
"Miisliman kadmnlarin" "gayrimiislim erkeklerle" evlenmesi yasaktir. Cocuklarin dini terbiyesini
Miisliman baba belirlemektedir. Gayrimiislim bir kadin da ¢ocuklarmin dini egitimini kocasinin
ailesine birakmak zorundadir. Yasa, "kadm" ile "ulus"un esitlendigini agik¢a ortaya koymaktadir.
Buna bagh olarak, Kibris'ta, milliyetcilikte toplumsal cinsiyet imgelerinin hipertrofik bir
gelisiminden bile s6z edebiliriz. Yasa sadece kadinlarin yasal olarak ikincillestirilmesini siirdiirmekle
kalmiyor, ki bu kesinlikle istenen bir etkidir. Aym1 zamanda, kadinlari 6tekinin "pencesinden"
koruyarak, otekiyle evlenmelerini engelleyerek "ulusu" (Kibris'taki Tiirk¢e konusan Miisliiman
toplulugu) boyun egmekten, asagilanmaktan ve gii¢ kaybetmekten "koruma" girisimini temsil
etmektedir. Yani ulusu koruma yiikii kadinlarin bedenindedir.



Sisters, Comrades and Friends: The Historical Trajectory of Feminist Women’s Friendships in Turkey

Abstract

Friendship has been one of the powerful sources to build political solidarity and sustain social
movements. Women+’s friendships especially have strengthened the feminist and LGBTIQ+
movements by creating safe communities and support systems. As a non-formal and
non-institutionalized form of connection, friendship is critical for collective organizing and solidarity
by building active trust relationships, creating accountability, and allowing moments of collective
joy, pleasure, and vulnerability. Therefore, this research aims to understand the role of friendship for
political organizing and solidarity and how feminist women from different social, political, and
economic backgrounds establish friendships in Turkey. While concentrating on women+’s
friendships, the study also plans to analyze how friendship operates among differences and conflicts
as a part of collective organizing. Moreover, taking friendship as the focus, I revisit alternative
kinship forms such as “sisterhood” and “chosen family” and aim to analyze more complex
connections and intimacies among women to go beyond the imaginary of the family. The research
includes both analysis of archival data on feminist women’s writings about friendship and
comradeship since the 1980s, and the interviews with politically active feminist women from diverse
backgrounds and generations in Turkey. Eventually, the study aims to provide a historical trajectory
of friendship in feminist movement and reflects on how feminists make sense of friendship today in
relation to sisterhood and comradeship within feminist organized struggle.

Ozet

Arkadaslik politik dayanigsmay1 insa etmek ve sosyal hareketleri siirdiirmek i¢in etkili ve gii¢lii
kaynaklardan biri olmustur. Ozellikle kadin+ arkadasliklar, feminist ve LGBTIQ+ hareketleri icinde
giivenli topluluklar ve destek sistemleri yaratmig, ve bu hareketleri giiclendirmistir. Gayri resmi ve
kurumsallasmamis bir 1iligki bi¢imi olarak arkadaslik, aktif giiven iligkilerini, hesap verilebilirligi,
kolektif neseyi giiglendirirken, kirilganlik anlarina da alan agmasi bakimindan kolektif 6rgiitlenme ve
politik dayanisma icin biiylik bir dneme sahiptir. Bu nedenle, bu arasgtirma arkadashigin politik
orgiitlenme ve dayanisma i¢in nasil bir rol oynadigima ve Tiirkiye’de farkli sosyal, politik ve
ekonomik gecmislere sahip feminist kadinlar arasinda nasil arkadasliklar kurulduguna 11k tutmay1
hedeflemektedir. Calisma, kadin+ arkadasliklarima odaklanirken aynmi zamanda arkadaslhigin
farkliliklar ve ¢atigmalar icerisinde nasil var oldugunu ve bu c¢atigsmalar1 kolektif orgilitlenmenin bir
parcasi olarak nasil sekillendirdigini analiz etmeyi planlamaktadir. Dahasi, bu ¢alisma arkadasligi
odak noktasi alarak, "kiz kardeslik" ve "se¢ilmis aile" gibi alternatif akrabalik bi¢imlerine geri
donerek, aile tahayyiiliiniin 6tesine ge¢mek icin kadinlar arasindaki daha karmasik baglantilar1 ve
yakinliklar1 analiz etmeyi hedeflemektedir. Arastirma, hem 1980’lerden bu yana feminist kadinlarin
arkadashiga ve dostluga dair yazilarini inceleyen bir arsiv aragtirmasini hem de Tirkiye'de farkli
gecmislerden ve kusaklardan feminist hareketin igerisinde aktif olarak yer alan kadinlarla yapilan
goriismeleri icermektedir. Sonug olarak, bu ¢alisma feminist hareket igerisinde arkadasligin tarihsel
bir izlegini sunmay1 ve feminist orgiitli miicadele i¢inde kizkardeslik ve yoldaslikla iliskili olarak
feministlerin bugiin arkadasligi nasil anlamlandirdiklarini yansitmay1 amaglamaktadir.



Reflections of the Phenomenon of Gender on Political Discourses in Turkey: An Exploration of
Parliamentary Minutes

Abstract

The policies of states are remarkable in this period when anti-gender discourses and movements have
risen and become more visible in almost every country with different political/cultural structures and
have gained a transnational character. Gender ideology is commonly defined as a shared adversary,
perceived as a threat to national unity and security, leading various social and political actors to act
almost in unison against this ideology. In this context, the “Council of Europe Convention on
Preventing and Combating Violence Against Women and Domestic Violence”, especially known as
the Istanbul Convention, has been at the center of public debates and has become the focal point of
anti-gender policies. In the specific case of Turkey, political debates in which the concept of gender
is seen as a threat to authority and its incompatibility with the Turkish family structure have gained
momentum with Turkey's withdrawal from the Istanbul Convention in 2021. In connection with this,
this study focuses on how political subjects in Turkey address the phenomenon of gender within the
political sphere. Within the scope of this study, the minutes of the general assembly of the Turkish
Grand National Assembly during the 27th legislative period between January 1, 2021, and December
31, 2022, were examined. A total of 53 minutes were identified in which the key term “Istanbul
Convention” was mentioned and the statements of the members of the parliament on this issue were
analyzed using the critical discourse analysis method. This analysis reveals the manifestations of
tension between the mainstreaming of gender and the mainstreaming of the family in different
ideological approaches. This study also provides important findings regarding the roles of the ruling
and opposition parties in mainstreaming anti-gender sentiment and efforts to replace the emphasis on
gender justice with a gender equality approach.

Ozet

Toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti sdylemler ile hareketlerin farkli siyasal/kiiltlirel yapilardaki hemen her
iilkede daha da yiikselise gecip goriiniir hale geldigi ve ulus-6tesi bir karakter kazandig1 bu donemde
devletlerin politikalar1 dikkat ¢ekicidir. Toplumsal cinsiyet ideolojisi, milli birlik ve giivenligi tehdit
eden bir unsur olarak ortak bir diisman bi¢ciminde tanimlanmakta ve farkli toplumsal ve politik
aktorler bu ideolojiye karsi neredeyse miistereklik akdiyle hareket edebilmektedir. Bu baglamda
ozellikle Istanbul Sézlesmesi olarak bilinen “Kadina Yonelik Siddet ve Aile I¢i Siddetin Onlenmesi
ve Bunlarla Miicadeleye Iliskin Avrupa Konseyi Sézlesmesi”, kamusal tartismalarin merkezine
yerlesmis ve toplumsal cinsiyet karsit1 politikalarin odak noktasini olusturmustur. Tiirkiye 6zelinde,
toplumsal cinsiyet kavraminin otoriteye doniik bir tehdit olarak goriilmesi ve Tiirk aile yapisiyla olan
uyumsuzlugunun isaret edildigi siyasi tartigmalar, Tiirkiye'nin 2021 yilinda Istanbul
So6zlesmesi’nden c¢ekilmesiyle ivme kazanmistir. Bununla baglantili olarak bu ¢alisma, Tiirkiye’deki
siyasi Oznelerin toplumsal cinsiyet olgusunu siyaset alani iginde nasil ele aldigina odaklanmaktadir.
Bu calisma kapsaminda 1 Ocak 2021 ile 31 Aralik 2022 tarihleri arasindaki 27. yasama doneminde
Tiirkiye Biiyiik Millet Meclisi genel kurul tutanaklart incelenmistir. Anahtar kavram olarak secilen
‘Istanbul Sozlesmesi’ ifadesinin gectigi toplam 53 tutanak tespit edilmis ve milletvekillerinin bu
konuyla ilgili agiklamalar elestirel sdylem analizi yontemi kullanilarak ¢oziimlenmistir. Bu analiz,
toplumsal cinsiyetin anaakimlagtirilmasi ile ailenin anaakimlastirilmasi arasindaki gerilimin farkh



ideolojik yaklasimlardaki izdlistimlerini aciga ¢ikarmaktadir. Bu ¢alisma ayrica iktidar ve muhalefet
partilerinin toplumsal cinsiyet karsitliginin anaakimlastirilmasindaki rollerine ve toplumsal cinsiyet
adaleti vurgusunun toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi yaklagimiyla yer degistirmesine yonelik cabalara dair
onemli bulgular sunmaktadir.



New Alliances to Disrupt Anti-Gender Narratives

Abstract

Gender is a concept that feminist movements have insistently emphasized and structured their
historical debates. As a result of these debates and struggles, gender equality has become an
international norm. Anti-gender movements, on the other hand, have found a way to reject the forms
of discrimination problematized through the concept of gender and the achievements of gender
equality by directly rejecting the concept itself, leading to mass protests in Europe and Latin America
and even blocking funding for gender equality. In Turkey, anti-gender movements, which manifest
themselves in different forms, tend to mobilize masses in their opposition to certain issues such as
family, morality and abortion. The need arising from this framework has pushed us to look for
creative and innovative ways to fight against the anti-gender bloc, and in this context, the project we
carried out in this context was examined over a period of 8 months, during which the narrative
dimension of anti-gender linguistic violence was deepened with examples from different fields, and
finally discussed for 2 days in the workshop we organized with the participation of approximately 30
different civil society organizations, which can be considered the first of the alliance initiatives, and
supported by 7 in-depth interviews. These findings include newspaper articles containing hate
speech, presentations by CSOs including examples filtered from their field of work and
discriminatory rhetoric they have observed, election period propaganda of political party
representatives, widespread social media posts and the outputs of the 2-day workshop. Our
presentation aims to build a bridge between the components of the alliance we are trying to build
against anti-gender language and the academic field, and to share the contact and dialogue we have
experienced among ourselves and the findings we have filtered. We will examine the issue of the
ways in which anti-gender narratives return as violence in the lives of those in Turkey.

Toplumsal cinsiyet, feminist hareketlerin 1srarla iizerinde durdugu ve tarihsel tartismalarini
yapilandirdiklart bir kavramdir. Bu tartismalarin ve miicadelelerin sonucunda toplumsal cinsiyet
esitligi uluslararast bir norm haline gelebilmistir. Toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti (anti-gender) hareketler
ise, toplumsal cinsiyet kavrami {izerinden sorunsallagtirilan ayrimcilik bi¢imlerini ve toplumsal
cinsiyet esitliginin kazanimlarini reddetmenin yolunu dogrudan kavramin kendisini reddetmekte
bulmus, Avrupa ve Latin Amerika’da kitlesel protestolara yol agmis, hatta toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi
alanindaki fonlamalar1 engelleyebilmistir. Tiirkiye’de de kendisini farkli formlarda gosteren
anti-gender hareketler, temelde aile, ahlak, kiirtaj gibi kimi konular lizerinden kars1 ¢ikiglarim
yaparken kitlesellesme egilimi sergilemektedir. Tiim bu ¢ergeveden dogan ihtiyag, toplumsal cinsiyet
karsit1 blok karsisinda miicadele ederken bizleri yaratici ve yenilik¢i yollar1 aramaya itmis, bu
kapsamda gerceklestirdigimiz projede 8 aya yayilan bir siirede incelenmis, bu silire zarfinda
anti-gender dilsel siddetin anlatisal boyutu farkli alanlardan getirilen 6rneklerle derinlestirilmis,
nihayetinde ittifak girisimlerinden ilki sayilabilecek yaklasik 30 farkli sivil toplum kurumunun
katilimi ile gerceklestirdigimiz ¢alistayda 2 gilin boyunca tartisilmis, derinlemesine goriismeler ile
desteklenmistir. Bu bulgular; nefret soylemi iceren gazete haberleri, STK’larin ¢caligma sahalarindan
stizdiikleri Ornekleri ve gozlemledikleri ayrimci retorikleri igeren sunumlar, siyasi parti
temsilcilerinin se¢im donemi propagandalari, yaygin sosyal medya postlar1 ve 2 giin siiren ¢alistayin



ciktilarint icermektedir. Sunumumuz toplumsal cinsiyet karsit1 dil karsisinda yapilandirmaya
calistigimiz ittifakin bilesenleri ile akademik alan arasinda koprii kurmayr amaglamakta ve kendi
aramizda deneyimledigimiz temas ve diyalogu, siizdiigiimiiz bulgular1 paylagsmay1 hedeflemektedir.
Tiirkiye’de toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti anlatilarin kimlerin hayatina hangi sekillerde siddet olarak
dondiigli meselesini irdeleyecegiz.



‘Mama’s Baby’, Queer’s Maybe: Producing Futurity In and Through Genocide

Abstract

Reproductivity emerges as a key dynamic in the aftermath of genocide, as issues pertaining to
protection of the newborn, displaced children, and mothers become key focus of the immediate relief
efforts. Nevertheless, as my presentation argues, these reproductive dynamics unintentionally
establish heteronormativity as the primary factor shaping kinship structures in post-genocidal
societies over the long term. Are newborns and child protection essential practices for the continuity
of life? What happens to newborn and what makes their well-being so crucial? What are the
alternative ways of forming relationships and kinship bonds besides biological reproduction?
Bringing different post-genocidal societies into conversation with one another, my presentation
investigates how genocidal violence is inherently heteronormative and enhances heteronormative
futures as the unexpected outcome of the community work that focuses on family protection. Along
with problematizing biological reproduction, my presentation will seek to answer how to create a
dialogue between queer anti-futurity and reproductive futurity. While the former links the concept of
the future as the ‘kid stuftf” and thus the affirmation of heteronormative social order, the latter draws
attention to structural injustices and longstanding disparities in the domains such as childbirth,
inheritance, and dispossession. Numerous anthropological insights emphasize that kinship is shaped
by social practices, challenging the commonly accepted notions of nature as a natural order of things.
Along with discussing two types of futurity, I hope to 1) redefine heteronormativity as the symptom
of 1915 Armenian Genocide and the persistent denialism in Turkey; 2) critique the queer scholarship
for its reluctance to understand how reproductivity also serves as an affective space that fosters
vibrant relations in and through world-making in the aftermath of destruction.

‘Annesinin Kuzusunu’, Kuirler Uzmesin: Soykirim ve Gelecegin Insasi

Ozet

Biyolojik yeniden fiiretim- yeni doganin korunmasi, annelik ve yerinden edilmis ¢ocuklar gibi
konular araciligiyla- soykirimin hemen sonrasinda yardim c¢alismalarinin merkezinde onemli bir
dinamik olarak ortaya ¢ikiyor. Fakat, benim sunumum da iddia ettigi gibi, bu iiretim iligkileri kasitl
olmasa da ikili cinsiyet diizenini akrabalik iligskilerinde temel faktor olarak ortaya cikariyor. Yeni
doganlar ve ¢ocuklar hayatin devamlilig: icin esas gereklilik mi? Yeni doganlara ne oluyor ve onlari
bu kadar 6nemli kilan nedir? Biyolojik iireme disindaki alternatif iliski kurma ve akrabalik baglari
neler? Sunumum, farkli soykirim sonrasi topluluklar1 diyalog i¢inde bir araya getirip soykirim
siddetinin temelde nasil heteronormatif oldugunu ve aileyi korumaya doniik yardim ¢alismalarinin da
beklenmedik sekilde ikili cinsiyet dilizenine dayanan gelecek tahayyiiliinii gili¢lendirip
giliclendirmedigi sorguluyor. Sunumumda, biyolojik iiremeyi sorunsallastirip gelecek karsiti kuir
okumalar ve iireme odakli gelecek okumalarini bir diyalog icerisinde diisiiniiyorum. Ilki gelecegi
cocuk meselesi dolayisiyla da heteronormatif sosyal diizenin dogrulanmasi ile iliskilendirirken, bir
sonraki yapisal adaletsizlikler, dogum, miras ve yerinden edilme gibi kavramlar aracilifiyla uzun
suredir var olan esitsizliklere dikkatimizi ¢ekiyor. Farkli antropolojik okumalar, akrabaligin doganin
gelisigiizel nedenselligi olmasindan ziyade sosyal pratiklerle sekillendigi konusunda 1srarci. iki farkli
gelecek tahayyiillinli tartisarak; oncelikle heteronormativiteyi 1915 soykirimi ve siirekliligi olan
inkar siyaseti ile bag1 iizerinden yeniden tanimliyorum.

Getting Equal at the Table: Leyla Erbil's Gastrowriting

Abstract

In Leyla Erbil's literature, the table appears intertwined with carnivalesque eating and drinking,
gluttony, healing prescriptions and poisons. Food served through a unifying table sometimes turns
into a medicine or poison obtained from various plants. Both the representations of the female
protagonists in Erbil's texts on the tables and the various drug recipes coming out of the kitchen as
opposed to the laboratory of modern medicine call into question gender roles. In this context, writing
in Erbil is open to turning into both a prescription and a recipe that reflects taste. The recipes
collaged into the narrative provide an area where power relations, gender roles and national fantasies
are opened for discussion. In particular, emphases that interrupt the nation-based view of food come
to the fore. New layers of meaning are created in Erbil's texts framed by crowded eating and drinking
scenes and plant names. In this study, I will try to show that the kitchen, table, food and medicine
recipes in Erbil's texts produce multiple meanings and ambivalences in the focus of gender,
otherness, identity and power, according to the strategy of the narrative. I will call this cuisine, which
offers a joyful-chaotic table that unites people as well as a healing center that produces medicine and
poison, as gastro-writing. I will try to look at the reflection in the author of the junction points where
gastronomy comes into contact with national fantasies. This article; On the one hand, aims to
investigate the connection points between literature and gastronomy through Erbil, and on the other
hand, to present a critical perspective on the function of the eating and drinking culture in the
narrative in the author's works.

Leyla Erbil edebiyatinda sofra, karnavalesk yeme-i¢me, oburluk, sifa veren regeteler ve zehirlerle i¢
ice bir goriinim arz eder. Birlestirici bir sofra aracilifiyla sunulan yiyecekler bazen de ¢esitli
bitkilerden elde edilen bir ila¢ ya da zehre doniisiir. Erbil’in metinlerindeki kadin bagkisilerin hem
sofralardaki temsilleri hem de modern tibbin laboratuvarina karsilik mutfagin i¢inden ¢ikan cesitli
ilag tarifleri toplumsal cinsiyet rollerini sorgulatir. Bu baglamda Erbil’de yazi hem regeteye, hem de
damak zevkini yansitan bir tarife doniismeye agiktir.

Erbil’in kalabalik yeme igme sahneleri ve bitki
adlartyla cergevelenen metinleri yeni anlam katmanlari olusturulur. Bu calismada Erbil’in
metinlerinde mutfak, sofra, yemek ve ila¢ tariflerinin anlatinin stratejisine gore cinsiyet, otekilik,
kimlik ve iktidar odaginda ¢oklu anlamlar ve ¢ift degerlilikler iirettigini gdstermeye calisacagim. ilag
ve zehir iireten bir sifahanenin yani sira insanlar1 birlestiren neseli-kaotik bir sofra sunan bu mutfagi
gastro-yazin (mide-yazin) olarak adlandiracagim.

Liberating Women’s Writing From the Male-Dominated Literary Canon: Gender Criticism in Love
Narratives

Abstract

In the context of modern Turkish literature, the genre of “love narratives”, which gained popularity
and circulated during the founding period of the Turkish Republic, can be initiated with Glizide
Sabri’s serialized text “Miinevver” (1902-1903) published in the magazine Hanimlara Mahsus
Gazete. These love novels, positioned outside the national narrative model presented by Mustafa
Kemal Atatiirk’s foundational text Nutuk in 1927, are perceived as a literary genre where both the
author and the reader are imagined as “woman”. In literary historiographies, this genre is often
included under terms such as “popular novel”, “novel of manners”, “cheap novel” or “sentimental
novel”; they are excluded from the male-dominated canon and literary historiographies and accused
of deviating from the “national ideal”. Feminist critiques of love narratives produced by women
writers, which are especially generated after 1980, such as Janice Radway’s Reading the Romance
(1984) and the feminist researchers like Jean Radford and Anne Clark with The Progress of
Romance: The Politics of Popular Fiction (1986), have provided new perspectives for reading
American and British literature’s women’s writing, but we do not have any similar example of such a
feminist reading in the context of Turkish literature. However, reading love narratives with a
gyno-critical perspective may open up discussions about common themes, narrative strategies, and
functions of “love narrative” genre produced by women writers. In this regard, this study aims to
evaluate the love narratives produced by women writers during the founding period of the Turkish
Republic in a gyno-critical perspective and try to analyze literary works such as Belkis Sami Boyar’s
Askimi Oldiirdiim (1926), Suat Dervis’s “Ben Bu Adami Opemem” (1931), Safiye Erol’s Ulker
Firtinast (1938), and Peride Celal’s Dar Yol (1949). Thus, the purpose of this study is to provoke
some discussions on themes such as negotiations with state feminism, female agency abolishing
marriage and family institutions, placing the desiring female subject at the center of the literary text,
domestic labor, and sexual violence within marriage. In this way, the reasons behind the women
writers of the early Turkish Republican period had been producing “popular novels” instead of
aspiring to a “prestigious” authorial position within the national canon may become more visible.

Dead Women’s Living Wombs: Self-Sacrificing Mothers and Miracle Births at the Intersection of
Death and Life

Abstract

In 2008, 26-year-old Yildiz Alg1, who was 24 weeks pregnant, suffered from meningitis, resulting in
brain death. However, in order for her baby in the womb to survive, she needed to be kept "alive" on
life support for a while longer. Three weeks later, what national media termed a "miracle birth"
occurred as Alg1 was disconnected from life support, and her organs were donated. This birth marked
a first in Turkey and the 14th case worldwide. Then, in 2011, another biotechnological reproductive
"success" occurred at the intersection of life and death. A womb taken from an anonymous
brain-dead donor was transplanted to 23-year-old Derya Sert, who was born without a uterus, with
the hope that it would be a good alternative for surrogacy. This case, the world's first attempt at a
cadaveric uterus transplant, resulted in a live birth nearly a decade later. The transplanted uterus was
removed immediately after childbirth. In both cases mentioned, the uterus fulfilled its "function"
upon the occurance of childbirth. In this presentation, I will attempt to answer two fundamental
questions by analyzing the media representations of these two birth cases commonly referred to as
"miracles": To what extent are women's bodies (whether living or deceased) open to new
biotechnological interventions in the realm of fertility? How are these interventions legitimized
through the discourse of maternal sacrifice, which sanctifies (mandatory, biological, and intensive)
motherhood ideology? Focusing on these questions, I will discuss how women’s bodies and fertility
are instrumentalized for both ideological and biological reproduction of the sacred (heteronormative)
family. Seeking answers to these questions is also part of my effort to expand the scope of
reproductive technologies studies towards studies of death. Through the exploration of these two
cases of “miracle births,” this presentation intends to elucidate the new forms that the boundaries and
potentials of women's reproductive capacities have taken in the 21st century, concurrently with the
politicization and technologization of reproduction in Turkey and beyond.

2008 yilinda 24 haftalik hamile olan 26 yasindaki Yildiz Al¢i’nin gegirdigi menenjit hastaligi sonucu
beyin 6liimii gerceklesir ancak karnindaki bebeginin yasayabilmesi i¢in bir siire daha makineye bagh
olarak “yasatilmas1” gerekir. Ug hafta sonunda yerel basmin tabiriyle “mucize dogum” gerceklesir,
makine desteginden alinan Algi’nin organlar1 bagislanir. Bu dogum Tiirkiye’de ilk, diinyada ise 14.
vaka olarak kayitlara geger. 2011 yilinda ise 6liim ile yasamin kesisiminde baska bir biyoteknolojik
iireme “basarisi” gergeklesir. Dogustan rahmi olmayan 23 yasindaki Derya Sert’e beyin o6limi
gerceklesmis anonim bir dondrden alinan rahim (tasiyict annelige iyi bir alternatif olacagi umuduyla)
nakledilir. Diinyanin ilk kadavradan rahim nakli denemesi olan bu vaka ancak yaklasik on yil sonra
canlt dogumla sonuglanir. Sert’e nakledilen rahim dogumun hemen sonrasinda alinir. Bahsi gecen iki
vakada da dogumun ger¢eklesmesiyle rahim “gorevini” tamamlamis olur. Bu sunumda “mucize”
olarak anilan bu iki dogum vakasmin medya temsillerini analiz ederek su iki temel soruya cevap
aramaya calisacagim: Kadinlarin (6l veya diri) bedenleri dogurganlik namina ne tiir yeni
biyo-teknolojik miidahalelere a¢ilir? Bu miidahaleler fedakarlik sdylemiyle kutsallastirilan (zorunlu,
biyolojik ve yogun) annelik ideolojisi dolayimiyla nasil mesrulastirilir? Bu sorulara odaklanarak,
kadin bedeni ve dogurganliginin kutsal (heteronormatif) ailenin ideolojik ve biyolojik yeniden
iiretimi i¢in nasil aragsallastirildigini tartisacagim. Bu sorulara cevap aramak ayni zamanda iireme



teknolojileri calismalarinin kapsamini 6lim caligmalarina dogru genisletme cabamin pargasidir.
Amacim, bu iki “fedakar anne” ve “mucize dogum” vakasi iizerinden, Tiirkiye’de (ve diinyada)
iremenin politiklesmesi ve teknolojiklesmesine paralel olarak, 21. yilizyillda kadinlarin {ireme
kapasitelerinin sinirlarinin ve potansiyellerinin aldig1 yeni bigimleri ortaya koymaktir.



Abortion in silence and out loud: feminist groups and clinical culture and policies in Turkey

Abstract

Through ethnographic fieldwork, this paper analyzes the institutional muting and censorship of
conversations about abortion procedures in Turkish clinical settings. With the rise of anti-abortion
policies beginning in 2010, clinical abortion became inaccessible in Turkey’s state clinics.
Consequently, many medical doctors refuse to provide abortion service, a legal medical procedure,
unless there is a medical complication that threatens the woman’s life. The problem arises when
explicitly naming the abortion procedure shifts meaning in the clinical setting, and the clinical
interpretations of abortion, which index termination of pregnancy by a woman’s will, is reconstituted
into abortion being read as a stigma for women. This paper analyzes my experience as a researcher
managing conversations with state doctors as I meticulously self-censor myself to refrain naming the
procedure as abortion, rather calling it “pregnancy loss” or “induced miscarriage”. In contrast to such
semantical restrictions in the clinic, feminist groups confidently and defiantly speaking out loud
about abortion, as well as advocating for abortions to be considered part of a woman’s reproductive
rights. Based on my observations in the clinic, and in feminist NGOs in Istanbul, I argue that it is the
clinical setting that marginalizes the experience, and produces silence around women’s reproductive
activities, specifically their experience of abortion. My ethnographic intervention is also an effort to
discuss the question “How do we speak truth about reproductive rights and produce knowledge
centralizing the experiences of women, when the state continues silencing and refusal by restricting
the conversations in dialectic vocabulary of their health institutions?”

Sessizlikte Kiirtaj Deneyimi: Saghk Kuruluslarinda Siyaset ve Tiirkiye’de Feminist Orgiitler

Ozet

Bu makale, etnografik saha calismasiyla devlet hastanelerinde uygulanan kiirtaj prosediirlerinin
neden ve nasil sessizlestirildigini analiz eder. 2010 yilinda siyasetgilerin kiirtaji kadinlarin isledigi bir
cinayet olarak adlandirmasiyla baslayan dogum-tesvik soylemleri, bugiin devlet hastanelerinde
kurtaji ulagilamaz hale getirdi. Sonug olarak, yasal ve tibbi bir prosedur olan kiirtaj hizmetini bugun
birgok hekim, kadin yasamini tehdit eden bir tibbi komplikasyon olmadik¢a sunmay1 reddiyor.
Sorun, kiirtaj prosediiriinii klinik ortamda agik¢a adlandirmak isteyince daha belirgin hale geliyor. Bu
baglamda saglik ¢alisanlar1 cogu zaman kadinlarin gebelik sonlandirma isteklerini cinayet olarak
damgalama egiliminde oluyor. Kadinlar saglik kurumlarinda kiirtaj prosediiriinii ya agik¢a telaffuz
edemiyor, ya da hizmeti talep ettigi anda kesin olarak reddediliyor. Bu makalede devlet
hastanelerindeki goriismelerimi, saglik ¢calisanlariyla gerceklestirdigim konugmalar1 yonetme halimi,
kiirtaj prosediiriinii adlandirmaktan kaginmak icin kendimi 6zenle sansiirleme —"gebelik kayb1" veya
"istege baglh diisiik" gibi ifadelerle — deneyimimi analiz ediyorum. Klinikteki semantik kisitlamalara
ve sessizlige karsin, feminist orgiitler kiirtaji yiiksek sesle savunmaya devam ediyorlar. Feminist
orgiitlerdeki edindigim deneyimlerimi hastanedeki gozlemlerimle kiyaslayarak klinik ortamin kiirtaji
marjinallestirdigini ve kadmlarin iireme haklar1 iizerinde sessizlik yarattifini iddia ediyorum.
Etnografik c¢aligmam ayni zamanda "Devlet, saglik kurumlarindaki diyalektik konusmalari
sinirlarken kiirtaj deneyimini nasil konusabiliriz? Kiirtaji sessizlestirirken kadin deneyimine
dayanarak nasil bilgi iiretebiliriz?" sorularini tartisma cabasidir.



Varieties of Anti-gender Coalitions in Turkey

Abstract

This paper explores the varieties of anti-gender politics in Turkey and its connection to the
transnational anti-gender movement and dynamics. Recent studies have demonstrated the rise of
anti-gender movements across many countries. Over the last decade, Turkey and pro-gender activists
have experienced cycles of attacks and protests against gender equality. The paper maps these
oppositional actors' issue areas, coalitions, strategies, and frames. Anti-gender actors consist of
various sets of actors, institutionalized and non-institutionalized, who instrumentalize different
tactics. Yet, these actors unite their opposition based on the claims of the disintegration of families,
anti-feminism, and LGBTI rights and mobilize to attack the Istanbul Convention. Interestingly, these
attacks also exemplify de-Europeanization and the regression of rights and democracy. Within this
context, the study demonstrates that instrumentalizing antigender campaigns and discourses harms
democracy. In particular, mapping anti-gender movements and networks will allow us to understand
the contestation issues and the oppositional actors' role in shaping gender politics in contemporary
Turkey and the distinctive national features and transnational aspects of such mobilizations. My
methodology utilizes process tracing, critical frame analysis, and extensive fieldwork, particularly
in-depth interviews. It carefully traces the policy field to understand anti-gender discussions,
coalitions, and tactics. Critical frame analysis, a feminist methodology, will analyze the policy texts
and interviews. In conclusion, this project contends that the Turkish offers a blueprint for anti-gender
mobilizations and its connection to de-democratization.

Bu ¢alisma, Tiirkiye'deki toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti siyasetin ¢esitlerini ve bunun ulusétesi toplumsal
cinsiyet karsit1 hareket ve dinamiklerle baglantisini incelemektedir. Son donemde yapilan ¢alismalar,
toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti hareketlerin bir¢ok iilkede yiikseliste oldugunu gdstermektedir. Son on
yilda Tiirkiye ve toplumsal cinsiyet yanlis1 aktivistler, toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine kars1 saldir1 ve
protesto dongiilerine maruz kalmistir. Bu g¢alisma, bu aktdrlerin konu alanlarini, koalisyonlarini,
stratejilerini ve gergevelerini haritalandirmaktadir. Toplumsal cinsiyet karsit1 aktorler, farkli taktikleri
aragsallastiran kurumsallasmis ve kurumsallagmamais ¢esitli aktor gruplarindan olugsmaktadir. Ancak
bu aktorler, ailenin kutsalligi, feminizm karsithgi ve LGBTI haklar1 iddialar1 temelinde
muhalefetlerini birlestirmekte ve Istanbul Sozlesmesi'ne saldirmak igin harekete gegmektedir. Ilging
bir sekilde, bu saldirilar aym1 zamanda Avrupalilasmadan uzaklasma ve haklar ile demokrasinin
gerilemesini de orneklendirmektedir. Bu baglamda c¢alisma, toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti kampanya ve
soylemlerin aragsallastirilmasiin demokrasiye zarar verdigini gostermektedir. Ozellikle, toplumsal
cinsiyet karsitt hareketlerin ve aglarin haritalandirilmasi, gliniimiiz Tirkiye'sinde toplumsal cinsiyet
politikalarinin  sekillenmesindeki ¢ekisme konularint ve muhalif aktorlerin roliinii ve bu tiir
hareketlenmelerin ayirt edici ulusal ozelliklerini ve ulusétesi yonlerini anlamamizi saglayacaktir.
Metodolojim siire¢ takibi, elestirel ¢ergeve analizi ve 6zellikle derinlemesine miilakatlar olmak iizere
kapsamli saha g¢alismasim1 kullanmaktadir. Bu baglamda, toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti1 tartigmalari,
koalisyonlar1 ve taktikleri anlamak i¢in politika alanini izlemektedir. Feminist bir metodoloji olan
elestirel ¢erceve analizi ise politika metinlerini ve goriismeleri analiz etmektedir. Sonug olarak, bu
proje, Tiirkiye'nin toplumsal cinsiyet karsit1 seferberlikler ve bunun demokratiklesmeyle baglantisini
kavramak i¢in 6nemli bir vaka oldugunu iddia etmektedir.



An Analysis of Feminist University Student Organizations in The Context of Social Movements: The
Case of University Women’s Collective

Abstract

Feminist movements formed by young university women have developed methods that combine
street and digital activism to make women's voices heard in national politics, to fight against gender
inequalities and to create egalitarian policies. Especially in the years, the increasing dose of
nationalist conservative authoritarianism and the accompanying neo-liberal policies have led to
various transformations in the methods of struggle of feminist student movements. This study seeks
to answer the question of how and in what direction this transformation has taken place. Within the
framework of this question, the University Women's Collective, a feminist organization of university
students, constitutes the sample of our research. Using qualitative research methodology, we
conducted semi-structured in-depth interviews with ten women who came together as part of this
organization at Kocaeli University. Based on the analysis of in-depth interviews, this study focuses
on the, set of values, modes of action, ways of relating to previous feminist generations, and the
effects of unequal, subordinating policies on the organizing culture of feminist university student
movements in general and the University Women's Collective in particular. Within the scope of the
study, it has been observed that against the ascending organizing of anti-gender equality policies and
the increasing nationalist conservative authoritarianism, the feminist student organizations have tried
to include both online activism and the method of forming new alliances with local organizations in
their repertoire, determining gender equality as the least common ground in these alliances.

Calismamiz yontem olarak nitel
arastirma metodunu kullanmis ve Kocaeli Universitesi’nde sdz konusu 6rgiitlenme kapsaminda bir
araya gelen kadinlardan on kisi ile yar1 yapilandirilmis agik uglu sorular esliginde derinlemesine
miilakatlar gerceklestirilmistir. Derinlemesine miilakatlarin analizine dayanan bu ¢alisma, genelde
iiniversiteli feminist hareketlerin ve 6zelde de Universiteli Kadin Kolektifi’nin degerler kiimesine,
eylem tarzlarina, kendilerinden 6nceki feminist kusaklarla iliskilenme bi¢imlerine ve esitsiz, kadini
ikincillestiren politikalardan deneyimlediklerinin  orgiitlenme  kiiltiirii  lizerindeki etkilerine
odaklanmaktadir. Caligma kapsaminda, artan toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi karsit1i politikalarin

“I Do Not See Myself as an LGBT Individual”: Interactions of Muslim Transsexuals with the
LGBTIQ+ Movement in Turkey

Biisra Karasakal
Ibn Haldun University

Abstract

Transsexuality and LGBTIQ+ are among the most difficult areas to discuss and research in Turkey
due to social and cultural beliefs that associate gender with morality and consider it a taboo. It is
observed that most of the research on LGBTIQ+ people reflects a certain point of view, and therefore
subjects and experiences with other certain beliefs and values are rendered invisible. In addition, it
can be said that it is very difficult to discuss LGBTIQ+ and religion together due to Turkey's
socio-cultural structure and the assumption that LGBTIQ+ people do not or should not have a belief.
It is observed that current research is shaped by this assumption, and it is observed that Muslim
LGBTIQ+ people and their experiences are mostly rendered invisible in the literature. For this
reason, this study aims to make these invisible subjects and their experiences visible. Within the
scope of the research, the position of Muslim transsexuals and their experiences within the current
LGBTIQ+ formation, their relations with the political movement, and their perceptions about the
movement were discussed through the participants' own discourses. Thus, an attempt was made to
understand the participants' experiences, their approaches to movement and gender. The field work
of the research was carried out using semi-structured in-depth interviews, focus group interviews and
participant observation methods with individuals who define themselves or their experiences as
transsexual. As a result of the research, it was found that Muslim transsexuals are rendered invisible
by both the society and the political movement due to the current context of Turkey. In addition, it
was found that the participants could not relate to the political movement and did not feel like they
belonged to LGBTIQ+ due to their cultural and religious contexts and the activism styles of the
LGBTIQ+ movement contradicting these contexts.

Transseksiiellik ve LGBTIQ+ cinsiyeti ahlakla iliskilendiren ve tabu olarak kabul eden toplumsal ve
kiiltiirel inanislar sebebiyle Tiirkiye’de tartisilmasi ve arastirilmasi oldukca zor alanlardan biridir.
LGBTIQ+larla ilgili arastirmalarin birgogunun belli bir bakis acisin1 yansittig1 ve bu sebeple diger
belli inaniglara ve degerlere sahip 6zne ve deneyimlerin goriinmez kilindigr gézlemlenmektedir.
Ayrica Tiirkiye’nin sosyo-kiiltiirel yapist ve LGBTIQ+"larin bir inanci olmadig1 ya da olmamasi
gerektigi varsayimi sebebiyle LGBTIQ+ ve dinin bir arada tartisilmasinin da oldukca zor oldugu
sOylenebilir. Mevcut arastirmalarin da bu varsayim lizerinden sekillendigi goriilmekte ve Miisliiman
LGBTIQ+’larin ve deneyimlerinin literatiirde cogunlukla goriinmez kilindiklar1 gdzlemlenmektedir.
Bu sebeple bu calisma goriinmez kilinan bu 6zne ve deneyimlerinin goriinlir kilinmasim
amaclamaktadir. Arastirma kapsaminda Miisliiman transsekstiellerin ve deneyimlerinin mevcut
LGBTIQ+ olusumu igerisindeki konumlari, politik hareketle olan iliskileri, hareketle ilgili algilart
katilimcilarin kendi sdylemleri {izerinden tartisilmistir. Boylece katilimcilarin deneyimleri, harekete
ve cinsiyete dair yaklagimlari anlasilmaya calisilmigtir. Arastirmanin saha ¢aligmasi kendisini ya da
deneyimini transseksiiel olarak tanimlayan bireyler ile yar1 yapilandirilmis derinlemesine miilakat,
odak grup goriismeleri ve katilimer gozlem yontemleri kullanilarak gergeklestirilmistir. Arastirma
sonucunda Miisliiman transseksiiellerin Tiirkiye’nin mevcut baglami1 sebebiyle hem toplum
tarafindan ve hem de politik akim tarafindan goriinmez kilindiklar1 bulgusuna ulagilmistir. Bunun
yaninda katilimcilarin kiiltiirel ve dini baglamlar1 ve LGBTIQ+ hareketinin aktivizm bigimlerinin bu
baglamlara aykir1 diismesi sebebiyle politik akimla iliskilenemedikleri ve kendilerini LGBTIQ+’ya
ait hissedemedikleri bulgusuna ulasilmistir.



Asylum, Resettlement, and Border Policies: Waiting Experiences of Iranian Refugee Women in
Turkey

Cemile Gizem Dinger

Abstract

Due to the violence they experience in Iran, each year, many women leave their home country and
arrive in Turkey. Even though Turkey is a signatory to the 1951 United Nations Refugee Convention,
it retains a ‘“‘geographical limitation” in relation to the Convention. It applies restrictions on
non-European asylum applicants’ right to seek protection and grants only “temporary asylum” to
non-European refugees, which prevents their possibility to benefit from refugee status rights and
their right to citizenship and only enables them to reside in Turkey until their resettlement. As
refugee women have to deal with complex, ambiguous, and discretionary asylum processes with the
Turkish asylum authorities during their waiting in Turkey, they also face an insecure and uncertain
future because of the third countries’ restricting border and refugee resettlement policies. Based on
ten months of ethnographic research with a feminist methodology, my research focuses on the
experiences of Iranian refugee women in Turkey who await resettlement in Canada, the USA, and
various European Countries. I critically examine Turkey's transnational asylum regime on the one
hand, and how this regime and the border and resettlement policies of third countries shape the
everyday practices of refugee women on the other and argue that these policies cause refugee women
to continue to experience the violence they fled from - sometimes in similar ways (such as sexual
harassment) and sometimes in different forms (such as legal violence). However, at the same time,
even in the harsh conditions of gendered violence, refugee women also respond to these various
forms of violence in numerous creative ways and continue cultivating solidarity practices, mutual
care, and resistance strategies.

Sarthh miilteci statiisiiyle iiclincli iilkeye yerlestirilmeyi bekleyen miilteci kadinlar, Tirkiye’de
bulunduklar1 siire boyunca bir yandan Tirkiye’nin karmasik, belirsiz ve inisiyatife dayali iltica
stirecleriyle bas etmeye cabalarken, diger yandan, iiclincii iilkelerin kisitlayici sinir ve miilteci
yerlestirme politikalar1 nedeniyle giivensiz ve belirsiz bir gelecekle karsi karsiya kalmaktalar.
Kesisimsel feminist perspektiften yiiriitiilen bu etnografik arastirma, Kanada, ABD ve ¢esitli Avrupa
iilkelerine yerlestirilmeyi bekleyen Tiirkiye'deki Iranli miilteci kadinlarin bekleme deneyimlerine
odaklanmaktadir.

A Study on Current Meanings of Motherhood

Cigdem Yasemin Ozkan
Cukurova University

Abstract

In this study, the biological and social ways of experiencing motherhood, which always has an
important position in daily life, social media, politics, popular culture and theoretical discussions,
will be examined in today's conditions. The ways in which motherhood is experienced have been
examined theoretically in the areas of interest of sociology, political science and communication
studies from a wide variety of perspectives, such as representations of motherhood in various
contents in the media, mothers who are popular on social media, views/experiences of women who
are or are not mothers on motherhood, and the meanings attributed to motherhood socially and
politically. In this study, which draws on theories of gender and everyday life, examining how
motherhood is constructed by evaluating social media together with the daily life of the subject from
a sociological perspective will make a unique/genuine contribution to studies on motherhood. In this
regard semi-structured in-depth interviews will be conducted with mothers who have children
between the ages of 0-7, using the phenomenological method. What the interviewed women think
about the meanings socially attributed to motherhood, the way they personally experience
motherhood, the books they read about motherhood, the social media accounts they follow, and
various media contents about motherhood will be examined. Thus, how the interviewed women
relate to motherhood in the media, social media and daily life will be discovered and revealed.
Additionally, the ways in which the interviewed participants present their motherhood on social
media and in their daily lives will also be included in the analysis of the research. The participants in
the study will be determined using the snowball sampling technique, and the various media/social
media contents that the participants are associated with and the channels and accounts in which they
present their own motherhood will also be examined. As a result of the research, the processes of
constructing motherhood will be tried to be understood and interpreted with an interdisciplinary
perspective at the intersection of sociology and communication studies, by associating it with
media/social media and daily life, starting from the experiencing subjects themselves.

Women from the forests against the destruction of their territories in Brazil and Turkey: the potential
for dialogue and knowledge exchange

Abstract

As the climate crisis expands in irreversible ways, rural women from the forests, fields, and waters
lead the resistance to protect their territories and biodiversity.> Around the world, women are seen on
the frontline of resistances against deforestation and the destruction of other natural habitats.
However, hand-in-hand with authoritarian regimes, greedy corporations forcefully attack their lands
for the immediate sake of a higher surplus and individual interests. While these women echo similar
perseverance and courage from faraway places, corporations and governments adopt parallel violent
measures to repress locally. This paper, thus, will analyze what can be learned from the comparable
voices of rural women who resist deforestation in their territories by identifying common attributes
that have the potential for dialogue and knowledge exchange. This will be written out of
conversations with communities that fight to protect their land in Brazil, and Ikizkdy's resistance to
Akbelen Forest, Turkey. Since the similarities of these struggles reinforce the repetition of capitalist
patriarchal violence, the experiences shared will be part of an alternative that brings nature to the
center and reinforces diversity and indigenous practices, as well as a way to demonstrate solidarity in
akin circumstances. For this, an ecofeminist methodology will be utilized, especially considering
Vandana Shiva and Maria Mies” work.

In the case of Brazil, they are from the
working class, from rural lands, urban periphery, family farmers, peasant women, indigenous, quilombolas, land-less
women, those in settlements and camps, rural salaried women, extractivists, coconut breakers, mangaba collectors,
from riverside communities, fisherwomen, shellfish gatherers, caicaras, faxinalenses, sertanejas, vazanteiras,
geraizeiras, caatingueiras, women in community grazing, different types of healers such as raizeiras and benzedeiras,
and many others, the vast majority of whom are Black women. Among other similarities, they are exploited and
marginalized throughout history.

Affective Labor, Precarization, Commoning: Three Cases from Turkey

Derya Ozkan

Abstract

This paper focuses on the accounts of three worker subjects from urban Turkey, a domestic worker, a
sex worker, and a freelance culture worker, to understand the role of affect in the complex interplay
between precarization and commoning. We look at this interplay from a feminist perspective, register
the “feminine” qualities of affective labor and analyze how capitalism makes worker subjects
vulnerable by instrumentalizing affect. A feminist rethinking of the origins of capitalism
demonstrates that women’s everyday unpaid and invisible labor, including providing care, love and
affection to their partners, lovers, elderly and children, is “the rock upon which society is built”
(Federici 2010). Similarly, in care-related forms of paid work, the worker mobilizes their body’s
affective capacity to produce exchange value in the capitalist marketplace.We discuss the
post-industrial conditions of precarization through affective exploitation, as well as the emergent
networks of commoning that challenge these conditions. We observe how our three study
participants activate the affirmative potential of affective labor, transform how they perceive
themselves and their relationship to others, and become political subjects. To explore the possibilities
of living labor that exceeds dead labor, and that capital fails to capture and domesticate, we draw on
the work of Marx, Cvetkovich, Hardt & Negri, Linebaugh, Federici, Butler, Lorey, among others,
and argue that we can overcome isolation and individualization imposed by neoliberal capitalism if
we discover the “common notions” that make us simultaneously vulnerable and powerful. We argue
that a domestic worker, a sex worker and a freelance culture worker, who look very different at first
sight, have a lot in common -- not just problems, troubles, but also desires and a shared will to create
another world. The latter engenders a non-capitalist ethic and common forms of solidarity, creating
alternatives to capitalism’s models of the family, corporation, nation —social institutions that embody
the corrupt forms of the common.

Islam and sexuality have been perceived and depicted as incompatible due to the view of Islam a sex
negative especially in the Western-based academia. However, more critical theoretical and empirical
works have refuted this view and have shown that unmarried Muslims may open spaces for
themselves to explore their sexual desires (Adamczyk & Hayes, 2012; Yip, 2009). In this regard, Yip
argues that considering Islam and sexuality as incompatible fails to grasp how agency and desire
work (Yip, 2009). Following this line of argument, I have inquired the ways in which a group of
unmarried devoted Muslim heterosexual young adults who practice sexting, a chat-based form of
sexual activity, perceive and experience their sexual desires. In my presentation, I discuss the
following questions: what kind of practices do their pre-marital sex(t)ual relationships include and
exclude? What does this inclusion and exclusion may mean for the relationship between Islamic
piety and sexuality My discussion is empirically informed by online and offline fieldwork conducted
between 2019 and 2021 in Ankara, Turkey, as part of my PhD research project. I interviewed 21
unmarried heterosexual young adult and significant number of them were Muslim believers. As part
of my online field research, I examined an online Turkish community, namely Kizlar Soruyor (Girls
are Asking) where sexuality related topics are among the most widely discussed issues.

Bat1 akademisinde yaygin olarak yer alan Islamin seks olumlu (sex negative) olmadig1 goriisii
nedeniyle Islam ve cinsellik ¢ok uzun siiredir birbiriyle uyusmayan ikili olarak algilanmig ve bu
sekilde resmedilmistir. Ancak, daha elestirel teorik ve sahaya dayali calismalar bu goriisii ¢iirlitmiis
ve evli olmayan Miisliimanlarin cinsel arzularini yasamak i¢in kendilerine ¢esitli alanlar actiklarini
gostermistir (Adamczyk & Hayes, 2012; Yip, 2009). Bu baglamda, Yip Islami ve cinselligi
uyusmayan ikili olarak ele almanin failligin ve arzunun nasil calistigini gérmemizi engelledigi
goriisiinii savunmaktadir. Bu goriisii takip ederek, yazili sohbete dayili bir cinsel aktivite olan
sekstingi (sexting) pratik eden bir grup inangh yetiskin heteroseksiiel Miisliiman kadin ve erkeklerin
kendi cinsel arzularmi nasil algiladiklarini sorguluyorum. Sunumumda su sorulari tartismaya
aciyorum: bahsi gecen bu inangh kisilerin evlilik dncesi cinsel ve seksting iligkileri neleri iceriyor ve
neleri disliyor? Ve bu igerme ve dislama bize Islami dindarlik ve cinsellik hakkinda ne sdyliiyor?Bu
sunumdaki tartismalar 2019 2021 yillar1 arasinda Ankara’da doktora arastirmamin bir parcasi olarak
cevrimi¢i ve ¢evrimdist alanlarda yiriittiigiim saha ¢alismasindan elde ettigim verilere dayaniyor.
Evli olmayan heteroseksiiel 21 yetiskinle derinlemesine goriisme yaptim. Goriismecilerimin 6nemli
bir kismi1 kendilerini inan¢li Miisliiman olarak tanimliyorlardi. Cevrimig¢i saha arastirmamin bir
parcast olarak cinsellikle ilgili konularin siklikla tartismaya agildigi Kizlar Soruyor adli internet
sayfasini inceledim.



Gender Roles and Cultural Expectations in Mobile Dating: A Comparison of Turkey and Italy

Abstract

The concept of intimacy has evolved, from emotional support within romantic relationships to a
contemporary understanding where individuals experience various forms of intimacy with multiple
people. This research delves into the impact of mobile dating technologies on the dating practices
and romantic relationships of young adults in Turkey and Italy. Qualitative research was conducted,
involving 20 participants, divided by gender. Grounded theory and thematic analysis were employed
to extract insights. The theoretical framework posits that global shifts have influenced the values and
beliefs of young individuals, creating a paradox where they seek independence but often encounter
alienation. Giddens, Beck, Illouz, and Bauman - have explored various aspects of modern love,
relationships, and intimacy. Mobile dating apps introduce flexibility and unpredictability in
relationships, challenging traditional norms and presenting new challenges linked to the global
economy and socio-cultural expectations. In Turkey, safety concerns and societal pressures,
particularly on women, dissuade some from openly using dating apps. At the same time, deeply
ingrained gender roles and cultural expectations persist, with men traditionally initiating
communication and sexual activities. In Italy, influenced by globalization, young individuals
experience delayed transitions into adulthood with greater personal freedom. In summary, mobile
technologies and dating apps are reshaping intimate relationships and extending their influence
beyond romance to encompass non-romantic and non-sexual connections. The differences between
these two cultures are rooted in deeply entrenched gender roles and religious norms, which impact
interpersonal practices and expectations. Turkish youth contend with more societal pressure and
surveillance compared to their Italian counterparts.

Yakinlik, romantik iliskilerdeki duygusal destekten, bireylerin birden fazla kisiyle cesitli yakinlik
bicimleri deneyimledigi ¢agdas bir anlayisa dogru evrilmistir. Bu arastirma, mobil flort
teknolojilerinin Tiirkiye ve Italya'daki geng yetiskinlerin flort uygulamalar iizerindeki etkisini
incelemektedir. Cinsiyete gore boliinmiis 20 katilimciyr kapsayan nitel bir aragtirma yiiritiildii.
Verilerin analizinde gomiilii teori ve tematik analiz kullanilmistir. Anthony Giddens, Ulrich Beck,
Eva Illouz ve Zygmunt Bauman'dan olusan teorik ¢erceve, modern askin, iliskilerin ve yakinligin
cesitli yonlerini arastirmistir. Bulgular, geleneksel cinsiyet normlarinin her iki iilkede de ¢ok da
popiiler olmadigin1 ve Ozellikle iletisimi ve cinsel aktiviteyi kimin baglattig1 konusuna yonelim
degisim arzusunu ortaya koyuyor. Kendi benzersiz niteliklerini sosyal kimliklerinden veya
cinsiyetlerinden daha fazla onemseyen katilimcilarda bireycilige dogru bir egilim goézlenmistir.
Tiirkiye'de 6zel olarak giivenlik endiseleri ve ozellikle kadinlar {izerindeki toplumsal baskilar,
bazilarmi flért uygulamalarmi agik¢a kullanmaktan caydirmaktadir. Iletisimi ve cinsel aktiviteyi
baslatan erkeklerin yerlesmis cinsiyet rolleri ve kiiltiirel normlar1 devam eder goriinmektedir. Tiirk



toplumu agirlikli olarak kadinlarin bakim vermesini beklemekte ve onlara evlenme yoniinde baski
yapmaktadir. Italya'daki modernite egilimi, gen¢ bireylerin yetiskinlige gegiste gecikme yasamasi
yoniinde etkileyerek onlara daha fazla kisisel ozgiirliik saglar goriinmektedir. Italyan gencleri
arasinda geleneksel dini uygulamalara katilimin azalmasina ragmen, oOrtiilii dini etkiler cinsiyet
rolleri ve beklentilerine iliskin ac¢ik konusmalar1 kisitlamaya devam eder goriinmektedir. Bu iki
kiiltiir arasindaki farklar, kisilerarasi uygulamalar1 ve beklentileri etkileyen cinsiyet rolleri ve dini
normlardan kaynaklanmaktadir. Tiirk gengleri Italyan genglere gore daha fazla toplumsal baski ve
gbzetimle kars1 karsiya kaldig1 gozlemlenmistir. Ozetle, mobil teknolojiler yakn iliskileri yeniden
sekillendirmekte ve etkilerini romantik olmayan ve cinsel olmayan baglantilar1 kapsayacak sekilde
romantizmin Otesine tasimaktadir.



In the Context of Women's Mobility, the Analysis of bianet's '""Men's Violence Report"

Abstract

In this study, we examine the "Male Violence Report" of the alternative news platform bianet, which
we think has gender awareness, in terms of women's mobility. In order to reveal how bianet's tally
makes visible the violence to which women on mobility are subjected, we focus on the attacks that
violate women's right to mobility in these narratives taken from the mainstream media. We
problematize the attacks in prominent mobility situations from the murder of Ozgecan Arslan on
February 11, 2015, to February 11, 2023, by subjecting them to content analysis. Then, we examine
the news narratives with the feminist text analysis method. Based on the contents of the meetings
where we came together with the creators and authors of the "Male Violence Reporting", we state
what kind of change we foresee in this regard and aim to witness the positive change in the "Male
Violence Scoreboard".

N.C. v. Turkey: Assessing Trials and the Role of Women in Judicial Mechanisms

Abstract

It is stated that gender inequality is severe in Turkey. Judicial sentences exacerbate this inequality
every day. In regions where women are complainants/victims of crime, the practices of local courts
and women's access to justice create obstacles and foster impunity, contravening international and
national legislation.

N.C., who suffered sexual victimization by multiple individuals, an important case influenced by the
prevailing policies of recent years, has received significant attention. The ruling issued by the
European Court of Human Rights regarding this case holds immense significance. The court
determined that the procedures, lasting seven years and six months, initiated after the complaint of
N.C., violated Article 3 of the European Convention on Human Rights, specifically 'the prohibition
of inhuman and degrading treatment'. This matter necessitates an expansion beyond the limited scope
of what is conventionally regarded as permanent and dignified treatment, urging a reevaluation of
judicial processes where women stand. Highlighting the state's biased perspective and discriminatory
approach towards women seeking justice in subsequent sections emphasizes the need for change.
This presents an opportunity to formulate a policy that obligates judicial entities to adhere to various
international legislations, notably the European Convention on Human Rights. In the study, after
outlining a general framework of the trial process in the case of N.C. and the resulting verdict, a
concise analysis was conducted regarding the breaches of Article 3 charged against Turkey. The
objective is to examine which public officials were implicated in the violations of the 'prohibition of
inhuman and degrading treatment' and to elucidate the significance of the European Court of Human
Rights' decision. Subsequently, the study delves into the foundational aspects of the ruling
concerning the status of women, highlighting practices deemed 'inhumane and dishonorable,’
followed by a brief analysis of the impact of these changes on women's access to justice in Turkey.

Toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizliginin yogun yasandig1 Tiirkiye’de, yargi kararlar1 da bu esitsizligi giinden
giine derinlestirilmektedir. Sikayet¢i / sugtan zarar goren yanmn kadinlar oldugu yargilama
siireclerinde, yerel mahkemelerin uygulamalar1 ve dili kadinlarin adalete erisimini uluslararasi ve
ulusal mevzuata aykiri1 bigimde zorlastirmakta, cezasizligin oniinii agmaktadir. Bu yildirict yargilama
politikasinin goriildiigii davalardan &nemli bir tanesi olan N.C. davasi hakkinda Avrupa Insan
Haklar1 Mahkemesi tarafindan verilen karar olduk¢a oOnemlidir. Mahkeme, birden fazla kisi
tarafindan cinsel saldiriya ugrayan N.C.’nin sikayet¢i olmasiyla baslayan yedi yil alti ay siiren
yargilamanim ydntemlerinin Avrupa insan Haklar1 Sézlesmesi’nin 3. maddesi olan “insanlik dis1 ve
onur kirict muamele yasagina” aykirilik teskil etti§ini tespit etmistir. Bu husus hem tlkemizde
insanlik dis1 ve onur kirict muamele olarak kabul goren dar cergeveyi genisletmekte hem de
kadinlarin taraf oldugu yarg: siireglerini tekrar ele almayi gerektirmektedir. Devletin erkek yanh
bakis agisinin ve hak arayisini yargiya tasiyan kadinlara yonelik ayrimci yaklagiminin tespiti, sonraki
yargilama siiregleri icin onem tasimakta, yarg: siijelerini Avrupa Insan Haklar1 Sozlesmesi basta
olmak {izere diger uluslararas1 mevzuata bagli kilacak bir politikayr insa edebilme imkanim
saglamaktadir. Calismada N.C. davasindaki yargilama siireci ve sonucunda verilen hiikkme dair genel
bir cerceve c¢izildikten sonra Tiirkiye aleyhine verilen 3. madde ihlallerinin kisa bir analizi
yapilmistir. Amag “insanlik dis1 ve onur kirict muamele yasagiin” hangi kamu gorevlilerine karsi
ileri siiriildiigiinii gdzden gegirmek, bununla birlikte Avrupa Insan Haklar1 Mahkemesi'nin verdigi
kararin neden 6nem arz ettigini berraklastirmaktir. Ardindan N.C. davas1 hakkinda verilen karardaki

Transnational Solidarity and Agency: Insights from the Lubunya Movement's Experience in Turkey

Elif Balct

Abstract

This research explores the intricate dynamics surrounding LGBTI+ people from Turkey who are
estranged from their equal citizenship rights, carve out a space in the transnational context and who
and what is left out in this process. To achieve this, the study adopts a conceptual framework rooted
in post-development and subaltern theories, integrating them to analyse interviews conducted with
representatives from LGBTI+ associations in Turkey. Initially, the work delves into how queer
people have been deprived of their equal citizenship by the state, outlining the mechanisms through
which this denial takes place. Subsequently, the focus shifts towards the experiences of LGBTI+
organizations in building solidarity and establishing relationships with donors, aiming to comprehend
how the agency of queer people has been undermined by the international community. Throughout
these processes, a recurring observation emerges: regardless of the extent of their resistance, the
authorities, both domestic and international, who occupy higher positions within the power
dynamics, consistently disregard the agency of them. Consequently, queer people find themselves
caught between the Turkish state, which seeks to portray them as "the other," and the - international
community, which aims to "empower" them within established frameworks. Finally, the study
highlights the practices of resistance undertaken by queer people and examines the strategies they
employ to reclaim their agency. By focusing on these practices, the research aims to shed light on the
resilience and resourcefulness of queer people as they navigate the complex landscape of societal and
political constraints as well as to understand how transnational solidarity can be made more equal.

Bu arastirma, esit vatandashik haklarindan mahrum birakilan Tiirkiyeli LGBTi+'lar1 ulusétesi
baglamda bir alan agma pratiklerini ve bu siirecte kimin ve nelerin disarida birakildigini
incelemektedir. Calisma, Tiirkiye'deki LGBTI+ derneklerinden temsilcilerle yapilan goriismeleri
post-kalkinma ve madun (subaltern) teorilerine dayanan kavramsal bir ¢erceveyle analiz etmektedir.
Calisma ilk olarak, lubunyalarin devlet tarafindan esit vatandasliklarindan nasil mahrum
birakildiklarini incelemekte ve bu inkarin hangi mekanizmalar araciligiyla gergeklestigini ana
hatlariyla ortaya koymaktadir. Daha sonra, LGBTI+ &rgiitlerinin yabanci kuruluslarla dayanisma ve
dondrlerle iliski kurma deneyimlerine odaklanilmaktadir. Bu siire¢ler sonucunda tekrar eden bir
gozlem ortaya ¢ikmaktadir: Gli¢ dinamikleri i¢inde daha yiiksek pozisyonlar1 isgal eden hem yerel
hem de uluslararasi1 yetkililer, slirekli olarak lubunyalarin kendi anlatilarin1 kurmalarina engel
olmaktadir. Sonu¢ olarak, lubunyalar kendilerini, lubunyalar1 "6teki" olarak gostermeye calisan
devlet ile onlar1 yerlesiklesmis ‘evrensel’ degerler kapsaminda "gili¢lendirmeyi" amaglayan
uluslararas1 toplum arasinda sikismis bulmaktadir. Son olarak, calisma lubunyalar tarafindan
iistlenilen direnis pratiklerinin altin1 ¢izmektedir. Bu pratiklere odaklanarak aragtirma, lubunyalarin
toplumsal ve siyasi kisitlamalarin karmagik ortaminda yol alirken gosterdikleri direng ve
beceriklilige 151k tutmay1 ve ulusotesi dayanismanin nasil daha esit hale getirilebilecegini anlamay1
amaglamaktadir.



Gender as a Crosscutting Theme in the Prosthetic Experience: Prosthetic Masculinities and
Femininities

Abstract

Within the scope of my research I carry out under the Bogazi¢i University sociology master program,
I study on the access of the disabled to assistive technologies in general and prosthesis and orthoses
in particular. Drawing on the literatures of Disability Studies and Science, Technology and Society
Studies, I argue that our experience related to the technology is not a mere technical one but has
social, economic and political dimensions. Keeping that in mind, my research is conducted under the
themes of institutional regulations on prosthetics and orthotics such as social security, prescribing
and R.D. investments(1), comparative historical formation of the prosthetics and orthotics market
and how it is related to the industrialization and modernization processes of those countries
considering the cases of Britain, Ottomans and United States(2), and the relation between prosthesis
usage and disability identity formations and subjectivities of disabled people(3). In that regard,
throughout my research, I found gender to be a cross-cutting theme, including the processes of
production and design of prosthetics and orthotics, government policies regarding disabled access to
them, and factors that influence individual experiences of prosthetics and orthotics such as body
perception or identity formation. In this regard, I argue that it is a methodological necessity to
employ a feminist approach for a comprehensive interpretation of prosthetic and orthotic
experiences. It can be stated that the use of prosthetics and orthotics in some cases overthrows the
given gender roles, while in some cases it persists and reinforces the prevailing ones and inequalities.
According to the in-depth interviews I conducted within the scope of my study, for instance,
participation in the public sphere and the labor force, which is an important input for social security
regulations regarding prosthesis and orthosis, in most of the cases reinforces economic gender
inequalities. On the other hand, amputation is perceived as an experience that cripple’s masculinity
and therefore disturbs the given gender roles as voiced by some of my respondents.

Bogazi¢i Universitesi sosyoloji yiiksek lisans programi kapsaminda yiiriittiigiim arastirmamda,
engellilerin genelde destekleyici teknolojilere o6zelde ise protez ve ortezlere erisimi tiizerine
calistyorum. Engellilik Calismalari ve Bilim, Teknoloji ve Toplum Calismalari literatiirlerinden
faydalanarak, teknoloji ile ilgili deneyimimizin sadece teknik bir deneyim olmadigini, ayni zamanda
sosyal, ekonomik ve politik boyutlar1 oldugunu savunuyorum. Bu ¢ergevede, protez ve ortezlere
yonelik sosyal giivenlik, recetelendirme ve Ar-Ge yatirimlart gibi kurumsal diizenlemelere(1);
Osmanli, Britanya ve birlesik Devletler odaginda protez ve ortez piyasasinin olusumu, gelisimi ve
bu {ilkelerin endiistrilesme ve modernlesme siirecleri ile etkilesimine(2); protez kullanimu ile engelli
kimliginin edinilmesi gibi 6znelesme tecriibeleri arasindaki iliskiye odaklaniyorum. Bu baglamda,
aragtirmam boyunca cinsiyetin, protez ve ortezlerin iiretim ve tasarim siiregleri, engellilerin bunlara
erisimine iliskin hiikiimet politikalar1 ve protez ve ortezle ilgili beden algis1 veya kimlik edinimi gibi
bireysel deneyimler dahil olmak iizere tiim protez deneyimini kesen bir tema oldugunu gdérdiim. Bu
baglamda, protez ve orteze iliskin deneyimlerin kapsamli bir yorumu i¢in feminist yaklagimin
metodolojik bir zorunluluk oldugunu 6ne siiriiyorum. Protez ve ortezlerin bazi durumlarda verilen
cinsiyet rollerini altiist ettigini bazi durumlarda ise mevcut rolleri siirdiirdiiglinii ve esitsizlikleri
giiclendirdigini iddia ediyorum. Ornegin, ¢aligma kapsaminda gerceklestirdigim derinlemesine
goriismeler, protez ve orteze dair sosyal giivenlik diizenlemeleri icin kamusal alana ve is giiciine



katilimin ¢ok 6nemli bir girdi oldugunu ve ¢ogu durumda protez kullaniminin bu alanlarda cinsiyete
bagh esitsizlikleri siirdiirdiigiinii gosterdi. Ote yandan, kimi katilimcilarimin ifadeleri, amputasyonun
erkekligi sakatlayan ve bu nedenle mevcut cinsiyet rollerine zarar veren bir deneyim olarak
algilandigini ortaya koydu.



Gender Studies at and Beyond the Academy-Civil Society Intersection: The “Aramizda” Experience

Emine Sevim, Nalan Mumcu

Abstract

For years, feminists in Turkey have struggled in the civil sphere while creating spaces in universities
that enable feminist knowledge production and experience sharing. As a manifestation of increasing
authoritarianism, the decree laws of the OHAL (State of Emergency) period, which began in 2016,
increased the pressure on both civil society and academic knowledge production. During the SoE
period, in which academics who signed the declaration "We will not be a part of this crime" and
specialized in feminist and/or gender and women's studies were also purged, gender research and
support units against sexual harassment were rendered dysfunctional, graduate programs were closed
in some universities, theses were left without advisors, and feminist academics who remained in
academia were isolated. Feminists who were expelled from universities continued to open new paths
and spaces. One example of this was the Association for Gender Research Aramizda, which was
formed by dismissed feminist academics, students whose right to education was disrupted, and
activists who objected to this situation. The association started its work in 2017 with a reference to
Arendt's concept of in-between, saying that “action, plurality and performance do not occur within us
or in something, but 'between us'.” In this presentation, “the experience of working and producing
knowledge in the field of gender” in Turkey will be discussed through the Aramizda Association,
which stands at the intersection of academia and civil society but questions both fields. Solidarity
against emergency decrees and oppression will be discussed in terms of the continuities and
specificities of the practices of struggle against the attack on gender studies that are intertwined with
the feminist movement.

Ozet

Tiirkiye’de feministler yillardir bir yandan sivil alanda miicadele ederken bir yandan tiniversitelerde
feminist bilgi liretimine ve deneyim paylasimina imkan taniyan alanlar yarattilar. Giderek artan
otoriterlesmenin bir gorliinimii olarak 2016’da baslayan OHAL doneminin kanun hiikmiinde
kararnameleriyle hem sivil toplum alanina hem de akademik bilgi {iretimine kars1 baskilar arttirildi.
“Bu Suca Ortak Olmayacagiz” bildirisine imza atan, feminist ve/veya toplumsal cinsiyet ve kadin
caligmalar1 alaninda uzmanlasmis akademisyenlerin de tasfiye edildigi OHAL siirecinde, toplumsal
cinsiyet arastirmalar1 ve cinsel tacize karsi destek birimleri islevsizlestirildi, bazi1 {iniversitelerde
lisansiistli programlar kapatildi, tezler danismansiz kaldi, akademide kalan feminist akademisyenler
yalmzlastirildi. Universitelerden uzaklastirilan feministler yeni yollar ve alanlar agmaya devam
ettiler. Bunun bir 6rnegi de ¢ogunlugunu ihra¢ edilen feminist akademisyenlerin, 6grenim haklar
sekteye ugratilmis Ogrencilerin ve bu duruma itiraz eden aktivistlerin olusturdugu Aramizda
Toplumsal Cinsiyet Arastirmalari Dernegi oldu. Dernek, Arendt’in in-between kavramina referansla
“eylem, ¢ogulluk, performans i¢imizde ya da bir seyde degil ‘aramizda’ olusur” diyerek 2017 yilinda
caligmalarina bagladi.Bu sunumda Tirkiye’de “toplumsal cinsiyet alaninda ¢alisma ve bilgi tiretme
deneyimi”, akademi ve sivil toplum kesisiminde duran ancak iki alani da sorgulayan Aramizda
Dernegi 1lizerinden ele almacaktir. KHK’lara, baskilara karsi dayanisma; toplumsal cinsiyet
caligmalarina yonelik saldiriya karsi miicadele pratiklerinin feminist hareketle i¢ ice gegen
siireklilikleri ve 6zgiinliikleri bakimindan tartisilacaktir.



From Absolute to Ambiguous: Entangled Agencies, Selfdoms and Cosmos in Latife Tekin’s Novels

Abstract

Many critics agree that in Latife Tekin's novels, the subalterns, especially women and the poor, are
represented with a new language and grammar. On the other hand, Latife Tekin does not do this only
with the language she invented. She creates a brand new social network and worldliness in his novels
by introducing non-human elements, metaphysical layers, dreams and the superstition through
female characters. This agent network that women establish with non-human elements not only helps
them escape from the male-dominated system but also serves the establishment of a new world that
is difficult to penetrate and does not fit into the Cartesian mind and logic. The author's novel Sevgili
Arsiz Oliim is the most concrete example of this effort. Dirmit, the female character of the novel who
tries to escape from home and the male-dominated system, to be herself, to become a writer, and thus
to create a partnership with women like herself, establishes a completely different worldliness that
goes beyond the existing physical world, thanks to the social network she creates with non-human
elements. While trying to escape from the male-dominated world and regime, she talks to nature, the
pump, and the radio, and establishes a new language and world that goes beyond the linguistic order.
Likewise, the novel's character Zekiye, whose existence is disrupted by male dominance and whose
limited connection with the current reality is invaded, develops a new worldliness that cannot be
grasped by reason and law through dreams, superstitions, and a new language and grammar
appropriate to that worldliness. This study aims to discuss how female subjectivity is related to
human and non-human elements in Latife Tekin's literature, and the elusive and complex nature of
female subjectivity, which is associated with things instead of universal and stable subjectivity. It
will be focused on the literary representation of the agent network established by female characters
with non-human elements in Latife Tekin's literature, through Bruno Latour's actor-network and
Deleuze and Guattari's subjectivity theories.

Ozet

Latife Tekin romanlarinda madunun, bilhassa kadinlar ve yoksullarin yeni bir dil ve gramerle temsil
edildigine dair birgok elestirmen hemfikirdir. Ote yandan Latife Tekin bunu sadece icat ettigi dille
yapmaz; kadin karaktereler aracilifiyla insan dis1 unsurlari, metafizik katmanlari, riiya ve batili
devreye koyarak romanlarinda yepyeni bir sosyal ag ve diinyevilik yaratir. Kadinlarin insan dist
unsurlarla kurdugu bu fail agi, erkek egemen dizgeden kagmanin yani sira niifuz edilmesi giic,
Kartezyen akla ve mantiga sigmayan yepyeni bir diinyanin kurulumuna da hizmet eder. Yazarin
Sevgili Arsiz Oliim romani, bu ¢abanm en somut érnegidir. Romanin evden, eril egemen dizgeden
kacip kendi olmaya, yazar olmaya ve bu sayede kendi gibi kadinlarla bir ortaklik yaratmaya calisan
kadin karakteri Dirmit, insan dis1 unsurlarla yarattig1 sosyal ag sayesinde mevcut fiziksel diinyanin
disina ¢ikan bambagka bir diinyevilik tesis eder. Eril-egemen diinyadan, bedensel rejimden kagmaya
calisirken dogayla, tulumbayla, radyosuyla konusur, dilsel diizenin disina ¢ikan yeni bir dil ve diinya
kurar. Aynm1 sekilde romanin eril tahakkiimle var olusu sekteye ugratilmis, mevcut gergeklikle
kurdugu sinirh bag isgal altina alinmis Zekiye karakteri de riiyalar, hurafeler ve batil araciligiyla
akilla, yasayla kavranamayacak yeni bir diinyevilik ve o diinyevilige uygun yeni bir dil, gramer
gelistirir. Bu ¢alisma Latife Tekin yazininda kadin 6znelliginin insan ve insan dis1 unsurlarla
iligkisinin nasil kuruldugunu, evrensel ve istikrarli 6znellik yerine seylerle iligkilenen kadin
oznelliginin ele gegirilemez ve karmasik niteligini tartismay1 hedeflemektedir. Bu odakta Bruno

Everyday Manifestations of Religious Conservatism: Gendered and Class-Cultural Subjectivities in
the Context of the Mahalle(s)

Abstract

Based on an ethnographic study, this paper examines the diverse constructions and performances of
gendered subjectivities within the scope of the mahalle- neighborhood as a socio-spatial scale.
Drawing on the analytical approaches of feminist geography that emphasize the intersection of
socio-spatial processes with gender, this paper discusses how everyday practices of women in
neighborhoods with varying class-cultural characteristics are not only embedded in broader
ideological realms but also are in constant negotiation with them. From a relational framework
underscoring the class-cultural aspect, this paper investigates the impacts of Islamic conservative and
nationalist codes on women’s subjectivities and social relations. Based on ethnographic research
conducted in Kegioren, a district to be known as nationalist and Islamic-conservative stronghold, this
paper explores the intricate relationship between configurations of gendered subjectivities and
class-cultural formations, shedding light on their translation into political subjectivities aligned with
the AKP's Islamist conservative politics. It explores the ways in which women in Kegidren negotiate
and appropriate the nationalist Islamic discourses by making use of the class-cultural and gendered
means at their disposal. This study contributes to a deeper understanding of the interplay between
locality, gender, class, culture, and political subjectivities within the context of contemporary Turkish
society.

Feminist
cografyanin sosyo-mekansal siireclerin toplumsal cinsiyetle kesisimini vurgulayan analitik
yaklagimlarindan faydalanan bu makale, farkli simifsal-kiiltiirel 6zelliklere sahip mahallelerdeki
kadimnlarin giindelik pratiklerinin sadece daha genis ideolojik alanlara gomiilii olmakla kalmayip, ayn1
zamanda bu alanlarla nasil siirekli miizakere halinde oldugunu tartismaktadir. Sinifsal-kiiltiirel
boyutun altim1 ¢izen iliskisel bir cerceveden hareket eden bu makale, Islami muhafazakar ve
milliyet¢i kodlarin kadinlarin 6znellikleri ve toplumsal iliskileri {izerindeki etkilerini incelemektedir.
Son otuz yilda hizla doniisen, milliyet¢i ve Islami muhafazakir sosyo-demografik niifus
kompoziyonuyla one ¢ikan Ankara’ya bagli Kegidren ilgesinde yiiriitiilen etnografik aragtirmaya
dayanan bu makale, toplumsal cinsiyete dayali O6znellik konfigiirasyonlart ile sinifsal-kiiltiirel
olusumlar arasindaki karmasik iliskiyi incelemekte ve bunlarin nasil AKP'nin Islamc1 muhafazakar
politikalartyla uyumlu siyasi 6znelliklere doniistiigiine 151k tutmaya caligmaktadir. Kegioren'deki
kadinlarin sahip olduklar1 sinifsal-kiiltiirel ve toplumsal cinsiyete dayali araglar1 kullanarak milliyetci
Islami sdylemleri nasil miizakere ettiklerini ve sahiplendiklerini arastirmaktadir. Bu ¢alisma,
Tiirkiye’de yerellik, toplumsal cinsiyet, siif, kiiltiir ve siyasi 6znellikler arasindaki etkilesimin daha
derinlemesine anlasilmasina katkida bulunmay1 amaglamaktadir.



Intersex Embodiment During the Early Republican Period: Spectacularisation, Medicalisation and
Self-Expression

Abstract

In the 1930s, popular daily papers occasionally reported intersex surgeries conducted in Istanbul
hospitals. These reports featured sensational headlines designed to capture the interest of the readers.
These stories not only invited the readers to marvel at the modern surgical techniques, but also aimed
to turn the intersex body into a spectacle for the educated readership. Many of the stories revolved
around individuals from rural regions, who were implied to be in possession of an untamed,
malleable sexuality associated with their rural origins. These new stories, along with literary texts,
contributed to the popularisation of the idea of sex reassignment surgery. Given the absence of a
specific terminology for transgender identity, the term hiinsa, derived from Arabic and originally
referring to hermaphroditism, served as both a language and a point of reference for intersex and
transgender people. This was true for both the general public and medical professionals.
Simultaneously, medical professionals also wrote about intersex surgeries in publications intended
for an educated lay readership. Through an intertextual reading, the presentation explores how the
emerging medical discourse on normative gender and sexuality was reflected in various texts. This
medical language, meanwhile, also provided a site for the expression of gender nonconformity,
although the opportunities for such expression were influenced by factors such as class, geography,
ethnicity, and societal norms regarding sexual dimorphism.

Erken Cumhuriyet Doneminde Interseks Bedenlenme: Tibbilestirme, Gosterilestirme ve Kendini

1930'lu yillarda giinliik gazeteler zaman zaman, Istanbul hastanelerinde yapilan interseks
ameliyatlarin1 haberlestiriyordu. Okurlarin ilgisini ¢cekecek sansasyonel basliklar atilan bu haberler,
bir yandan okurlar1 modern cerrahi tekniklere hayran kalmaya davet ederken, diger yandan interseks
bedeni egitimli okur kitlesi i¢in gosteriye doniistiirmeyi amagliyordu. Cogu kirsal bolgelerden gelen
bireyler hakkindaki haberler, bu bireylerin kirsal kokenleri nedeniyle, ehlilestirilmemis ve
sekillendirmeye agik bir cinsellige ve toplumsal cinsiyet kimligine sahip olduklarini ima ediyordu.
Ote yandan gazeteler, edebi metinlerle birlikte, yeniden cinsiyet atama ameliyatlarina iliskin bilginin
poplilerlesmesine katkida bulunuyordu. Hem haberlerde, hem de edebi anlatilarda kullanilan,
Arapca'dan tiiretilen ve aslen hermafroditizm anlamina gelen hiinsa terimi, transgender kimlikler i¢in
ozel bir terminolojinin yoklugunda, hem interseks ve transgender bireyler i¢in hem bir dil sagliyor
hem de bir referans noktasi islevi gorebiliyordu. Ayni bigimde hem genel kamuoyu hem de tip
uzmanlar1 hiinsa kavramina bagvurabiliyordu. Tip uzmanlar1 egitimli okur kitlesine yonelik
yayinlarda, interseks ameliyatlar1 hakkinda yaziyorlardi. Bu sunumda, metinlerarasi bir okuma
yoluyla, normatif cinsiyet ve cinsellik lizerine gelismekte olan tibbi sdylemin g¢esitli metinlere nasil
yansidigini tartisacagim. Tibbi dil aymi zamanda ikili cinsiyet normlarina uymayan toplumsal
cinsiyet kimliklerinin kendilerini ifade edilebilmelerine olanak sagliyordu. Ancak kendini ifade etme
olanaklar1 smif, cografya, etnik kéken ve cinsel dimorfizmle ilgili toplumsal normlar gibi faktorlerce
sekilleniyordu.



Multiple Marks: An Examination of Menstrual Attitudes and Refugee Stigma

Abstract

Stigmatizing attitudes towards menstruation exist in many cultures, including among Syrian and
other Arab migrants and refugees. Based on Hennegan's integrated model, menstrual stigma affects
individuals who menstruate in many aspects, including their degree of social engagement and access
to social and professional life (2019). In addition, refugees are at greater risk of experiencing mental
distress and disorders due to various factors including stigma. However, there is limited quantitative
research on the intersection of menstrual stigma and the stigma of being a refugee. This
cross-sectional study will assess the above factors to better understand how the intersection of
different stigmatizing experiences and identities relates to social participation and, ultimately, to
mental health outcomes (depression, anxiety, somatization). It is hypothesized that negative
menstrual attitudes will be associated with higher rates of depression, anxiety, and somatization. This
relationship will be mediated through the degree of social participation, whereby less participation is
associated with worse mental health outcomes. The additional internalization of stigma associated
with being a refugee is expected to strengthen the relationship between menstrual attitudes and social
participation.

Coklu Isaretlenmeler: Menstriiel Tutumlar ve Miilteci Damgasi Uzerine Bir inceleme

Ozet

Menstriiasyona yonelik damgalayici tutumlar, Suriyeli ve diger Arap gd¢menler ve miilteciler de
dahil olmak fizere birgok kiiltiirde mevcuttur. Hennegan'in entegre modeline gore, menstriiel
damgalama, menstruasyon yasayan bireyleri, sosyal katilim dereceleri ve sosyal ve profesyonel
hayata erisimleri de dahil olmak lizere bir¢ok agidan etkilemektedir (2019). Buna ek olarak,
miiltecilerin, damgalanma da dahil olmak iizere ¢esitli faktorler nedeniyle ruhsal sikinti ve bozukluk
yasama riski daha yiiksektir. Bununla birlikte, menstriiel damgalama ve miilteci olma damgasinin
kesigimselligi iizerine sinirl sayida nicel aragtirma bulunmaktadir. Bu ¢alisma, farkli damgalayici
deneyimlerin ve kimliklerin kesisiminin sosyal katilimla ve nihayetinde ruh saghigi sonuglariyla
(depresyon, anksiyete, somatizasyon) nasil iliskili oldugunu daha iyi anlamak i¢in yukaridaki
faktorleri degerlendirecektir. Olumsuz menstriiel tutumlarin daha yiiksek depresyon, anksiyete ve
somatizasyon oranlar ile iligkili olacagi varsayilmaktadir. Bu iliski, daha az katilim gdstermenin,
daha siddetli ruh hastaliklar1 sonuglariyla iliskilendirildigini, sosyal katilim derecesi araciligiyla
aciklayacaktir. Miilteci olmakla iliskili damgalanmanin daha fazla igsellestirilmesinin, menstriiel
tutumlar ile sosyal katilim arasindaki iligkiyi gli¢lendirmesi beklenmektedir.



A Feminist Political Ecological Perspective on Women's Migration Experiences Caused by Ecological
Destruction

Abstract

The production and transfer of collective ecological knowledge as a common and its relationship
with women have been studied in various contexts in the literature. Ecological destruction projects
such as mines and power plants increase with neoliberal policies. On the other hand, military
operations, evacuation of village, and loss of subsistence economies also cause ecological
destruction. In migrations made for these reasons, women are among those most affected by
ecological destruction. Women are exposed to various situations of dispossession during
rural-to-urban migration processes. For example, having the psychological and economical concerns
of breaking away from space and the relationship with nature, joining the industrial reserve army in
the city, long-term unemployment, joining employment in informal sectors, breaking away from their
socio-nature. We can observe all these processes in their life stories. In other words, these women's
life stories contain testimony regarding to political ecological processes intertwined with their
individual dynamics. These life stories contain the perspective through the eyes of women at
environmental history. This study aims to examine the life stories of women who were separated
from their socio-nature by various ecological destructions through the perspective of feminist
political ecology. It is to obtain women's memories and testimonies about these migration processes.
In this qualitative study, in-depth interviews were conducted with 5 women who had migrated from
rural to urban areas. Women's life stories were collected from these interviews. Through these life
stories, ecological elements in women's memories and changes in the collective ecological
knowledge production and transfer processes were investigated. A contextual and intersectional
reading of women's experiences was made from a feminist political ecological perspective using
qualitative data analysis.

Kadinlarin Ekolojik Yikim Nedenli Go¢ Deneyimlerine Feminist Politik Ekolojik Acidan Bir Bakis

Bir miisterek olarak kolektif ekolojik bilginin kendisi, dogaya, tohuma, ekolojik miistereklere dair
deneyimlerin iiretimi ve aktarimi; Ozellikle kadinlarin bu hususta gelistirdikleri iligki aglar
literatiirde c¢esitli baglamlarla ele alinan g¢alismalara konu olmustur. Neoliberal politikalarla giderek
hiz kazanan ekolojik yikim projeleriyle maden ocaklari, enerji santrallerinin agilmasindan, askeri
operasyon, koy bosaltmalara, gecimlik ekonomilerin yitirilmesine kadar uzanan sebeplerle yapilan
cesitli gocler icerisinde kadinlar; ekolojik yikim siireclerinden en ¢ok etkilenen kesimlerin basinda
gelmektedirler. Kirdan kente gog siireclerinde kadinlar; mekandan ve dogayla kurulan iligkiden
kopusun manevi ve maddi kaygilarin1 tasima, kentteki yedek isgiicii ordusuna katilma, uzun siire
issizlik, enformel sektorlerde isttihdama eklemlenme, sosyo-dogalarindan koparilma gibi siireclerle
cesitli  miilksiizlestirme  hallerine maruz kalmakta, bu halleri yasam hikayelerinde
barindirmaktadirlar. ~ Yani bu kadinlarin yasam hikayeleri; kendi bireysel dinamikleriyle i¢ ice
geemis politik ekolojik siireclere dair tanikliklar: icermekte, ¢evre tarihimize kadinlar géziinden bir
bakist icerisinde barindirmaktadir. Calismayla hedeflenen; c¢esitli  ekolojik  yikimlarla
sosyo-dogalarindan kopartilan kadinlarin yasam hikayelerinde, hafiza bagajlarinda bu gog
hallerindeki siireclerin izdiistimlerini feminist politik ekoloji mercegiyle inceleyerek tanikliklar
ortaya koymaktir. Bu amacgla kirdan kente go¢ etmis etmis olan bes kadin goriismeci ile
derinlemesine miilakat yoluyla goriismeler yapilarak yasam hikayeleri elde edilmistir. Bu yasam



hikayelerinin tanidig1 imkanlar dahilinde kadinlarin hafizasinda ekolojik unsurlarin ve imgelemlerin,
kolektif ekolojik bilgi liretim ve aktarim siire¢lerindeki degisimlerinin pesine diisiilerek nitel veri
analiziyle feminist politik ekolojik mercekle kadinlarin deneyimlerinin baglamsal ve kesisimsel bir
okumasi yapilmistir.



Gendered Actions with a Genderless Robot: Gender Attribution to Humanoid Robots in Action

Abstract

An individual's gender schema shapes their perception of the world and their response to gendered
information. Gender schemas can lead to gender stereotypes, which act as mental shortcuts for quick
decision-making and social interaction. It is important to consider whether these stereotypes apply to
social robots. This study aims to investigate how gender stereotypes linked to gender schemas affect
people's attribution of gender to social robots.The study consists of three phases. In the first phase,
masculine and feminine actions were identified through a survey of 54 participants. In the second
stage, a neutral-gendered robot (i.e., not explicitly direct masculine and feminine) was selected based
on 76 participants' ratings of the masculine and feminine level of various robots. In the third stage,
short, animated videos were created in which the neutral-gendered robot performed the previously
identified masculine and feminine actions. We then asked 102 participants to rate the gender of the
robot in the videos, taking into account their own perspective and the societal perspective. We used
the Socialization of Gender Norms Scale (SGNS) to measure individual differences. Regarding
self-view answers, we found that people rated feminine and masculine actions differently, with no
significant effect of gender. Similarly, for society-view answers, there was a significant effect of
action type and no significant effect of gender. Society-view responses indicated that masculine
actions were perceived as more masculine, and feminine actions were perceived as more feminine
compared to participants' self-view. Additionally, the SGNS predicted society-level responses for
feminine actions, but not self-view responses. Overall, our study suggests that people can attribute

gender to social robots based on the actions they perform.

Cinsiyetsiz Bir Robotla Cinsiyetlendirilmis Eylemler: Eylem Halindeki Insans1 Robotlara Toplumsal

Bireyin toplumsal cinsiyet semasi, diinyay1 algilayisini ve cinsiyete dayali bilgilere verdigi tepkiyi
sekillendirir. Cinsiyet semalari, hizl1 karar verme ve sosyal etkilesim i¢in zihinsel kisayollar olarak
islev goren cinsiyet stereotiplerine yol agabilir. Bu stereotiplerin sosyal robotlar i¢in gegerli olup
olmadigimi diisiinmek Onemlidir. Bu c¢alisma, toplumsal cinsiyet semalariyla baglantili toplumsal
cinsiyet kalip yargilarinin, insanlarin sosyal robotlara toplumsal cinsiyet atfetmelerini nasil
etkiledigini arastirmay1 amaclamaktadir. Calisma {ic asamadan olusmaktadir. Ilk asamada, 54
katilimeiyla yapilan bir anket araciligiyla erkeksi ve kadimsi eylemler belirlendi. Ikinci asamada, 76
katilimcinin gesitli robotlar1 erkeksi ve kadinsi diizeyine iliskin puanlamalarina dayanarak notr
cinsiyetli (agik bir sekilde direkt erkeksi ve kadins1 olmayan) bir robot secildi. Ugiincii asamada, notr
cinsiyetli robotun daha dnce belirlenen erkeksi ve kadinsi eylemleri gerceklestirdigi kisa animasyon
videolar1 olusturuldu. Daha sonra 102 katilimcidan videolardaki robotun cinsiyetini kendi bakis
acilarmi ve toplumsal bakis agisin1 g6z oniinde bulundurarak degerlendirmelerini istedik. Bireysel
farkliliklar1 6lgmek icin Toplumsal Cinsiyet Olusumu Olgegini (TCOO) kullandik. Kendi bakis
acistyla ilgili cevaplarda, insanlarin kadinsi ve erkeksi eylemleri farkli degerlendirdigini ve cinsiyetin
onemli bir etkisi olmadigimni gordiik. Benzer sekilde, toplum goriisii cevaplart i¢in, eylem tiiriiniin
anlamli bir etkisi varken ve cinsiyetin anlamli bir etkisinin olmadig1 goriilmiistiir. Toplum goriisi
yanitlari, katilimeilarin kendi goriislerine kiyasla erkeksi eylemlerin daha erkeksi, kadinsi eylemlerin
ise daha kadinsi olarak algilandigini gostermistir. Ek olarak, SGNS kadinsi eylemler i¢in toplum
diizeyindeki degerlendirmelerini 6ngdrmiis, ancak kendi goriislerindeki degerlendirmelerini
ongormemistir. Genel olarak, calismamiz insanlarin gerceklestirdikleri eylemlere dayanarak sosyal

robotlara toplumsal cinsiyet atfedebildiklerini gostermektedir.



Staying Alive Despite the Pain: Miisliim, Dilberay and Bergen

Abstract

In recent Turkish cinema, it has become possible to talk about a genre that can be called the
autobiography of an arabesque singer after the film Miisliim (2017) was watched by 6 million 480
thousand viewers. Dilberay (2020) reached 686 thousand and Bergen (2022) reached 5 million 484
thousand viewers. The fact that the lives of characters who are traumatised by a history of domestic
violence attract intense interest is related to the fact that in Turkey, violence against family members
from husbands and fathers occurs in almost every household and in every period. The films listed
construct a moral / consolation story by presenting characters who "rise from the ashes", "stand up"
and become "famous" despite their traumatic life story, thus creating a myth. Especially Miisliim and
Dilberay make violence unquestionable with their unique narrative strategies. While Miisliim Gtirses
does not remember the violence he inflicted on his wife, the film does not show anything about the
moment of violence by demanding us to identify with the memory of its protagonist and wants us to
see Miisliim Giirses as an unconscious child. Giirses is comforted by his wife, a victim of violence.
Dilberay present violence in a pornographic/excessive form, producing the discourse that poverty
inevitably produces violence. By distancing the audience from violence, Bergen enables the audience
to witness the violence. In addition to establishing a direct relationship between poverty and
fatherlessness and the east and arabesque, the film also produces a discourse that Bergen's inability to
get out of a relationship involving gaslighting and manipulation is due to the fact that she grew up
without a father and suffered from a lack of a father figure. All three films build the mood of their
characters on the condition of "being an orphan child without a fair father" with reference to Nurdan
Giirbilek's text Child of Agony. Miisliim, Dilberay and Bergen will be analysed in the context of
Meral Ozbek's arabesque analysis, the representation of lack of father, violence and John Fiske's
definition of myth.

Son donem Tiirk sinemasinda arabesk sarkici otobiyografisi olarak adlandirilabilecek bir tiirden,
Miislim (2017) filminin 6 milyon 480 bin izleyici tarafindan izlenmesiyle s6z etmek miimkiin hale
geldi. Dilberay (2020) 686 bin, Bergen (2022) ise 5 milyon 484 bin kiisur izleyiciye ulasti. Aile i¢i
siddet ge¢misi nedeniyle travma sahibi olan karakterlerin hayatlarinin yogun ilgi ¢ekmesi,
Tiirkiye’de es ve babadan aile iiyelerine yonelik siddetin hemen her hanede ve her donemde
karsimiza c¢ikmasiyla iligkilidir. Siralanan filmler, travmatik yasam hikayesine ragmen “kiillerinden
dogan” “ayakta duran” ve “linlii” olan karakterler sunarak moral /teselli Gykiisii insa etmekte
dolayisiyla mit olusturmaktadir. Ozellikle Miisliim ve Dilberay kendisine has anlati stratejileriyle
siddeti sorgulanamaz kilmaktadir. Miisliim Giirses esine uyguladigi siddeti hatirlamazken film de bag
karakterinin bellegi ile 6zdeslesmemizi talep ederek siddet anina dair hicbir sey gostermez, film
Miisliim Giirses’i bilinci yerinde olmayan bir ¢ocuk gibi gérmemizi ister. Giirses, siddet magduru esi
tarafindan teselli edilir. Dilberay siddeti pornografik /asir1 bicimde sergiler, yoksullugun kaginilmaz
bicimde siddeti tirettigi sOylemini iiretir. Bergen izleyicinin siddetle arasina mesafe yerlestirir ve
siddete taniklik etmesini saglar. Film, yoksulluk ve babasizlik ile dogu ve arabesk arasinda dogrudan
bir iliski kurmasinin yaninda Bergen’in gaslighting ve manipiilasyon iceren bir iliskiden
cikamayisiin nedeninin babasiz biiylimesi, baba figlirii eksikligi ¢ekmesi olduguna dair de bir
soylem iiretir. Ug film de karakterlerinin ruh halini Nurdan Giirbilek’in Acilarin Cocugu metnine



referansla, “adil bir babadan yoksun yetim ¢ocuk olma” durumu {izerine kurmaktadir. Miisliim,
Dilberay ve Bergen; Meral Ozbek’in arabesk analizi, baba eksikligi siddetin temsili ve John Fiske’in
mit tanim1 baglaminda ele alinacaktir.



Experiences of Countrywomen in Modern City: A Strangeness In My Mind

Giiler Ugur Melikoglu
Istanbul Kiiltiir University

Abstract

This study aims to focus on the city experiences of the countrywomen in Orhan Pamuk’s ‘A
Strangeness in My Mind’, how patriarchy is reproduced within migrant groups moved to the big city,
and how countrywomen cope with this reproduction. It focuses on the adjustment process of the
female characters of the novel Safiye, Vediha, Rayiha, and Samiha to the city, all of whom migrated
through marriage, and their great wonder to explore the city. What ‘tactics’ the migrant women
invent to violate the boundaries of the patriarchial system in order to establish a connection with the
city will be analyzed from the viewpoint of Michel de Certeau. Migrant women’s experiences in the
big city and their changing standpoints will be explained with the transformation of their everyday
lives. How the ghettoes of the city, which are designed like a panoptic setting, serve patriarchy in the
scope of keeping migrant women under control and cutting their ties with the city will be discussed.
It will also show that the migrant neighborhoods are not uniform and how the novel reflects this
diversity via the ethnic sub-groups. How the city center and slum areas are transformed mainly
through the actions of the politicians seeking migrants' votes and how this transformation affects the
migrant women of the novel will be argued. It will examine the sex-based reasons why migrant men
forge a ‘fear-based’ bond with the city while migrant women feel wonder and admiration for it. What
kind of changes the class society of city life brings to migrant women’s lives, and why economic
hardship traumatically affects women rather than men will be discussed in the context of the novel’s
figuration. In addition, it will point out how much place Pamuk, as a male author, gives to
womanhood experiences, and how he approaches such experiences. In particular, it will discuss
whether the author’s deliberate or unconscious connection with the patriarchial codes may have a
part in that the women, who deny the rules of the patriarchial system, are dragged into unhappiness,
loneliness, or death.

Bu c¢alismanin amact Orhan Pamuk’un 2014 yilinda yayinlanan Kafamda Bir Tuhaflik adl
romanindaki gogmen kadin karakterlerin sehir deneyimlerine, ataerkinin biiyiiksehire yerlesmis
kiigiik gocmen gruplarda nasil yeniden {iretildigine ve kadinlarin bu iiretimlerle nasil basa ¢iktigina
odaklanmaktir. Romanin Anadolu’dan Istanbul’a evlilik yoluyla gd¢ etmis/eden kadin karakterleri
Safiye, Vediha, Rayiha ve Samiha’nin kii¢iik bir kdyden ¢ikip biiyiiksehire uyum siireclerine, sehir
karsisindaki biiyiilenmelerine ve sehri kesfetmek i¢in duyduklar1 biiylik meraka odaklanilacaktir.
Gogmen kadinlarin sehirle bir bag kurabilmek arzusuyla ataerkil sistemin sinirlarini ihlal etmek i¢in
hangi “taktikleri” icat ettikleri, Certeau’cu bakis acisiyla incelenecektir. Romandaki gogmen kadin
karakterlerin biiyiiksehirdeki deneyimlerine ve degisen bakis acilarina yonelik iddialar, karakterlerin
gilindelik hayatlarindaki doniisiimler iizerinden agiklanacaktir. Romanda panoptik bir ortam gibi
tasarlanan sehrin kenarindaki gecekondu mahallelerinin go¢men kadinlarin kontrol altinda tutulma
ve sehirle baglantilarini azaltma noktasinda ataerkiye nasil hizmet ettigi tartisilacaktir. Ayrica
gocmen mahallelerinin tek tip olmadigi ve romanin bu cesitlili§i etnik gruplar lizerinden nasil
yansittig1 incelenecektir. Sehir merkezi ve gecekondu mahalleri arasindaki zitlik/ikiligin karsilikli
etkilesim yoluyla ve iktidar odaklarinin ¢ikarlar1 dolayisiyla zaman iginde nasil doniistiiiine ve bu
dontlistimiin go¢gmen kadinlarin sehirlilesme siireclerine nasil yansidigina yer verilecektir. Romandaki
gdcmen erkek karakterlerin sehirle kurduklari korku temelli baga karsilik gégmen kadin karakterlerin
merak ve biiylilenme temelli bagin cinsiyete dayali nedenleri arastirilacaktir. Ayrica biiyiiksehirdeki



sinifsal yapinin gégmen kadinlarin hayatinda ne gibi degisiklileri beraberinde getirdigi ve ekonomik
zorluklarin erkeklerden ziyade kadinlarin hayatinda neden daha sarsici etkileri oldugu romanin
temsilleri baglaminda tartigilacaktir. Tiim bunlara ek olarak Pamuk’un erkek bir yazar olarak
kadinlik deneyimlerine ne kadar yer verdigi ve bu deneyimleri nasil bir perspektiften ele aldigina
dikkat ¢ekilecektir. Romanda 6zellikle ataerkil sistemin kurallarini reddeden kadinlarin hayatlarinin
mutsuzluk, yalmzlik veya oOlimle sonuclanmasinda yazarin ataerkil kodlarla kurdugu
bilingli/bilindis1 bagin yeri olup olmadig1 tartismaya agilacaktir.



Analysis of the Relationship Between Female Unemployment and Labor Force Participation in
Turkey

Abstract

The relationship between unemployment and labor force participation has two significant
implications, both theoretically and in terms of labor economics and macroeconomic policies. First,
it is the ability of labor force participation to change over time during the business cycle due to the
discouraged worker effect. An increase in unemployment may discourage individuals from actively
seeking employment due to the rising cost and dimishing benefits of job search. Second, there is the
unemployment invariance hypothesis, which suggests that the long-term unemployment rate is
independent of labor force, capital stock, and productivity. Despite changes in the composition of the
labor force in Turkey that have mitigated gender-based unemployment disparities, there are still
significant gaps in terms of labor force participation. International evidence suggests that countries
with lower gender gaps in labor force participation tend to exhibit lower unemployment disparties.
Thus, countries that can address participation gaps can also address unemployment gaps. In Turkey,
the high labor force participation gap is consistent with the evidence that, like in other developing
countries, women lag significantly behind men in non-agricultural sectors. This study examines the
long-run relationship between unemployment rate and labor force participation rate in Turkey for the
period 1991-2022. The study employs the Fourier-Shin cointegration test based on Fourier functions
recently proposed by Tsong et al. (2016) to address potential low power issues in the univariate
cointegration approach. The analysis is centered for total and gender-specific time series within
different age groups (15+ and 15-24). Empirical results indicate no evidence of a long-term
relationship between unemployment and labor force participation rates for each of the three
categories within the 15+ group. This findings demonstrates that the long-term unemployment rate in
Turkey is independent of the labor force participation rate. The unemployment invariance hypothesis
is valid for the 15+group. The results of Dynamic Ordinary least Squares (DOLS) estimations are
statistically significant only for women. A 1% increase in the labor force participation rate for
women leads to a 2.99% decrease in the unemployment rate. This results suggest the existence of a
discouraged worker effect for women aged 15 and older. The main finding for the 15-24 age group is
that there is no support for a long-term relationship between the two variables, but only for women.
This result serves as evidence that the unemployment invariance hypothesis is valid only for women
in the 15-24 age group. Moreover, the existence of a relationship between the two variales for the
total and males is associated with the discouraged worker effect that arises with the business cycle.
However, while DOLS estimation results indicate the existence of a discouraged worker effect for
women aged 15-24, no statistically significant relationship is found for the total and males. Increases
in the labor force participation rates of women in both the 15+ and 15-24 ages groups do not lead to
higher unemployment. The high unemployment rates lead young women to lose hope of findings
employment and voluntarily withdraw from the labor markets. All in all, the findings reveal that the
factors contributing to Turkey’s deep gender inequality are more complex and multifaceted than just
wage differentials and discouraging features of labor demand such as unemployment. These factors
should be sought in reasons such as cultural attitudes containing social norms, policies that are
friendly to women and childcare, and the absence of technological changes encouraging
women-intensive industries.

Issizlik ve isgiiciine katilim arasindaki iliskinin hem teorik hem de calisma ekonomisi ve
makroekonomik politikalar agisindan iki 6nemli sonucu vardir. ilki isgiiciine katilimim cesareti
kirilms isgiicii etkisi nedeniyle is ¢evrimi boyunca zamanla degisebilmesidir. Issizlikteki bir artis
aktif is aramanin maliyetinin artmasi ve faydalarinin azalmasi1 nedeniyle bireyleri aktif olarak is
aramaktan vazgegcirebilmektedir. ikincisi ise uzun dénem issizlik oranmnin isgiicii, sermaye stoku ve
iiretkenlikten bagimsiz oldugunu ileri siiren issizlik degismezligi hipotezidir. Tiirkiye’de isgiiciiniin
bilesimindeki degisikliklerin cinsiyetler arasi igsizlik a¢igin1 gidermesine ragmen, isgiiciine katilim
acisindan Onemli agiklar bulunmaktadir. Oysa uluslararasi kanitlar katilm farkinin daha diisiik
oldugu iilkelerde daha diislik issizlik a¢ig1 sergiledikleri yoniindedir. Bdylece katilim agigim
kapatabilen iilkeler igsizlik acigini da kapatabilmektedir. Diger yandan Tiirkiye’de isgiicline katilim
aciginin yiiksek olmasi gelismekte olan {ilkelerde oldugu gibi kadinlarin tarim dis1 sektorlerde
erkeklerin oldukg¢a altinda kaldig1 kanitlartyla tutarhidir. Bu calisma Tiirkiye’de issizlik orani ile
isgiictine katilim orani arasindaki uzun donem iliskiyi 1991-2022 donemi i¢in incelemektedir.
Calismada, tek degiskenli esbiitiinlesme yaklasiminda olas1 diisiik gii¢ sorunu nedeniyle Tsong vd.
(2016) tarafindan yakin zamanda Onerilen Fourier fonksiyonlarina dayanan Fourier-Shin
esbiitiinlesme testi kullanilmistir. Analiz, farkli yas gruplarindaki (15+ ve 15-24) toplam ve cinsiyete
0zgili zaman serilerine odaklanmigtir. Ampirik sonuglar 15+ grupta yer alan her ii¢ kategori i¢in
issizlik ile isgiiciine katilim oranlar1 arasinda uzun vadeli bir iligkinin olduguna dair hi¢bir kanit
bulunmadigint gostermektedir. Bu bulgu Tiirkiye’de uzun vadeli issizlik oraninin isgiicline katilim
oranindan bagimsiz oldugunu kanitlamaktadir. Issizlik degismezligi hipotezi 15+ grup i¢in gegerlidir.
Dinamik En Kiigiikk Kareler (DOLS) tahmin sonuglari sadece kadinlar igin istatistiksel olarak
anlamhdir. Kadinlarin isgiiciine katilim oranindaki %1°lik artis, issizlik oranim1 %2.99 oraninda
azaltmaktadir. Bu sonu¢ 15+ kadinlar i¢in cesareti kirilmis isgiicii etkisinin olabilecegini
gostermektedir. 15-24 yas grubu icin elde edilen temel bulgu sadece kadinlar icin iki degisken
arasinda uzun vadeli bir iligkiyi desteklemedigi yoniindedir. Bu sonug issizlik degismezligi
hipotezinin 15-24 yas araliginda sadece kadinlar i¢in gegerli oldugunun kanitidir. Diger yandan
toplam ve erkekler i¢in iki degisken arasindaki iliskinin varligi, is dongiisiiyle birlikte ortaya ¢ikan
cesareti kirilmis is¢i etkisiyle iligkilidir. Ancak DOLS tahmin sonuglar1 15-24 yas arasi1 kadinlar i¢in
cesareti kirilmig isgiliciiniin varligina isaret ederken; toplam ve erkekler igin istatistiksel olarak
anlaml bir iligkiye rastlanmamustir. Gerek 15+ gerekse 15-24 yas arasindaki kadinlarin isgiiciine
katihm oranlarindaki artislar daha fazla issizlige yol agmamaktadir. Issizlik oranlarmm yiiksek
olmas1 gen¢ kadinlarin ig bulma umutlarini yitirmelerine ve iggiicli piyasalarmi goniillii olarak terk
etmelerine neden olmaktadir. Sonug olarak elde edilen tiim bulgular Tiirkiye’yi bu derin cinsiyet
esitsizligi durumuna getiren faktorlerin iicret farklar1 ve issizlik gibi isgiicli talebinin cesaret kirici
ozellikleri yani sira ¢ok daha karmasik ve ¢ok yonlii oldugunu agiga ¢ikarmistir. Bu faktorler sosyal
normlar1 igeren kiiltiirel tutumlar, kadin ve ¢ocuk bakimi dostu politikalar ve kadin yogun sektorleri
tesvik eden teknolojik degisikliklerin olmamasi gibi nedenlerde aranmalidir.



Twitter Debates on Alimony and the Digital Storytelling of “Anti-Gender Movements”

Abstract

This research examines how social media is instrumentalized in the discursive formation of
"anti-gender ideology" in Turkey. Particularly on Twitter, the focus of the study is on the criticisms
and demands against the implementation of permanent alimony, and how they are produced and
circulated. In this context, I problematize how networked publics on Twitter play a foundational role
in the emergence and development of "anti-gender" movements. It can be argued that the emergence
of these movements in Turkey coincides with various legal reforms and projects aimed at achieving
gender equality. In addition to issues such as the dominant role of poverty alimony, debates are
opened on topics such as abortion rights, protective measures against violence against women, and
legal regulations like Law No. 6284 or the Istanbul Convention. The use of social media play a
central role in this process, and ultimately serve for the construction and reinforcement of cultural
and political identities of anti-gender movements in Turkey. Against this backdrop, the research
explores how accounts created under the names "Divorced People and Family Platform" and
"Permanent Alimony Victims Platform" aim to organize campaigns against the implementation of
permanent alimony. It investigates how these accounts construct an image of "(victim) man" and
"(threatened) family life," and examines how Twitter users interact with these campaigns. The
dataset for the research consists of posts from these accounts from 2018 to the present, and the
analysis focuses on a randomly selected sample of 2,000 tweets out of a total of 141,322 tweets.
Adopting a qualitative research approach, the study examines these posts within the frameworks of
digital storytelling and affective publics, revealing how "anti-gender" subjectivities are constructed
and enacted. Furthermore, the study argues that online discourses strengthen anti-feminist,
misogynistic, homophobic, and transphobic hate speech through gendered stereotypes.

Bu arastirma Tirkiye’de “toplumsal cinsiyet ideolojisi karsitligi”nin (anti-gender ideology)
soylemsel olusumunda sosyal medyanm nasil aragsallastirildigini mercek altina aliyor. Ozellikle
Twitter’da, siiresiz nafaka uygulamasina karsi elestirilerin ve taleplerin iretildigi ve dolagima
sokuldugu paylasimlar arastirmanin odak noktasini olusturuyor. Bu baglamda, “toplumsal cinsiyet
karsit1” hareketlerin ortaya c¢ikisi ve gelisiminde Twitter’daki ag tabanli kamularin (networked
publics) nasil kurucu bir rol oynadigini sorunsallastirtyorum. Tiirkiye’de toplumsal cinsiyet esitligini
saglamay1r amacglayan g¢esitli yasal reformlar ve projelerin hayata gecirilmesine paralel olarak
“toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti” hareketlerin ortaya ciktigindan séz edilebilir. Yoksulluk nafakasi
uygulamasi gibi basat rol oynayan konularin yam sira, kiirtaj hakki, kadina yonelik siddete karsi
koruyucu tedbirler ve bu hususa iliski 6284 sayili kanun ya da Istanbul Sézlesmesi gibi hukuki
diizenlemeler de tartigmaya acilmaktadir. Bu hareketlerin Tiirkiye’deki Orgilitlenmesi, topluluk
aidiyetlerinin {iretilmesi ve gii¢lendirilmesi, seslerinin yayginlastirilmasinda sosyal medya kullanimi
merkezi bir rol oynar. Ozellikle Twitter gibi kamusal tartigmalara yon veren bir etkinlige ulasan
iletisim mecralart bu hareketlerin gelisiminde kurucudur. Buradan hareketle, arastirmada siiresiz
nafaka uygulamasina karsi kampanyalarm orgiitlenmesi amaciyla “Bosanmis Insanlar ve Aile
Platformu” ve “Siiresiz Nafaka Magdurlar1 Platformu” adiyla kurulan hesaplarin nasil bir “(magdur)
erkek” ve “(tehdit altindaki) aile yasami1” imgesi yarattifi ve Twitter kullanicilarinin bu
kampanyalarla nasil bir etkilesime girdigini inceliyorum. Arastirmanin veri seti s6z konusu



hesaplarin 2018 yilindan bugiine kadarki paylasimlari ve bu hesaplara yanit veren diger
paylagimlardir. Veri setini olusturan tweet’lerden (toplam 141.322) rastlantisal olarak sectigim 2000
tweet’t analiz ettigim bu calismada nitel arastirma yaklasimini benimsiyorum. S6z konusu
paylagimlart dijital hikaye anlaticiligt ve duygulanimsal kamular (affective publics) kavramlari
cercevesinde yakin okumaya tabi tutan bu arastirma, “toplumsal cinsiyet karsit1” 6znelliklerin nasil
kuruldugu ve icra edildigini ortaya koyuyor. Calisma, buradan hareketle, ¢evrimici sdylemlerin
cinsiyetli stereotipler aracilifiyla anti-feminist, mizojinist, homofobik ve transfobik nefret dilini
giiclendirdigini savunuyor.



Digital Feminist Movements: The Example Of The #Metoo Movement

Abstract

One of the areas that are becoming digital due to the development of digital technologies is activist
movements. The social effects of digital feminist activism, one of the types of digital activism, and
the #MeToo movement, which is the most important component of these movements, constitute the
subject of this research.In this context, the research aims to reveal the impact of digital feminist
movements and the #MeToo movement on the feminist movement and the impact on preventing
violence based on gender inequality. The data obtained from qualitative, semi-structured in-depth
interviews conducted with 20 participants who conduct gender studies on theoretical and practical
basis in Turkey were analyzed by content analysis. As a result of the research, it has been concluded
that the use of digital technologies on the basis of feminist activism, facilitates organization and
creates awareness based on features such as fast, cost-free and easy access to information, but is
insufficient to ensure social and political changes. It has been found that the #MeToo movement
emerged as a result of violence based on gender inequality being widespread globally, as well as the
inadequacy of masculine legal mechanisms in solving the problem in question. In addition, it has
been found that the #MeToo movement has raised awareness about the global prevalence of the
social problem in question by ensuring that the problem of violence based on gender inequality,
which is tabooed in the masculine social structure, is discussed in public spaces. On the other hand, it
has been revealed that although the disclosure mechanism, which forms the basis of the #MeToo
movement and is used as an alternative tool in accessing justice as a result of the inadequacy of the
legal justice mechanism, has a preventive effect on violence based on gender inequality, it cannot
sufficiently achieve the goal of social change due to the discontinuous and irregular structure of the
movement. In this context, an activist organization that integrates digital activism and traditional
street movement is recommended in order to eliminate the negative features of digital feminist
movements and the #MeToo movement, which have both positive and negative features.

Dijital teknolojilerin gelisimine baglh olarak dijitallesen alanlardan biri de aktivist hareketlerdir.
Dijital aktivizm c¢esitlerinden biri olan dijital feminist aktivizm ve s6z konusu hareketlerin en 6nemli
bilesenini olusturan #MeToo hareketinin, toplumsal etkileri ise bu arastirmanin konusunu
olusturmaktadir. Bu baglamda arastirmada dijital feminist aktivizm ve #MeToo hareketinin, feminist
harekete etkisi ile toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligine dayali siddetin Onlenmesine ydnelik etkisinin
ortaya c¢ikarilmasi amaclanmistir. Tiirkiye’de teorik ve uygulama temelinde toplumsal cinsiyet
caligmalar1 yapan 20 katilimci ile yiiriitiilen nitel, yar1 yapilandirilmis derinlemesine goriismelerde
elde edilen veriler, icerik analizi ile ¢oziimlenmistir. Aragtirma sonucunda dijital teknolojilerin
feminist aktivizm temelinde kullaniminin; bilgiye hizli, masrafsiz ve kolay erisim gibi 6zellikleri
temelinde Orgiitlenmeyi kolaylastirdig1 ve farkindalik yarattigi ancak sosyal ve politik degisimlerin
saglanmast konusunda yetersiz oldugu sonucuna ulasilmistir. #MeToo hareketinin ise toplumsal
cinsiyet esitsizligine dayali siddetin, kiiresel alanda yaygin olmasinin yani sira sz konusu sorunun
coziimiinde eril yapidaki hukuki mekanizmalarin yetersiz kalmasi sonucunda ortaya ¢iktigi
bulgulanmistir. Ayrica #MeToo hareketinin, eril toplumsal yapida tabulastirilan toplumsal cinsiyet
esitsizligine dayali siddet sorununun, kamusal alanlarda tartisilmasini saglayarak, s6z konusu
toplumsal sorunun kiireseldeki yayginligi konusunda farkindalik yarattigi bulgulanmistir. Ote yandan
#MeToo hareketinin temelini olusturan ve hukuki adalet mekanizmasinin yetersizligi sonucu adalete



erisimde alternatif arac olarak kullanilan ifsa mekanizmasinin, toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligine dayali
siddet konusunda Onleyici bir etkisi olsa da hareketin siireksiz ve diizensiz yapist nedeniyle
toplumsal degisim hedefini yeterli diizeyde saglayamadigi ortaya ¢ikarilmistir. Bu baglamda olumlu
oldugu kadar olumsuz 6zellikleri de bulunan dijital feminist hareketlerin ve #MeToo hareketinin
olumsuz ozelliklerinin bertaraf edilmesi ic¢in dijital eylemlilik ile geleneksel sokak hareketinin
birbirine eklemlendigi bir aktivist orgiitlenme 6nerilmektedir.



Muslim ‘Feminist® Women in Modern-Day Turkey: The Changing Conceptualization of Body,
Intimacy and Sexuality

Abstract

The subject of this study is the Muslim Feminist Movement in Turkey which became apparent in the
public sphere in 1987 for the first time, following many ups and downs, this movement nowadays
takes an important space among women's movements in Turkey. This study aims to reveal the
movement’s historical process and where it stands today, by comparing the first generation in 1987
and the new Muslim Feminist generation of today. It can be suggested that patriarchy adapts itself to
new conditions in new ways. Therefore, struggling against this phenomenon is always a formidable
mission for women. In today’s world women advanced and diversified their ways of struggling with
patriarchy. The Muslim Feminist movement is crucial to analyze since this movement tries to
struggle against both the traditionally accepted patriarchy and the modern patriarchy at the same
time. In this study, I focused on these women’s perceptions of their sexualities and bodies, since the
patriarchal public reduces women into their sexualities, bodies as well as the private sphere.
Accordingly, for the methodology, I examined these women's writings, and then I made in-depth
interviews considering that these texts might not be enough. Their struggle against the patriarchal
construction of women's bodies is discussed through their belonging to their religious identity. It’s
been understood that the first generation started a movement bravely; however, the generation of
today appreciates this but takes the level in higher ways of struggling and discussing.

Kavramlarimin Degisimi

Ozet

Bu ¢alisma kendisine konu olarak Tiirkiye'deki Miisliiman Feminist hareketi se¢mistir. i1k kez 1987
de kamuda goriiniirliik kazanan hareket, zaman zaman kesintiye ugrasa da gii¢lenerek ve biiyiiyerek
bugiine kadar gelmistir. Bu calisma 1987 de hareketi baslatan ilk kusak kadinlarla, gliniimiiz
Miisliman feministlerinin bir karsilastirmasini yaparak, hareketin bu otuz yilda gecirdigi
dontistimleri ortaya koymay1 amacglamistir. Ataerkillik, bilinen tarihleri boyunca ve bugiin de hemen
her toplumun ortak 6zelligidir. Tiirkiye'de bir yandan geleneksel ataerkil bicimler devam ederken, bir
yandan da modernlesmeye bagli yeni ataerkil iliski bigimleri ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Miisliiman Feminist
Hareket, hem Islam’in ataerkil yorumlariyla pekismis geleneksel ataerkiyle, hem modern ataerkiyle
miicadele imkanlarina sahip olmak bakimindan énemlidir. Ataerkil kamuda kadinin ikincil konumu;
onun Ozel alana, bedene ve cinsellige indirgenmesiyle gerceklestigi icin, bu ¢alisma daha c¢ok,
Miisliman feminist kadinlar iizerinde bu sdylemin etkisine ve onlarin kendi beden ve cinsellik
algilarina odaklandi. Yazdiklar1 kamuya agik metinler incelendi, bunlarda kendilerini sinirlamig
olabileceklerinden, dogrudan odaklanilan konulara yonelik sorularla yiliz yiize miilakatlar da
gerceklestirildi. Sonugta ilk kusagin oldukca cesur ¢ikislarina ragmen, egemen ataerkilligin kadin
bedeni ve cinselligine dair sdylemlerinin etkisi altinda olduklari; giiniimiiz kusaginin ise onlarin
actiklar1 bu yolda daha bilingli bir beden ve cinsellik algisina sahip olduklar1 ve kendilerini daha
cekincesiz bir sekilde 'feminist' olarak adlandirdiklar: anlasildi.



Women’s Self-Objectification Experiences and Resistance Strategies within the Context of the Body

Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the contexts in which cisgender (cisgender), heterosexual, young
adult and gender-conscious women are exposed to sexual objectification of their bodies, their
experiences of self-objectification and their resistance strategies regarding these experiences.
Objectification Theory (Fredrickson and Roberts, 1997) is focused on this study, covering the
day-to-day experiences of the sample group mentioned above.lt is determined to utilize qualitative
research methods in line with the teachings of feminist methodology. In-depth interviews with
participants are conducted with a phenomenological approach. Data analysis is done by thematic
analysis method. Findings that were obtained from the field are gathered within three main titles:
Contexts of Sexual Objectification, Experience of Self-Objectification, and Resistance Strategies.
The main themes tied to the Contexts of Sexual Objectification are Interpersonal Context/Media,
Space, and Form of Sexual Objectification. Themes of Experience of Self-Objectification are;
Continuous Self-Surveillance - Habitual Body Monitoring, Divided Attention, Emotional and
Psychological Outputs, Body Appearance Interventions, and Body Dysmorphia. On the other hand,
Resistance Strategies are handled with two main themes, Awareness and Practices.Research
methodology limitations, advice regarding further studies, practices that have well-being potential
both socially and individually on women’s experiences connected with sexual objectification, and
specific outputs of experiencing sexual objectification in Turkey context are handled in the
conclusion. In light of findings, it is concluded that women do internalize sexual objectification to a
certain extent, yet develop resistance strategies against this experience thanks to feminist conscience
and awareness areas.

Bu caligmada, cisgender (natrans), heteroseksiiel, geng yetiskin ve toplumsal cinsiyet bilincine sahip
kadmlarin, bedenlerine yonelik cinsel nesnelestirmeye maruz kaldiklar1 baglamlari, kendini
nesnelestirme deneyimlerini ve bu deneyimlerle ilgili karst durus stratejilerini arastirmak
amaglanmistir. Nesnelestirme Kurami’ni (Fredrickson ve Roberts, 1997) odagina alan bu calisma,
belirtilen 6rneklem grubundaki kadinlarin giindelik deneyimlerini kapsamaktadir. Arastirmanin
yontemi, feminist metodolojilerin Ogretileri dogrultusunda nitel arastirma yontemi olarak
belirlenmistir. Katilimcilarla yapilan derinlemesine goriismeler, fenomenolojik yaklasimla ele
alinmigtir. Verilerin analizi, tematik analiz yontemiyle yapilmistir. Sahadan elde edilen bulgular {i¢
ana baslik altinda toplanmistir: Nesnelestirmeye Maruz Kaliman Baglamlar, Kendini Nesnelestirme
Deneyimleri ve Kars1 Durug Stratejileri. Nesnelestirmeye Maruz Kalinan Baglamlar bashigindaki ana
temalar soyledir: Kisileraras1 Baglam/Medya, Mekan ve Cinsel Nesnelestirme’nin Bi¢imi. Kendini
Nesnelestirme Deneyimi baslhigma ait temalar Kendini Siirekli Izleme — Alisilmis Beden Gézetimi,
Boliinmiis Dikkat, Duygusal ve Psikolojik Ciktilar, Beden Goriinlimiine Yonelik Miidahaleler ve
Beden Algisinda Bozulma’dir.

Common Theme of Female Identity in Poems of Giilten Akin and Moon Jeong-hee

Abstract

Turkish canonic poet Giilten Akin and Korean feminist poet Moon Jeong-hee have written poetry
about women's identity for approximately 50 years. These two female poets are worth analyzing and
comparing because they wrote poems while living in patriarchal, modernized, and industrialized
societies in the recent past. Moreover, their childhood, education, and marriage life share many
similarities. Akin’s early poems and Moon’un poems could be compared thematically for this
comparative study. The poems selected as research material depict unbalanced roles and
responsibilities given to women in both societies. The notions that make women passive, which are
organized by the male-dominated system, are described as the foundation that creates gender
inequality in both societies. Under these circumstances, Akin, who said that art determines the
conditions of the society where the artist lives, and Moon, who said that she exists because she
writes, seek a way to exit this society by calling out with their poems. The search for salvation is
reflected in their poems as the "desire to leave." This desire is the common theme of the female
identity established by poets. The critical thing understood in the poems is an effort to remind herself
that she is a master of her own life, not to forget 'herself,' and to be herself. On the other hand,
different sides of female identity are also shown. In later years, Akin emphasizes the identity of a
mother among female identities, while Moon still expresses the identity of a passionate woman who
is married and/or looking for love. Tiirkiye and South Korea are culturally unique countries.
Therefore, this study has academic value in facilitating an exchange of ideas between Turkish and
Korean literature. In addition, this thematic comparison of the female identity of the prominent
female poets of the two countries will contribute to a profound understanding of the individuals and
societies.

Giilten Akin ve Moon Jeong-hee Siirinde Kadin Kimliginin Ortak Temasi

Ozet

Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin kanonik kadin sairi Giilten Akin ve Giiney Kore’nin feminist kadin sairi
Moon Jeong-hee, kadin kimligi iizerinde asagi yukari elli yi1l boyunca siir yazmislardir. Yakin
geemiste modernlesme ve sanayilesme siireclerindeki ataerkil toplumlarda yasayarak siir yazan kadin
sair olmalarindan otiirii, karsilastirmaya degerlerdir. Ayn1 zamanda Akin ve Moon’un ¢ocuklugu,
egitimi ve evlilik hayatlar1 da benzemektedir. Bu karsilastirma i¢in Giilten Akin’in ilk donem siirleri
ve Moon Jeong-hee’nin siirlerinde tematik karsilastirma yapilabilecek siirleri ele alinacaktir.
Arastirma malzemesi olarak seg¢ilen siirlerde, iki toplumda da goriilen, kadinlara yiiklenen dengesiz
rol ve sorumluluklar vardir. Toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligi yaratan bu toplumlarin temelinde ise erkek
egemen sistem tarafindan diizenlenmis kadinin edilgen kilinmasi ger¢egi vardir. Sanatin, sanat¢inin
yasadig1 toplumun kosullarini saptayan bir sey oldugunu diisiinen Akin ile sair olarak yazdig1 icin
var oldugunu sdyleyen Moon, siirleriyle seslenerek bu toplumda kurtulus yolu aramaktadir ve bu
kurtulus arayis1 “gitme arzusu” olarak siirlerine yansir. Bu arzu, sairlerin kurdugu kadin kimliginin
ortak temasidir. Onemli olan, bu ataerkil toplumlarda edilgenlikten kurtulup kendi hayatinda 6zne
oldugunu hatirlamak, kendini unutmama gabasi icinde yasamak, sonug olarak kendisi olmaktir. Ote
yandan, iki kadin sairin kadin kimligine bakiglarinda farkli noktalar da vardir. Akin son
donemlerinde anne kimligine, Moon ise evli ve/veya ask arayan tutkulu kadin kimligine yonelmistir.
Tiirkiye ve Giliney Kore, kiiltiirel agidan 6zgiin tlkelerdir. Bu bildiri ile, bu iki {ilkenin edebiyatin
birlikte diisiinmek icin akademik alan agilacaktir. Ayn1 zamanda iki iilkenin 6ne ¢ikan kadin sairleri
iizerine yapilacak bu tematik karsilastirma, iilkelerin toplumlarini, bu toplumlardaki bireylerini
derinlikli anlamaya katk1 saglayacaktir.



Lubunya Feminist Documentary Filmmaking in Turkey

Lalu (Esra) Ozban

Abstract

Since the late 2000s, queer/trans/lubunya feminist activists from Turkey have engaged in
documentary filmmaking to represent themselves, self-historicize their existence, and document their
resistance. This paper argues Prince Charming Don't Come in Vain (2009), Voltrans (2013), and
#resistayol (#direnayol, 2016) establishes the foundations for lubunya feminist documentaries in
Turkey that is deeply rooted in grassrotts kuir/trans/lubunya feminist organizing. They emphasize the
vital role of documenting, historicizing, and archiving queer/trans/lubunya feminist communities and
their struggles. In 2009, Lambda Istanbul activists, along with scholars and filmmakers,
collaboratively produced "Prince Charming Don't Come in Vain" (Beyaz Atli Prens Bosuna Gelme).
This groundbreaking documentary marked Turkey's inaugural exploration of lesbian and bisexual
representation in film and media. It was followed by Turkey’s first trans men documentary Voltrans
(2013), where feminist trans men and gender-nonconforming activists explored trans manhood and
shared their experiences of living in a cis-hetero patriarchal society. Voltrans catalyzed discussions
on the fluidity of gender identity and fostered a dialogue on transfeminism within the feminist
movement in Turkey. In 2016, Kanka Productions, a self-identified transfeminist production
company, emerged as a pivotal force in this evolving documentary landscape. Their first film
#resistayol (#direnayol, 2016), accompanied pioneering lubunya feminist activist Sevval Kili¢ during
2013 Istanbul Pride, capturing the reflections of carnivalesque Gezi Park Uprising. #resistayol
demonstrated the importance of documenting these extraordinary moments in lubunya feminist
history while challenging conventional modes of production, distribution, and exhibition.

Bunu Tiirkiye'nin ilk
trans erkek ve naikili kuirlerden olusan feminist Orgilitlenmesi Voltrans'in kendi siireclerini
belgeledikleri ve cisheteropatriyarkal bir toplumda trans erkeklige ve akiskan cinsiyetlerin
deneyimlerine odaklanan Voltrans (2013) belgeseli takip eder. Voltrans ayn1 zamanda Tirkiye'de
transfeminizm tartismalarina da onemli katkida bulunmustur. 2016'da transfeminist yapim sirketi
Kanka Prodiiksiyon tarafindan iiretilen Riizgar Buski'nin yOnettigi #direnayol ise Gezi Direnisi'nin
ardindan gerc¢eklesen sanli onur yiirliyiisiinde lubunya feminist Sevval Kili¢" takip eder ve lubunya
feminist direnisin sokakla biitiinlestigi 6nemli bir donemi kayda alir. Bu sunum normatif yapim,
dagitim ve gosterim modlarini doniistiiren ve Tirkiye'de kuir/trans/lubunya feminist orgiitlenme
pratiklerinden gelen bu belgesellerin direnis ve miicadelenin kaydinin, 6z tarihsellestirme ve
arsivlemenin Onemini ortaya koyan lubunya feminist belgeselciligin Onciileri oldugunu
savunmaktadir.



Considering Ecosocial Crises and Resisting Women and Men in Mugla through the Concept of
“Manthropocene”

Mehmet Bozok

Abstract

This presentation discusses gender relations in the ongoing ecosocial crises in Mugla, located in the
Mediterranean basin, through the concept of “manthropocene”. Mugla is home to a warm and rainy
Mediterranean climate, fertile soils, rich biodiversity, rivers, lakes, mountains, natural forests and
sandy beaches. As the effects of the climate crisis deepen, there are multifaceted ecological and
social devastations where human impact is strongly felt. Critical masculinity studies theorists
Hultman and Pulé (2018; 2019; 2021) have opened a theoretical window in Anthropocene debates by
proposing to discuss multifaceted and profound environmental destruction and ecosocial crises
through the concept of the “manthropocene”, which underlines the agency of men and masculinities.
This new literature centralizes the idea of distributed responsibility and suggests that we turn our
gaze towards men in power as those responsible for ecological destruction and climate change.
Drawing on this theoretical perspective, here we discuss the four main areas of ecosocial crises in
Mugla, namely (1) forest fires, (2) aggressive mining projects, (3) large-scale construction projects,
and (4) energy projects, in local (micro) resistance and its counterpart (macro) planning stages. The
data for the research is based on three UNDP supported qualitative research, and media research
conducted in the region between 2021 and 2023. In these four areas, the dominant position of male
actors and masculinities that plan, implement and benefit from them is first discussed. It then
discusses, from an ecofeminist perspective, the women and the men who have come together to resist
environmental destruction that deepens existing gender inequalities since the 1980s, including the
construction of the Gokova Thermal Power Plant, the hotel project in Iztuzu Beach, construction
projects in the sweetgum forests of Kdycegiz, mining projects in Sandras Mountain, the Akkoprii
HEPP project, and finally mining in ikizkdy Akbelen Forest.

Ozet

Bu sunum, Akdeniz canaginda yer alan Mugla’da giiniimiizde devam eden ekososyal krizlerde
toplumsal cinsiyet iliskilerini “mantroposen” kavramiyla tartismaktadir. Sicak ve yagisli Akdeniz
iklimine verimli topraklara, zengin bir biyogesitlilige, akarsulara, gollere, daglara, dogal ormanlara
ve kumsallara ev sahipligi, yapan bir sehirdir. iklim krizinin etkileri, derinlesirken, insan etkisinin
gliclii hissedildigi ¢ok yonlii ekolojik ve toplumsal yikimlar yasanmaktadir. Elestirel erkeklik
caligmalar1 kuramcilart Hultman ve Pulé (2018; 2019; 2021), Antroposen tartismalarinda ¢ok yonlii
ve derin ¢evresel yikimi ve ekososyal krizleri, erkekler ve erkeklerin failliginin altin1 ¢izen
“mantroposen” kavramiyla tartigsmay1 Oneren bir kuramsal pencere agmislardir. Bu yeni literatiir,
daginik sorumluluk fikrini merkezilestirir ve ekolojik yikimlar ve iklim degisikliginden sorumlu
olanlara bakisimizi iktidardaki erkeklere yoneltmemizi O6nermektedir. Bu kuramsal perspektiften
hareketle, burada Mugla’da yasanan ekososyal krizlerin baslica dort alan1 olan (1) orman yanginlari,
(2) saldirgan madencilik projeleri, (3) biiyiik insaat projeleri ve (4) enerji projelerini, yerelde (mikro)
direnislerde ve onun karsit1 olan (makro) planlama agamalarinda tartisilmaktadir. Arastirmanin verisi,
2021-2023 arasinda bolgede yiiriitillen ve UNDP tarafindan desteklenen {i¢ niteliksel aragtirmaya ve
medya arastirmasina dayanmaktadir. Bu dort alanda ilkin bunlar1 planlayan, hayata geciren ve ¢ikar
saglayan erkek aktorler ve erkekliklerin hakim konumu ele alinmaktadir. Ardindan da bir araya
gelerek 1980’lerden ber, Gokova Termik Santrali insaat1, iztuzu Kumsali’nda otel projesi, Kdycegiz



sigla ormanlarinda ingaat projeleri, Sandras Dagi maden projeleri, Akkoprii HES projesi ve son
olarak da Ikizkdy Akbelen Ormani’nda madencilik basta olmak iizere mevcut toplumsal cinsiyet
esitsizliklerini derinlestiren ¢evresel yikimlara direnen kadinlari ve onlar1 destekleyen erkekleri
ekofeminist bir perspektifle tartigilmaktadir.



“Madam Spread This Craft To Trabzon”: Gendered Craft And Craft-Based Memory

Mehtap Tosun

Abstract

It is possible to depict the craft world as a cultural and economic sphere where a strict gender-based
division of labour exists, where women are excluded from production and employment, and which is
constructed through patriarchal control. The existence of rigid gendered boundaries within this
craft-based patriarchal construction, which has survived for centuries, helps to explore both its
gendered characteristics and the gendered division of labour within it. This exploration clearly shows
us that the exclusion of women from guilds, which are first of all gendered and masculinised
professional associations, is a result of centuries of patriarchal construction. This is because
craft-based production is defined as either a "male-dominated" or "masculinised" field of activity.
The position of women in craft production is determined by traditional norms based on the
assumption that "women belong to the home". However, contrary to this patriarchal construction in
craft-based production, women have been excluded from the status of craftspeople, even though they
have played a very important role in the field of crafts for centuries. By focusing on the gendered
relationship in the field of craft, this research aims to make a historical reading of the excluded,
blurred and invisible role of women in craft production and to think and discuss whether the
gendered division of labour in today's craft world has been broken. The data that will guide the
research will be obtained primarily from the interviews conducted on the craft of gold-silver
smithing in Trabzon. In addition, Ottoman and Republican state archives will be utilised in order to
contribute to the main arguments of the research. While this Trabzon-specific research will reveal the
gender-based roles in the field of craftsmanship from the past to the present, at the same time
guiding a socio-historical discussion on the intersection of the words Armenian, woman and craft.

“Bu Zanaati Trabzon’a Madam Yaydi”: Zanaatin ve Zanaata Dayal Hafizanin Cinsiyetlendirilmesi

Ozet

Zanaat diinyasini cinsiyete dayali kati igbolimiiniin var oldugu, kadinlarin iiretim ve istihdam
alanindan dislandig1 ve patriyarkal kontrol {izerinden insa edilen Kkiiltiirel ve ekonomik bir alan
olarak tasvir etmek miimkiin. Yiizyillar 6tesinden bugiine degin varligini siirdiirebilen zanaata dayali
bu patriyarkal insa igerisindeki toplumsal cinsiyete dayali kati smirlarin varligi, hem onun
cinsiyetlendirilmis 6zelliklerini hem de igindeki cinsiyete dayali is boliimiinii kesfetmeye yardime1
olur. Bu kesif bize ilk olarak birer cinsiyetlendirilmis ve erkeklestirilmis meslek birligi olan
loncalardan kadinlarin dislanmig olmasinin yiizyillara dayanan patriyarkal inganin bir sonucu
oldugunu agikca gosterir. Ciinkii zanaata dayali iiretim ya "erkek egemen" ya da "erkeklestirilmis"
bir ugras alani olarak tanimlanmaktadir. Kadinlarin zanaat iiretimindeki konumu ise "kadin eve
aittir" varsayimina bagli olarak geleneksel normlar tarafindan belirlenmistir. Ancak zanaata dayali
iretimdeki bu patriyarkal inganin tam aksine kadinlar yiizyillar boyunca zanaat alaninda olduk¢a
onemli bir rol oynamis olmalarina ragmen zanaatkar statiisiinden dislanmiglardir. Bu arastirma zanaat
alanindaki cinsiyet¢i iliskiyi odagina alarak, kadinlarin zanaat {iretimindeki dislanmis, bulanik ve
goriinmez roliine iligkin tarihsel bir okuma yapmay1 ve bugiiniin zanaat diinyasinda cinsiyete dayali
is  bolimiinin kirthp kirilamadigi iizerine disiinebilmeyi, tartigabilmeyi amaglamaktadir.
Aragtirmaya rehberlik edecek veriler oncelikle Trabzon’daki altin-glimiis islemeciligi zanaat1 {izerine
gerceklestirilmis olan goriismelerden elde edilecektir. Buna ek olarak arastirmanin temel
arglimanlarina katki sunabilmesi agisindan Osmanli ve Cumhuriyet donemi devlet arsivlerinden de
faydalanilacaktir. Trabzon 6zelindeki bu arastirma zanaat alaninda bugiinden ge¢cmise kadar uzanan



cinsiyete dayali rolleri ortaya ¢ikarirken ayni zamanda Ermeni, kadin ve zanaat kelimelerinin
kesistigi alana dair bir sosyo-tarihsel tartigmaya da rehberlik edecektir.



The Impact of Femicide on Women: An Experimental Study on Trauma, Sexism and Affect

Melike Avci

Abstract

The aim of the study is to reveal how femicides affect women on the axis of trauma, sexism and
affect through an experimental method. Accordingly, 96 female participants between the ages of
18-35 were included in the study. Participants completed the Posttraumatic Stress Disorder Checklist
(PTSD-CL), Contradictory Affective Sexism (COSS), State Anger (SES), Positive and Negative
Affect Scale (PANAS) in the laboratory environment. After 48 hours, the participants came back to
the laboratory and were exposed to a video about femicides. Immediately after the video, the
participants again filled out the PTSD-CL, ESRQ, PSEQ and PANAS scales. Since pre-test and
post-test measurements were taken, t-test analysis for dependent groups was used in the study.
According to the findings, participants' protective sexism, state anger, and negative affect scores
increased after the video. Hostile sexism and positive emotion scores decreased. No change was
observed in posttraumatic stress disorder levels. The increase in anger and negative affect of the
participants was evaluated as an important driving force in turning towards the women's movement.
As a result, more media coverage of femicides was found to be important for women to empower
and support each other. The findings were discussed within the framework of the literature.

Kadin Cinayetlerinin Kadinlar Uzerindeki Etkisi: Travma, Cinsiyetcilik ve Duygulamim Ekseninde
Deneysel Bir Calisma

Ozet

Arastirmanin amaci kadin cinayetlerinin kadinlar1 travma, cinsiyet¢ilik ve duygulanim ekseninde
nasil etkiledigini deneysel bir yontemle ortaya koymaktir. Bu dogrultuda arastirmaya 18-35 yas arasi
96 kadin katilimci dahil edilmistir. Katilimcilar laboratuvar ortaminda Travma sonrasi stres
bozuklugu kontrol listesi (TSSBKL), Celisik duygulu cinsiyetcilik (CDCO), Durumluk 6tke (DOO),
Pozitif ve negatif duygu o6lgegini doldurmustur (PANAS). 48 saat ardindan katilimcilar yeniden
laboratuvar ortamina gelmis ve kadin cinayetlerine yonelik bir videoya maruz birakilmigtir.
Videonun hemen ardindan katilimcilar yeniden TSSBKL, CDCO, DOO ve PANAS &lgeklerini
doldurmustur. On test son test dlgiimii alindigindan arastirmada bagimli gruplar icin t test analizi
kullanilmigtir. Bulgulara gore videodan sonra katilimcilarin korumac cinsiyetcilik, durumluk 6fke,
negatif duygu puanlar1 artmistir. Diigmanca cinsiyetgilik ve pozitif duygu puanlar1 azalmistir. Travma
sonrasi stres bozuklugu diizeylerinde herhangi bir degisim goézlenmemistir. Katilimcilarin 6tke ve
negatif duygulanimindaki artis kadin hareketine yonelmede Onemli bir itici gii¢ olarak
degerlendirilmistir. Sonug¢ olarak kadin cinayetlerinin medyada daha c¢ok yer almasi kadinlarin
giiclenmesi ve birbirlerine destek olmasi i¢in dnemli bulunmustur. Bulgular alan yazini ¢ergevesinde
tartisilmastir.



Photography in The Relation of Hegemonic Masculinity and Representation

Abstract

Hegemonic masculinity is a notion in gender studies and sociology that refers to the culturally
normative behavior of men and indicates a situation in which certain characteristics associated with
masculinity are glorified. Societies that attribute different meanings to the male image also make
various interventions in the forms of representation in visual culture. Especially today, with the
concepts imposed by social media and popular culture, there are examples that the phenomenon of
masculinity can move towards a hierarchical structure not only in the heteronormative structure but
also outside the binary gender facility. When it comes to visual culture, the concept of representation
reveals the various ways in which images, icons and "reality" are presented and can reproduce or
invert existing normative structures. In line with the ideological examples that can be criticized in a
multi-layered way and the discourses of related theorists, the main questions of this study are how
the artists, who problematize their responses to the network of relations based on the supremacy of
masculinity and reveal this scrutiny using the language of photography, interact with the perception
of reality, the concept of masculinity and gender, and their approaches to the forms of representation
in visual culture and contemporary photography. The subjective perspectives and discourses of the
artists, who examine cultural debates on gender and carry them into their works, reveal their
subjective perspectives and discourses on various power schemes in a political manner, allowing for
readings that criticize the dominant constructs of masculinity. Related photographs can also bring
new ways of seeing and aesthetic interpretations to the culture of representation. In this framework,
the study discusses the possible effects of these thought constructions on the perception of gender in
the context of the photographic productions of the artists who present examples of the concept of
representation and its questioning. As a result of the study, the relationship between the artists who
use photography in conjunction with masculinity and gender, their works and the method they use
will be contextually revealed.

Ozet

Hegemonik erkeklik, toplumsal cinsiyet calismalari ve sosyolojide erkeklerin kiiltiirel olarak
normatiflestirilen davraniglarini isaret eden bir mefthumdur ve erkeklikle iliskilendirilen belirli
ozelliklerin yticeltildigi bir durumu gostermektedir. Erkek imgesine birbirinden farkli anlamlar
yukleyen toplumlar, gorsel Kkiiltiirdeki temsil big¢imlerine de muhtelif miidahalelerde
bulunmaktalardir. Ozellikle giiniimiizde sosyal medyanin ve popiiler kiiltiiriin dayatt1g1 kavramlar ile
erkeklik olgusunun yalnizca heteronormatif yapilanmada degil ikili cinsiyet tesisi disinda da
hiyerarsik bir yapiya dogru gidebilecegine dair drneklere rastlanmaktadir. Gorsel kiiltiir s6z konusu
oldugunda temsil kavrami, imgelerin, ikonlarin, “gercekligin” cesitli sunulma bi¢imini ortaya
koymaktadir ve mevcut normatif yapilar1 yeniden iiretebilmekte ya da bunlar ters yiiz
edebilmektedir. Cok katmanli sekilde elestirilebilecek ideolojik Ornekler ve iliskili kuramcilarin
sOylemleri dogrultusunda, erkekligin ustiinliigiine dayali iliskiler agi konusundaki karsiliklarin
problemleri haline getiren ve bu irdelemeyi fotografin dilini kullanarak ortaya koyan sanatgilarin
giintimiizdeki gerceklik algisi, erkeklik kavrami ve cinsiyet ile olan etkilesimlerinin nasil oldugu,
gorsel kiiltiirde ve g¢agdas fotografta temsil bigcimlerine olan yaklasimlari, bu caligmanin temel
sorularmi olusturmaktadir. Toplumsal cinsiyetle ilgili kiiltiirel tartigmalar1 inceleyen ve eserlerine
tagiyan sanatcilarin, muhtelif iktidar semalarina olan 6znel bakis agilarin1 ve sdylemlerini politik bir



bicimde ortaya koymalari, egemen erkeklik kurgularini elestirir nitelikte okumalar yapilabilmesine
olanak saglamaktadir. Ilgili fotograflar, temsil kiiltiirine de yeni gdrme bigimleri ve estetik
yorumlamalar getirebilmektedir. Bu c¢ergevede calisma, s6z konusu diisiince kurgulamalarinin
cinsiyet algisina yonelik ingasi esliginde temsil kavrami ve ona iliskin sorgulamalardan &rnekler
sunan sanatcilarin fotografik tretimleri baglamindaki olasi etkilerini tartigmaktadir. Calismanin
sonucunda fotografi, erkeklik ve toplumsal cinsiyet beraberliginde kullanan sanatcilar, yapitlart ve
kullandiklar1 yontem arasindaki iliski, baglamsal olarak ortaya konulmus olacaktir.



Self-Silencing to Heterosexism, Minority Stressors, and Depression

Abstract

In psychology, self-silencing has been mostly used to understand the experiences of depression of
heterosexual women in intimate relationships in the literature. The different dynamics within queer
relationships may not explain the relational self-silencing of sexual minorities to the same extent, and
there is little research that examines the self-silencing behavior of sexual minorities. To that end, we
developed a new measure of self-silencing to heterosexism, that sexual minorities’ silencing and
censor themselves to avoid possible negative outcomes in heterosexist environments. In line with
minority stress theory, we predicted that self-silencing to heterosexism can give insight into
internalized and externalized homophobia experiences of sexual minorities and their mental health
(i.e., depression). Our data was quantitative, and 598 sexual minorities participated through an online
survey. We found significant correlations between internalized homophobia and depression,
discrimination, and depression, but no significant association between depression and social support.
We also employed mediation analysis to test whether self-silencing mediates the relationship
between internalized homophobia and depression and that between discrimination experiences and
depression. Contrary to our expectations, the indirect effects of internalized homophobia and
discrimination on depression through self-silencing were not significant. Although self-silencing to
heterosexism is a promising concept for comprehending minority stress experiences of sexual
minorities, future studies may investigate the separate experiences of specific sexual minorities with
more distinct minority stressors since sexual minorities are not a monolithic group. Hence, a more
nuanced picture of the mental health of sexual minorities in relation to self-silencing, discrimination,
and internalized homophobia may be obtained.

Psikolojide kendini suskunlastirma, literatiirde c¢ogunlukla heteroseksiiel kadinlarin yakin
iligkilerindeki depresyon deneyimlerini anlamak i¢in kullanilmistir. Kuir iliskilerdeki farkl
dinamikler, cinsel yonelim azinliklarin iliskisel diizeyde kendini suskunlastirmasini aymi sekilde
aciklamayabilir zira cinsel azinliklarin kendini susturma davranigini inceleyen ¢ok az arastirma
bulunmaktadir. Bu amagla, bu calisma kapsaminda cinsel yonelim azinliklarin heteroseksist
ortamlarda olast olumsuz sonuglardan kacinmak icin kendilerini suskunlastirma ve sansiirleme
davraniglarin1 6lgen yeni bir heteroseksizme karst kendini suskunlastirma oOlciitii gelistirilmistir.
Azmlik stresi teorisi dogrultusunda, heteroseksizme karst kendini suskunlastirmanin cinsel
azinliklarin igsellestirilmis ve disaridan gelen homofobi deneyimleri ve ruh sagliklar1 (6rn.
depresyon) hakkinda fikir verebilecegi ongoriilmektedir. Calisma nicel olup, cinsel yonelim azinlik
gruplarindan 598 kisi ¢evrimigi bir anket aracihigiyla calismaya katilmustir. i¢sellestirilmis homofobi
ile depresyon, ayrimcilik ve depresyon arasinda anlamli korelasyonlar bulunurken, depresyon ve
sosyal destek arasinda anlamli bir iliski bulunmamistir. Ayrica, kendini suskunlagtirmanin
icsellestirilmis homofobi ile depresyon ve ayrimcilik deneyimleri ile depresyon arasindaki iliskiye
aracilik edip etmedigini test etmek icin aracilik analizi kullanilmistir. Beklentilerimizin aksine,
icsellestirilmis homofobi ve ayrimcilifin kendini suskunlagtirma yoluyla depresyon iizerindeki
dolayli etkileri anlamli bulunmamustir. Heteroseksizme karsi kendini suskunlastirma, cinsel yonelim
azinliklarmin azinlik stres deneyimlerini anlamak i¢in umut verici bir kavram olsa da, cinsel
azinliklar monolitik bir grup olmadigindan, gelecekteki calismalar c¢esitli cinsel yonelim



azinliklariin spesifik azinlik stresorleriyle olan farkli deneyimlerini arastirabilir. Boylece, kendini
susturma, ayrimcilik ve icsellestirilmis homofobi ile iligkili olarak cinsel azinliklarin mental
sagligina dair daha niiansh bir resim elde edilebilir.



Guarding the Homeland in the Age of Anti-Communist Nationalism: Turkish Kemalist Women’s
Changing Politics in the Early Cold War Years

Mesadet Maria S6zmen

Abstract

The early Cold War years witnessed major ideological and political repositioning in Turkey’s
intellectual streams, both in domestic and international realms. While secular intellectual women in
the early Republican period had defined Turkey as a pioneering anti-imperialist and pro-peace
modernizer, they later adopted increasingly aggressive discourses — especially in matters they
considered supra-political such as the Korean War, immigrants from Bulgaria, and the Cyprus
question. Simultaneously, their domestic political agenda also embraced a supra-political position
between the two dominant parties, built around an anti-communist interpretation of Kemalism. This
research analyses how women intellectuals shaped their anti-communist guardianship narratives
around their analyses on these issues based on writings in Kemalist oriented Kadin Gazetesi, and
other writings by the journal’s authors such as memoirs, opinion columns in daily newspapers, and
travelogues. The study argues that Kemalist women intellectuals’ discourse on guarding the
homeland, which had been territorial and development oriented in the Interwar Period, became more
assertive, even promoting militant expansionism occasionally, whereas their loyalty towards the
political elite became more selective and conditional, and gradually even critical and demanding.
The shifting discourses of guardianship in Kemalists’ writings show that intellectual women took
active roles in the making of anti communist nationalism in Turkey. They were neither feminist
rebels nor elite collaborators. Problematizing Turkey’s mainstream feminist historiography that reads
the 1935-1960 years as feminism’s silent years, Kemalist intellectual women’s constructions of ideal
Cold Warriors show how they shaped and challenged the official nationalist rhetoric while
maintaining Turkish exceptionalism in a lost empire.

Erken Soguk Savas yillarinda Tiikiye’de entelektiiel akimlar hem ulusal hem de uluslararasi
alanlarda biiyiik ideolojik ve siyasi doniisiimler gecirdi. Tiirkiye, Erken Cumbhuriyet yillarinda
sekiiler kadin entelektiiellerin sdylemlerinde Oncii, anti-emperyalist ve baris yanlist bir
modernlesmeci olarak 6ne ¢ikarken, ilerleyen yillarda bu sdylemler 6zellikle siyaset iistii addedilen
Kore Savasi, Bulgaristan gogmenleri ve Kibris gibi konularda giderek saldirganlasmistir. Es zamanl
olarak, Kemalist kadin entelektiieller i¢ siyasi glindemlerinde de iki basat siyasi partiye yOnelik
Kemalizmin anti-komunist yorumu etrafinda sekillenen siyaset iistii bir s0ylem insa etmislerdir. Bu
arastirma, entelektiiel kadinlarin anti-komunist vatan savunusu sdylemlerini nasil sekillendirdiklerini
Kemalist yonelimli Kadin Gazetesi’ndeki haberlere ve gazete yazarlarimin ani, diisiince yazisi,
seyahat yazilar1 gibi kaynaklara dayanarak analiz etmektedir. Calismanin temel argiiman1 Kemalist
entelektiiel kadmlarin iki savas arasi donemdeki kalkinmaci ve teritoryal vatan savunusu
sOylemlerinin giderek agresifles#gini, yer yer militan yayilmacilig1 tesvik ettigini; bunun yaninda
siyasi elitlere olan baghliklarinin daha secici ve sartli, hatta zamanla elestirel ve talepkar oldugunu
ileri siirmektedir. Degisen vatan savunusu sdylemleri, entelektiiel Kemalist kadinlarin Tiirkiye’de
anti-komunist milliyetciligin olusumunda aktif rol aldiklarini gostermektedir. Bu entelektiieller ne
sadece isbirlikgi elitler ne de feminist kahramanlard:. idealize ettikleri Soguk Savasci kurgulart bir
yandan 1935-60 arasini1 Tiirkiye’de “feminizmin sessiz yillar1” olarak okuyan ana akim feminist tarih



yazimini problematize ederken bir yandan da kaybedilmis bir imparatorlukta Tiirk istisnaciligin
stirdlirdiiklerini ve resmi milliyet¢i retorigi nasil sekillendirdiklerini ve ona nasil kars1 ¢iktiklarini
gosteriyor.



The Human Rights of Migrant Women at International Borders

Miige Alacam Bocek
Burdur Mehmet Akif Ersoy University

Abstract

This study aims to explore how gender intersects with borders. In this regard, it focuses on the
impact of the securitization of migration, particularly in relation to the right to asylum, on migrant
women’s human rights.Policies based on the assumption that migration is a manageable
phenomenon, known as 'migration management' transform the border into a zone of exception in
terms of human rights by placing it in a technical context. The fact that states perceive borders as
exception zones or exemption areas from human rights is a crucial point and causes a paradox in
terms of human rights. In particular, migrant women face unusual difficulties and sensitivities during
their journeys and border crossings. These difficulties and sensitivities become even more
unbearable as authoritarian populism increasingly targets and excludes the 'other'. In terms of
political economy, the experiences of migrant women at borders provide an opportunity to establish
connections with underclass positions. For these reasons, the protection of the human rights of
women at international borders holds critical importance in terms of international law and gender
equality. This study primarily aims to examine the human rights of migrant women at international
borders through United Nations documents, then relate the issue to current examples. The study
intends to provide a human rights critique by addressing the border in both political theory and the
context of gender. While borders already build a boundary between life and death for asylum
seekers, this situation causes additional difficulties and sensitivities for migrant women in the context
of gender. Protecting and supporting the human rights of women at international borders will allow
the intersection of gender and borders to take a positive direction in terms of the functionality of
human rights.

Bu baglamda go¢iin
ozellikle siginma hakkiyla iligkili olarak giivenliklestirilmesinin gogmen kadinlarin insan haklari
tizerindeki etkisine odaklanmaktadir. Gogilin yonetilebilir bir olgu oldugu varsayimina dayanan ‘go¢
yonetimi’ politikalart st teknik bir baglama yerlestirerek, insan haklar1 agisindan bir istisna
bolgesine doniistiirmektedir. Devletlerin sinirlar1 insan haklar1 konusunda istisna bolgeleri ya da
muafiyet alanlar1 olarak gormeleri ise kilit bir noktadir ve insan haklar1 acgisindan bir¢ok agmaz
dogurmaktadir. Ozellikle gd¢men kadinlar yolculuklar: esnasinda ve sinir gecislerinde benzersiz
zorluklarla ve hassasiyetlerle karsi karsiya kalmaktadirlar. Bu zorluklar ve hassasiyetler otoriter
poplilizmin ‘6tekiyi’ ve dislamay1 gittik¢e bir hedef haline doniistiirmesiyle daha da katlanilmaz bir
hal almaktadir. Ekonomi politik agisinda ise go¢men kadinlarin smirlarda yasadigi deneyimler
smif-alt1 konumlarla bag kurmaya imkan tanimaktadir. Bu nedenlerden dolay1, kadinlarin uluslararasi
sinirlarda insan haklarinin korunmasi uluslararast hukuk ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitli§i acisindan
kritik bir 6neme sahiptir. Bu calisma go¢men kadinlarin uluslararasi sinirlarda insan haklarini
oncelikli olarak Birlesmis Milletler metinlerinde mercek altina alarak, ardindan konuyu giincel
orneklerle iligkilendirerek ortaya koymay1 planlamaktadir. Caligma sinir1 hem siyasal kuram hem de
toplumsal cinsiyet baglaminda ele alarak bir insan haklar1 elestirisi sunmay1 amacglamaktadir. Sinirlar
siginma arayist i¢inde olanlar i¢in halihazirda yasam ve oOliim arasindaki sinir1 da meydana
getirirken, bu durum gé¢men kadinlar agisindan toplumsal cinsiyet baglaminda daha fazla zorluk ve
hassasiyet barindirmaktadir. Uluslararas1 sinirlarda kadinlarin insan haklarinin korunmasi ve



desteklenmesi; cinsiyet ve sinirin kesisimini insan haklarinin islevsellik kazanmas1 gibi olumlu bir
yone evrilmesine olanak tantyacaktir.



Working With Men in Turkey: A Quixotic Odyssey

Abstract

There has been a growing academic interest and documented field practice to engage men and boys
in gender equality for the last three decades around the world and more recently in Turkey. Based on
the discussions to how and why men and boys should be incorporated in the efforts to stop
gender-based violence and disseminate more equitable roles for men boys, global attempts to work
with men have now adopted a transformative approach to redefine patriarchy and masculinities.
However, the history of engaging men and boys in gender equality in Turkey has followed a
serpentine route, in many cases field workers and experts have been left aloof with bits and pieces of
a shreded road map due to feeble endevaors to create a civil society network of pro-feminist men,
increasingly suffocating anti-gender illiberalism, and lack of glocalized theoretical framework to
support fieldwork. This paper, in this regard, will discuss the basic strategies and principles as well
as challenges and opportunities to engage men and boys in gender equality in Turkey. As an expert in
field who has worked with a plethora of groups of men, CSOs, municipalities, professional
chambers, universities, and government offices for more than 10 years now, I will present my
personal observations and field experiences with a comparative approach to illustrate to what extent
the challenges and opportunities to engage men and boys in gender equality in Turkey resonates the
global efforts and to what extent “the special conditions of men in Turkey” require specially
designed gender-transformative strategies, and methodological and contextual nuances to raise
awareness and transform traditional norms and practices of masculinities from a pro-feminist
perspective.

Tiirkiye’de Erkeklerle Calismak: Don Kisot'un Uzun Yolculugu

Ozet

Son 30 yildir kiiresel diizeyde, ve yeni yeni Tiirkiye’de, erkekleri de toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi
miicadelesine katmak i¢in yapilan akademik caligmalar ve saha calismalarinin sayisi1 giderek
artmaktadir. Erkeklerin ve oglan ¢ocuklarinin toplumsal cinsiyete dayali siddeti durdurmak ve daha
esitlik¢i rolleri yayginlagtirmak i¢in nasil ve neden sorumluluk almasi gerektigine dair tartismalar
temelinde ilerleyen bu g¢aligmalar bugun ataerkiyi ve erkeklikleri yeniden tanimlamak amaci ile
dontistiiriici bir yaklasima odaklanmistir. Bununla birlikte, Tiirkiye’de erkekleri toplumsal cinsiyet
esitlige katma g¢abalar1 dolambagli bir yol izlemistir, bir ¢ok durumda alanda calisan aktivistler ve
akademik calisanlar, profeminist erkeklerin sivil toplum aglar1 kurmak i¢in attiklar1 zayif adimlar,
giderek artan illiberal toplumsal cinsiyet karsitlig1 hareketler ve toplumsal cinsiyete dair herhangi bir
caligmanin bir c¢irpida seytanlastirilmasi, ve saha calismalarini destekleyecek ve kiireselin
yerellestirilmesine dayali bir temel prensipler c¢ercevesinin olusturulamamasi sebebi ile, ellerinde
yirtik bir yol haritasinin parcalar ile kalakalmistir. Bu baglamda, bu sunum Tiirkiye’de erkekleri
toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine dahil etmenin temel stratejilerini ve prensiplerini oldugu kadar
zorluklarii ve olanaklarin1 da tartismaya agmay1 amaclamaktadir. Farkli 6zelliklere sahip bir ¢ok
erkek grubu, sivil toplum kurulusu, belediyeler, meslek odalari, iiniversiteler ve kamu kuruluslari ile
10 yildan fazla bir siiredir bir araya gelen bir saha ¢alismacisi olarak kisisel deneyimlerimi ve
gozlemlerimi paylagsmay1 ve “Tiirkiye’nin 6zel kosullarmin” ne odlgiide, kiiresel ¢aligmalarin elde
ettigi bulgularla karsilastirilabilecegini, profeminist bir bakis agisinin yayginlastirilmasi ve erkeklerin
esitlik¢i savunuculuk faaliyetlerine katilmasinin hangi strateji ve yontemlerle miimkiin olabilecegini
tartismay1 hedefliyorum.



Gender Reassignment in Turkish Theater in the Context of Gender

Abstract

In the last quarter of the 19th century, with the increase in the visibility of positivist thought,
scientific developments in the West were included in the agenda of the Ottoman intellectuals; this
consciousness, which became widespread in the periodicals of the period, spread to the 20th century.
Writers, who took it as their duty to share what they learned with the mission of enlightening the
public, aimed to inform the wider masses about these developments by transferring what they
learned from this source to the literary plane. While the writers, who followed the agenda, conveyed
it in a populist style reminiscent of today's parody sketches, they also left a record of how the issues
they dealt with took place in the collective imagination of their generation. In the 1930s, young
Turkey was involved in a similar process under the influence of scientific news from the West. This
time, in Berlin, 1931, a vaginoplasty surgery was performed. The first transsexual woman who
turned from male to female by undergoing a sex change came to the agenda, and not long after,
writers transferred this issue to the literary field. The gender reassignment, which was motifized for
the purpose of "making the public laugh" rather than leaving a literary testimony to history,
manifested itself in Ibniirrefik Ahmet Nuri Sekizinci's Nakis in 1931, immediately after its
appearance on the agenda. When the subject ceased to be interesting, playwrights pursued new
agendas and staged different plays. In the 1970s, a transgender protagonist reappears on the stage in
Aziz Nesin's Hakkimi Ver Hakki. Despite the forty years that have passed, there is no difference in
the interpretation of the transsexual protagonist within the boundaries of gender. From the 1970s to
the 2000s, the visibility of LGBTI+'s on the stage also increased as their visibility on the streets
increased. Especially in the plays written/performed after 2000, the pain of LGBTI+ individuals,
their outlook on life and their struggle to be themselves were emphasized. In 2012, Ebru Nihan
Celkan's play Kimsenin Olmayan Bir Giiniin Ertesiydi (It was the Aftermath of a Day No One Died)
examines the life of a transgender person from different aspects. The aim of this paper is to reveal the
presence of transsexuality in Turkish theater from a gender perspective through the three plays
mentioned above. In line with this purpose, the roles assigned to transgender individuals in the
characterization of the works will be examined and the parallels with the perception of transgender
individuals in the collective memory and in other fields of production will be shown.

Ozet

19. yilizyilin son c¢eyreginde pozitivist diisiincenin goriintirliigiinlin artmasiyla birlikte Bati’daki
bilimsel gelismeler, Osmanli aydininin glindemine dahil olmus; donemin siireli yayinlarinda
yayginlik kazanan bu biling, 20. yiizyilla da sirayet etmistir. Halki aydinlatma misyonuyla
ogrendiklerini paylagsmay1 gorev edinen yazarlar, bu kaynaktan Ogrendiklerini yazinsal diizleme
aktararak daha genis kitleleri bu gelismelerden haberdar etmeyi hedeflemislerdir. Giinceli takip eden
yazarlar, bugiiniin parodi skeglerini andirir bigimde giindemi popiilist bir iislupla aktarirken aym
zamanda ele aldiklar1 meselelerin, i¢cinde bulunduklar1 kusagin kolektif imgeleminde nasil yer
tuttuguna dair bir vesika da birakmistir. 1930’larda geng Tiirkiye, Bati’dan gelen bir bilimsel haberin
etkisiyle benzer bir siirece dahil olmustur. Bu kez, 1931°de Berlin’de vajinoplasti cerrahi ameliyatini
gecirerek erkeklikten kadinliga gecen ilk transseksiiel kadin giindeme gelmis ve aradan ¢ok zaman
gecmeden yazarlar bu meseleyi edebi sahaya nakletmislerdir. Tarihe yazinsal bir taniklik
birakmaktan ¢ok ‘“halki giildiirme” amaciyla motiflestirilen cinsiyet degisimi giindeme gelisinin
hemen ardindan 1931°de ibniirrefik Ahmet Nuri Sekizinci’nin Ndkis’inda kendini gostermistir.



Konunun ilgi ¢ekiciligi ortadan kalktiginda oyun yazarlar1 ¢ikan yeni giindemlerin pesine diiserek
farkl1 oyunlarin sahnelenmesini saglamislardir. 1970’lere gelindiginde Aziz Nesin’in kaleme aldig1
Hakkimi Ver Hakki ile transseksiiel bir oyun kahramani yeniden sahnededir. Aradan gecen kirk yila
karsin transseksiiel kahramanin toplumsal cinsiyetin sinirlarinda yorumlanmasinda bir farklilik s6z
konusu degildir. 1970’lerden 2000’lere gelindiginde sokakta goriiniirliikleri artan LGBTI+ larin
sahnedeki goriiniirliikleri de artmaktadir. Ozellikle 2000 sonrasinda yazilan/sahnelenen oyunlarda bir
giildiirii unsuru olmaktan ¢ikarilmis, LGBTI+ bireylerin acilarina, hayata bakislarma, kendi olma
miicadelelerine dikkat cekilmistir. 2012 yilinda Ebru Nihan Celkan tarafindan yazilan Kimsenin
Olmedigi Bir Giiniin Ertesiydi oyununda transseksiiel birinin hayatini farkl1 yonleriyle mercek altina
alinmistir. Hazirlanacak bildirinin  amaci, anilan ii¢ oyun {izerinden transsekstielligin Tiirk
tiyatrosundaki varligini toplumsal cinsiyet perspektifinden ortaya koymaktir. Bu amag¢ dogrultusunda
eserlerin karakterizasyonunda trans bireylere bigilen roller irdelenecek ve yakin donem Tiirk
tiyatrosunda beliren transsekstiel bireylerin kolektif bellekte yer bulan ve diger iiretim alanlarindaki
algi ile paralellikleri gosterilecektir.



“Your beloved father has come and looks at us:” Representations of Fatherhood and Manhood in
Lullabies.

N. ipek Hiiner
Bogazici University

Abstract

This presentation primarily questions if it is possible to talk about an idealized image of
manhood/fatherhood and the role of the family in creating this image. This study argues that it is
impossible to speak of a uniform and standardized male image, and one has to consider age, social
status, and familial relations in creating the idealized male image. After discussing how manhood is
constructed in lullabies, this presentation will focus on moments of the father’s absence in lullabies.
While fathers are frequently referred to, their absence is at the center—not their presence. In many
lullabies referring to the fathers, they are in distant lands, in military service, at work, or on their
way. Their arrival is sometimes a promise or a wish, but it is sometimes perceived as a threat. In this
context, this presentation will question how fatherhood and patriarchy are reproduced via lullabies
and seek nuanced-readings. This study argues that the lullabies not only reproduce the existing
patriarchal system and are an outlet for complaints about absent fathers but also active tools for
women to speak out. As such, the performance of the lullaby can also become a tool to question and
criticize the given social hierarchies. Finally, this presentation will discuss the significance of the
historical context in studying lullabies. It will contemplate the perceived “timeless”/ “contextless”
condition of the lullaby collections and how written records may change our perceptions of lullabies.

“Babacigin Gelmis Bize Bakiyor:” Ninnilerde Babalik ve Erkeklik Temsilleri

Ozet

Bu sunumda, ilk olarak ninnilerde ideal bir erkeklik/baba imgesinden bahsedilip bahsedilemeyecegi
ve aile baglarinin bu imgeyi olusturmadaki rolii tartigilacaktir. Bu ¢alismanin iddiasi, tekdiize ve tek
tip bir erkeklikten bahsedilemeyecegi, yas, toplumsal statii ve aile baglarinin ideal erkek imgesini
olustururken goz oniinde bulundurulmasi gerektigidir. Ninnilerde erkekligin nasil kurgulandiginin
tartisilmasinin ardindan, ninnilerde babanin yoklugundan bahseden anlara odaklanilacaktir.
Ninnilerde baba siklikla zikredilmekle beraber, anlatilan babanin kendisi degil yoklugudur. Babaya
atifta bulunan ninnilerin biiyiik cogunlugunda baba gurbette, askerde, uzakta, yolda ya da istedir.
Babanin gelmesi kimi zaman bir vaat, kimi zaman bir dilek igerir, bazense bir tehdittir. Bu baglamda
babalik ve ataerkinin ninnilerde nasil yeniden iiretildigi sorgulanirken bir yandan da yakin okumayla
farkli olasiliklar degerlendirilecektir. Burada sunulan iddaa, ninnilerin salt mevcut ataerkil sistemi
yeniden yaratmadigi, annenin sadece babanin yoklugundan sikayet etmedigi, bununla birlikte
ninnilerin bir tiir disavurum / ifade sekli olabilecegidir. Bu sekilde ninni icrasi, verili toplumsal
cinsiyet hiyerarsisini sorgulamak i¢in de bir ara¢ haline gelebilir. Ugiincii ve son olarak ise ninnilerde
tarihsel baglamin 6nemi tartisilacaktir. Genellikle derlenerek olusturulan ninni kiilliyatlarinin tarihsel
arkaplandan kopukluklarinin ne anlama gelebilecegi ve toplumsal cinsiyet imgeleri iizerine
diisiiniirken farkli kayitlara (bu Ornekte, mecmua v.b. el yazmalarina) atifta bulunulmasinin
tartigmalara neler katabilecegi ele alinacaktir.



Looking Back, Looking Forward: Masculinist Restorations in Modern Turkish History

Nazife Kosukoglu
University of Galway

Abstract

Around the early 2010s, Turkey entered into a masculinist restoration period. From political
discourse to legal interpretation, much has changed in this backlash process. In this presentation, I
examine this contemporary process in conjunction with the two earlier masculinist restoration
periods (1938-1960 and 1980-1998). How do such restorations happen? What do they entail? And,
what lessons may we derive from them for improving our strategies of resistance? These are my
main questions. In this presentation, which is based on extensive empirical research, I claim that
these masculinist restorations follow a pattern. Analyzing an array of sources such as law books,
legislation, reports of state agencies, parliamentary records, and decisions of the Court of Cassation, |
first show that all these restorations unfolded through the production and escalation of a two-tiered
crisis discourse revolving around sexual freedom and diversity on the one hand and the need for
saving the family on the other. While they did not organize anti-LGBTI+ rallies, earlier restorators
also weaponized this issue, promoting a similar moral panic. Second, I demonstrate that all of these
restoration periods entailed the expansion of accommodations provided for gender violence in the
field of law, giving more leeway to violent men. On this basis, I argue that such restorations should
be seen as life-and-death matters for women and that feminist strategies of resistance must include an
insistence on embracing the values of sexual freedom and diversity.

Tiirkiye 2010’larin basinda eril bir restorasyon siirecine girdi. Bu gerileme siirecinde, siyasal
soylemden hukuki yoruma pek cok sey degisti. Bu sunumda, devam etmekte olan bu siireci
geemisteki iki eril restorasyon siireci (1938-1960 ve 1980-1998) ile birlikte degerlendirecegim. Bu
tiir restorasyonlar nasil meydana gelir? Bu silireglerde neler olur? Ve bu siireglerden direnis
stratejilerimizi giiclendirmek i¢in ne gibi dersler ¢ikarabiliriz? Bu sunumun temel sorular1 bunlardir.
Kapsamli bir ampirik arastirmaya dayanan bu sunumda, bu eril restorasyonlarin belirli bir semay1
takip ettigini iddia ediyorum. Hukuk kitaplari, kanun metinleri, devlet kurumlarinin raporlari,
parlamento belgeleri ve Yargitay kararlar1 gibi ¢esitli kaynaklara dayanan bu incelemede ilk olarak,
Tiirkiye’deki restorasyon siire¢lerinin hepsinin bir yanda cinsel 6zgiirliikk ve cesitlilik, diger yanda
aileyi kurtarma ihtiyaci etrafinda donen iki katmanl bir kriz sGyleminin iiretilmesi ve tirmanmasi ile
ortaya ¢iktigini gdsterecegim. LGBTI+ karsit1 yiiriiyiisler diizenlemeseler de, dnceki restorasyonlarin
onciileri de bu meseleyi kullanmis ve benzer bir ahlaki panik iiretmislerdir. ikinci olarak, bu
restorasyonlarin hepsinin hukuk alaninda eril siddete taninan himayenin gii¢clendirilmesini ve siddet
faili erkeklere daha fazla alan agilmasimi da igerdigini gosterecegim. Bu temelde, bu tiir
restorasyonlarin kadinlar agisindan 6liim kalim meselesi olarak goriilmesi gerektigini ve feminist
direnis stratejilerinin cinsel 6zgiirliik ve gesitliligi kucaklama israrin1 mutlaka icermesi gerektigini
One slirecegim.



Unveiling LGBTI+s’ Everyday Resistances and Spatial Negotiations in Istanbul

Neyir Zerey
Middle East Technical University

Abstract

My research, rooted in ethnographic fieldwork conducted in Istanbul from 2015 to 2016, which
included 20 face-to-face interviews, and numerous hours of participant observation in the field,
delves into the intricate tapestry of resistance and liberation tactics employed by LGBTI+s living in
Istanbul. 1 scrutinized both micro and macro forms of resistance, drawing from Lefebvre’s
conceptualization of the microgestural and macrogestural realms. Informed by Scott’s theoretical
framework on resistance and De Certeau’s exploration of its individualistic forms, my work took into
account the overlooked realm of everyday resistance. This dimension encompasses the subtle yet
potent tactics of resistance, including the negotiation of sexed and gendered bodies, the expression of
queerness, and the use of humor, sarcasm, and Lubunca, a unique queer slang.My presentation will
delve into the complex relationship between LGBTI+s and different layers of the urban space in
Istanbul. It will explore LGBTI+s’ lived experiences, imaginations, and conceptions of urban life,
emphasizing socio-spatial processes in identity construction, bodily expression, tactical resilience,
and spatial meaning-making. Through the lenses of micro and macro resistance, I aim to illuminate
mechanisms of resilience across ordinary and extraordinary occurrences, ultimately contributing to
the creation of safe spaces or “cocoons”, as I called them.In tandem with the conference’s agenda, I
believe that in times of adversity and backlash, my research would underscore the importance of
understanding and amplifying these everyday forms of resistance as vital tools for advancing
feminist and queer social and political agendas in Turkey.

LGBTI+larn Istanbul’daki Giindelik Direnisleri ve Mekansal Miicadeleleri

Ozet

2015-2016 yillar1 arasinda Istanbul’da yiiriittiigiim 20 yiiz yiize goriisme ve alanda katilime1 gdzlemi
iceren etnografik saha galismasina dayanan arastirmam, Istanbul’da yasayan LGBTI+larin giindelik
direnis ve Ozgiirlesme taktiklerinin karmasik dokusunu derinlemesine incelemeyi hedeflemektedir.
Aragtirma kapsaminda Lefebvre’in mikrojestiiral ve makrojestiiral kavramsallagtirmasindan
yararlanarak hem mikro ve hem makro direnis bicimlerini incelenmistir. Scott’un direnis iizerine
kurdugu teorik ¢erceve ve De Certeau’nun bireysel direnis formlari ilizerine yaptigi ¢alismalardan
etkilenen arastirma, gilindelik direnisin genellikle g6z ardi1 edilen boyutunu da ele almayi
hedeflemektedir. Bu boyut, bedenlerin miizakeresini, kuirligin ifadesini ve mizah, igneleme ve
Lubunca kullanimini icermektedir.Sunumum, LGBTI+’larmn Istanbul’daki kentsel mekanin farkli
katmanlariyla olan karmagsik iliskisine odaklanacaktir. Sunumum LGBTI+’larin  yasam
deneyimlerini, hayallerini ve kentsel yasam algilarini irdelerken; kimlik olusturma siireglerinde,
bedensel ifade, taktiksel direnis ve mekéansal anlam olusturmada sosyo-mekansal siireglere vurgu
yapacaktir. Mikro ve makro mercekler araciligiyla, siradan/giindelik ve olaganiistii olaylar karsisinda

The Forest-Entangled Lives of Rural Women in Mugla and Their Struggles Against Deforestation

Nihan Bozok

Abstract

In this presentation, I will focus on the lives of women in Mugla villages intertwined with the forest
ecosystem and explain how they have become the main actors in forest defense in the face of
deforestation in the region. The forests along the Aegean coast of Turkey are an important part of the
rich biodiversity of the Mediterranean Basin. Life in rural Mugla has been shaped by the presence of
forests for centuries. Since the 2000s, Mugla has lost one-third of its forests to fires, mining, and
logging. This loss constitutes nearly half of the forest loss in Turkey. In this presentation, I will
discuss how women’s lives have been transformed by deforestation, based on ethnographic fieldwork
I conducted in Mugla’s forest settlements between 2018 and 2023. I will highlight three primary
themes in my presentation about how rural women and forests are intertwined in the same web of
life: First, women have always had an affinity for forests and an understanding of their ecosystem,
which dates back to their formative years. These roots include forest-related knowledge, fairy tales,
games, and toys. Second, women participate in foraging and have a wealth of knowledge regarding
food plants and non-wood forest products that thrive in forests. Women can overcome rural poverty
and create a common area for female friendships in the forest by foraging. Third, women are clearing
the forest cover—a crucial step in preventing wildfires—and creating a web of life on the forest’s
foundation that supports a variety of species by relocating their beehives, cutting grass for their
animals, and grazing goats. Deforestation signifies the end of women’s sustainable lifestyles and
their interwoven lifestyles with the natural world. In my presentation, I’'ll draw on an ecofeminist
viewpoint, Tsing’s idea of “living in the ruins of capitalism”, Kimmener’s “indigenous wisdom”, and
Barad’s “entanglement” to try to understand and explain the sociopolitical and cultural context of
women's struggle against deforestation in Mugla.

Bu sunumda, Mugla kdylerindeki kadinlarin orman ekosistemiyle i¢ ice gecmis yasamlarina
odaklanarak, bolgedeki ormansizlagma sonucunda nasil orman savunmasinin basat aktorleri
olduklarim1 anlatacagim. Tiirkiye’nin Ege kiyilarindaki ormanlar Akdeniz Canagi’nin zengin
biyolojik cesitliliginin 6nemli parcasidir. Mugla kirinda hayat yilizyillardir orman varliiyla
bigimlenmistir. 2000’lerden bu yana Mugla yanginlar, madencilik ve aga¢ kesimi sebebiyle
ormanlarinin {igte birini kaybetmistir. Bu kayip Tiirkiye’deki orman kaybinin yariya yakinim
olusturmaktadir. Bu sunumunda 2018-2023 yillar1 arasinda Mugla’nin orman yerlesimlerinde
ylrlittigim etnografik saha calismasina dayanarak kadinlarin yagaminin ormansizlagsmayla birlikte
nasil doniistiiglinii tartisacagim. Sunumda, kirdaki kadinlarin ve ormanlarin ayni yasam agina
karigmastyla ilgili {i¢ ana Oriintiiye odaklanacagim: Birincisi, kadinlarin ormana dair anilar1 ve orman
ekosistemine dair kavrayislar1 erken ¢cocukluklarina kadar uzanan derin koklere sahiptir. Bu koklerde
ormanla ilgili bilgiler, masallar, oyunlar ve oyuncaklar bulunmaktadir. ikincisi, kadmlarin
ormanlarda yetisen yenilebilir bitkiler ve odun dis1 orman iiriinleri hakkinda muazzam bilgisi vardir
ve toplayicilik yaparlar. Toplayicilik sayesinde kadinlar kirsal yoksullukla bas ederken, ormam
kadinlarin arkadashgi igin bir alan ve bir miisterek haline getirirler. Ugiinciisii, kadimnlar ar
kovanlarin1 gezdirerek, hayvanlar1 igin ot bigerek, ke¢i otlatarak hem ormanin 6rtli temizligini
yapiyor (bu 6nemli bir yangin énleme yoludur) hem de farkli tiirlerin beslendigi yasam agini orman



temelinde dokuyorlar. Ormansizlasma kadinlarin tiim bu stirdiiriilebilir aliskanliklarinin ve dogayla
dolasik yasama bicimlerinin yok olmasi demektir. Sunumda, ekofeminist bakis a¢isindan beslenerek
ve Tsing’in “kapitalizmin enkazlarinda yasamak”, Kimmener’in “yerli bilgeligi” ve Barad’in
“dolasiklik” kavramlarina basvurarak Mugla’da kadinlarin ormansizlasmaya karst verdikleri
miicadelenin sosyo-politik ve kiiltlirel arka planin1 anlamaya ve anlatmaya c¢alisacagim.



The September 12, 1980 Military Coup in the Focus of Political Reflections of Women's
Intergenerational Memory

Abstract

The September 12, 1980 military coup was one of the important turning points that changed the
social, economic and political atmosphere of the Turkey. In the socialist movement, which was one
of the leading political movements before the coup, women of various ages and identities took part in
the movement. Nevertheless, in social memory, the socialist movement is remembered only for the
struggle of socialist men and the coup d'état for the torture of these men. Women have played an
important role in Turkey's struggle for human rights, in the construction of various political
movements, and in linking these movements with the socialist movement, both before, during and
after the coup. These women's struggles influenced the next generation, including their own
daughters. Although not included in the official memory, women's struggles have created their own
memory. This study examines the political repercussions of the transmission of memory between
women in the pre-coup socialist movement and their daughters. My analysis will be based on a paper
I wrote and defended in the Women's Studies program at Istanbul University in 2022 titled "Coup,
Gender and Memory: The September 12, 1980 Coup d'état: Memory Transmission Among Women."
In my thesis, I interviewed 6 women who were engaged in socialist struggle before the September 12
coup d'état, their 5 daughters and a woman who was a child during the coup d'état. In this study
based on the oral history method, I will describe women's memories of their own past in the context
of their present ideologies and the political attitudes of their daughters in relation to this memory.

12 Eylil 1980 askeri darbesi iilkenin sosyal, ekonomik ve politik atmosferini degistiren 6nemli
kirilma noktalarindan biri olmustur. Darbe Oncesi politik hareketlerin basinda gelen sosyalist
harekette ¢esitli yaslardan ve kimliklerden kadinlar hareketin i¢erisinde yer almiglardir. Buna ragmen
toplumsal bellekte sosyalist hareket yalnizca sosyalist erkeklerin miicadelesi, darbe ise bu erkeklere
yapilan iskence ile hatirlanmistir. Kadinlar darbe dncesinde oldugu gibi darbe siireci ve sonrasinda da
Tiirkiye’nin insan haklar1 miicadelesinde ve c¢esitli politik hareketlerin ingasinda, bu hareketler ile
sosyalist hareketin bag kurmasinda 6nemli roller edinmislerdir. Kadinlarin bu miicadeleleri, i¢inde
kendi kizlarinin da yer aldig1 kendilerinden sonraki kusag etkilemistir. Resmi bellekte yer almasa da
kadinlarin miicadeleleri kendi bellegini yaratmistir. Bu ¢alisma darbe oncesi sosyalist harekette yer
alan kadinlar ve onlarin kizlar1 arasindaki bellek aktariminin politik yansimalarini incelemektedir.
Yapacagim incelemede Istanbul Universitesi Kadin Calismalar1 programimda 2022’de yazdigim ve
savundugum “Darbe, Cinsiyet ve Bellek: 12 Eyliil 1980 Darbesine Iliskin Kadinlar Aras1 Bellek
Aktarim1” baglikli yliksek lisans tezimin bulgularindan yararlanacagim. Tez ¢alismamda 12 Eyliil
darbesi Oncesi sosyalist miicadele veren 6 kadin, onlarin 5 kiz1 ve darbe siirecinde ¢ocuk olan bir
kadin ile goriistiim. So6zli tarih yontemine dayanan bu incelemede kadinlarin bugiinkii ideolojileri
ekseninde kendi ge¢mislerine dair bellekleri ve kizlarinin bu bellekle kurduklar iligski dolayisiyla
politik tutumlar1 anlatacagim.



Implementation Results of ""Equality Workshop with Men" for Men Working in Textile Sector

Abstract

PURPOSE: The "Equality Workshop with Men", developed by ACEV - Equality Matters" in 2021,
aims to facilitate the gender-sensitive transformation of men working in production in the textile
industry and their role in the egalitarian transformation in the workplace. The main goal of the
workshop is for participants to recognize gender inequality in all areas of life, to think about what
can be done as a man to achieve equality in daily and business life, and to take action. In this way, it
is also seen how different workplace cultures affect men's understanding of gender equality. The
workshop, which was prepared with an inclusive approach taking into account the possible resistance
of the participants on the subject, was structured under the sections of masculinity roles, the impact
of inequalities on women, gender inequality in business life, and what can be done to achieve
equality. METHOD: The workshop was conducted face-to-face with 223 male employees from 19
organizations. Since it is aimed for the participants to take action on the issue, in the "What Can Be
Done?" section of the workshop, concrete examples are taken from the participants about what they
can do as an individual, an employee and someone close to children to ensure gender equality and
egalitarian masculinity. After the workshop, participants were asked to complete an evaluation form
prepared on a 5-point Likert scale and evaluate the workshop and the topic. CONCLUSIONS: The
results of the workshop series were predominantly supportive of egalitarian transformation. It was
observed that the high level of interest of managers in the workplace had positive effects on male
participants. The results obtained through evaluation forms and observer notes show that men's
interest in the issue has changed positively with the increase in gender equality activities in
organizations.

AMAC: ACEV - Esitlige Deger tarafindan 2021 yilinda gelistirilen “Erkeklerle Esitlik Atolyesi”,
tekstil sektoriinde liretimde calisan erkeklerin toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine duyarli doniigiimlerinin ve
is yerindeki esitlik¢i doniisiimde rol almalarinin kolaylastirilmasi amaciyla hazirlanmistir. Atdlyenin
temel hedefi; katilimcilarin hayatin her alaninda toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligini fark etmeleri, bir
erkek olarak esitligi saglamak icin giindelik ve is hayatinda yapilabilecekleri diistinmek ve harekete
gecmek olarak belirlenmistir. Bu sekilde, farkli is yeri kiiltiirlerinin erkeklerin toplumsal cinsiyet
esitligi anlayisin1 ne sekilde etkiledigi de goriilmektedir. Katilimcilarin konuya dair olas1 direngleri
dikkate alinarak kapsayici bir yaklasimla hazirlanan atolye; erkeklik rolleri, esitsizliklerin kadinlar
tizerindeki etkisi, i yasaminda toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligi ve esitligi saglamak icin yapilabilecekler
béliimleri altinda yapilandirilmisti. YONTEM: Atélye, 19 kurumdan 223 erkek calisana yiiz yiize
uygulanmistir. Katilimcilarin konuya dair aksiyon almalari hedeflendiginden, atdlyenin “Neler
Yapilabilir?” boliimiinde bir birey, bir calisan ve g¢ocuklara yakin biri olarak toplumsal cinsiyet
esitligi ve esitlik¢i erkekligi saglamak adma yapabilecekleri konusunda katilimcilardan somut
ornekler almir. Atdlye sonrasinda katilimcilardan 5°1i Likert Olgek {izerinden hazirlanmis
degerlendirme formu iletilmis ve atdlye ile konunun degerlendirilmesi istenir. SONUC: Atdlye
serisinin tamaminda agirlikli olarak esitlik¢i doniisiimii destekleyen sonuglar elde edilmistir. Is
yerinde yoneticilerin konuya olan ilgilerinin yiiksek olmasiin erkek katilimcilarda olumlu etkiler
gosterdigi gozlemlenmistir. Degerlendirme formlariyla elde edilen sonuglar ve godzlemci notlari,
kurumlarin toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine yonelik aktivitelerin artmasiyla erkeklerin de konuya olan
ilgilerinin pozitif yonde degistigini géstermektedir.



A Qualitative Evaluation on the Informed Consent of Women in Caesarean Section

Abstract

The concept of informed consent means that the patient voluntarily accepts the medical intervention
with his/her free will after being fully and adequately informed about the medical interventions to be
performed. In the context of our thesis, which was completed at Ankara University, Institute of
Social Sciences, Department of Women's Studies, Integrated PhD program, the main purpose of the
study was to examine whether the informed consent of the woman was obtained within the
framework of cesarean section practices, how much informed consent was obtained, and whether the
informed consent was obtained properly from a bioethical perspective. The problem was approached
from the perspective of women. A qualitative study was conducted with the participation of 10
women who had experienced cesarean section. The interviewees' reasons for preferring caesarean
section, their thoughts on caesarean section, the decision mechanism and their value discourses on
the practice of informed consent in caesarean section were obtained through in-depth interviews
using a questionnaire. The data obtained from in-depth interviews were evaluated by thematic
analysis method. Valuational discourses that came to the fore in the interviews were categorized into
context, main theme and sub-themes. According to the findings of the study, it was observed that
individual, social/environmental and physician factors played a role in the preference for cesarean
section, and that vaginal delivery and fear of pain were important factors. In the context of opinions,
it was observed that the number of interviewees who evaluated cesarean delivery negatively was
high. Shortage of materials to learn about caesarean section. However, it was determined that the fear
of vaginal delivery hindered the desire to have information. Regarding the decision on the mode of
delivery, the interviewees agreed that this should be a joint decision of the physician and the woman.
The method used for informed consent and the scope of the information were examined, it was found
that informed consent was not duly implemented ethically and that the scope of the information
given to women did not include all the elements that should be included in informed consent. As a
result, in the context of our study, it was seen that the condition of informing the woman, which is a
condition for giving consent autonomously, was not sufficiently provided.

Aydinlatilmis onam kavrami, hastanin gerceklestirilecek tibbi miidahaleler konusunda tam ve yeterli
bilgilendirilmesinden sonra tibbi miidahaleyi 6zgiir iradesiyle goniillii olarak kabul etmesi anlamina
gelmektedir. Ankara Universitesi Sosyal Bilimler Enstitiisii Kadin Calismalart Anabilim Dali
Biitlinlesik Doktora programinda tamamlanan tez ¢alismamiz baglaminda sezaryen uygulamalari
cercevesinde kadinin aydinlatilmis onaminin alimip alinmadigi, ne kadar aydinlatildigi, alinan
aydinlatilmis onamin ise usuliine gore alinip alinmadigiin biyoetik agidan incelenmesi ¢alismanin
temel amacii olusturmustur. Soruna kadinlarin perspektifinden yaklasilmistir. Sezaryen siirecini
yasamis 10 kadinin katilimiyla nitel bir arastirma gerceklestirilmistir. Goriismecilerin sezaryen
dogumu tercih nedenleri, sezaryen konusundaki diisiinceleri, karar mekanizmasi ve sezaryen
dogumda aydmlatilmis onam uygulamasina iliskin degersel sOylemleri, hazirlanan soru formu
iizerinden derinlemesine goriismeler yapilarak elde edilmistir. Derinlemesine goriismelerden elde
edilen veriler, tematik analiz yontemi ile degerlendirilmistir. Gorligmelerde 6ne ¢ikan degersel
sOylemler, baglam, ana tema ve alt temalara ayrilmistir. Arastirmanin bulgularina gore; sezaryen
tercihi konusunda bireysel, toplumsal/cevresel ve hekim faktorlerinin rol oynadigi, vajinal dogum ve
agr1 korkusunun 6nemli bir etken oldugu goriilmiistiir. Diisiinceler baglaminda, sezaryen dogumu



olumsuz olarak degerlendiren goriismecilerin sayisinin fazla olduguna ulagilmistir. Sezaryen dogum
konusunda bilgi edinme konusunda materyal sikintis1 yasamadiklari ancak vajinal dogum
korkusunun bilgi sahibi olma istegine ket vurdugu tespit edilmistir. Dogum sekli karari ile ilgili
olarak, bunun hekim ve kadinin ortak karari1 olmasi gerektigi konusunda goriismeciler ortak fikir
beyan etmislerdir. Aydinlatilmis onam konusunda uygulanan yontem ve bilgilendirmenin kapsami
hususlar1 incelenmis, aydinlatilmis onamin etik agidan usuliine uygun olarak uygulanmadigi,
kadinlara yapilan bilgilendirmenin kapsaminin aydinlatilmis onamda yer almasi gereken tiim
unsurlari icermedigi bulgularina ulasilmistir. Sonug olarak, ¢alismamiz baglaminda, kadin i¢in 6zerk
olarak onam vermenin kosulu olan bilgilendirme sartinin yeterince saglanmadig1 goriilmiistiir.



Men's Gender Role Conflict and Father's Involvement in Child Care in Turkey

Abstract

Promoting fathers' active involvement in childcare is essential for transforming gender norms,
achieving gender equality, and creating a more inclusive and egalitarian society where care
responsibilities are shared by all caregivers regardless of gender. However, Gender Role Conflict
(GRC), which can be defined as a psychological state in which socialized gender roles have negative
consequences on the person or others, can functions a barrier to fathers' participation in childcare.
Gender role conflict occurs when rigid, sexist, or restrictive gender roles result in personal
restrictions, devaluation, or violation of others or self. This study, for the first time in Turkey, applies
standardized scales to 244 fathers from 23 provinces to examine the relationship between father
involvement in childrearing and gender role conflict. The study revealed a significant negative
relationship between father involvement and GRC. The negative relationship between GRC and
father involvement can potentially be elucidated by considering the psychological dynamics at play.
Fathers with higher GRC levels may experience a substantial disconnect between their idealized
self-image and their actual self-perception. This disparity might lead them to project their own
unwanted aspects, such as feelings of incompetence, onto their children. Consequently, they could
resort to controlling their children and employing punitive or negative disciplinary methods in an
attempt to enforce stereotypical masculine traits. This process of projecting their insecurities onto
their children may result in strained relationships and emotional turmoil for both the fathers and their
offspring, contributing to a borderline psychological state in which feminine traits of fathers remain
unowned. It underscores the significance of addressing and addressing these psychological issues to
promote healthier and more nurturing father-child relationships. The findings also showed that there
were significant associations between gender role conflict and several demographic variables such as
average time spent with children, mother and father's age, educational level, and preferences
regarding the gender of the next child. Fathers who experienced higher levels of GRC tended to
spend less time with their children which suggests that social expectations and traditional gender
roles may prevent fathers from participating in childcare activities. The research highlights the
importance of addressing gender role conflict to encourage fathers' active involvement in childcare
activities.

Tiirkiye’de Erkeklerin Toplumsal Cinsiyet Rol Catismasi ve Babalarin Cocuk Bakimina Katilin

Ozet

Babalarin ¢ocuk bakimina aktif katilimmi tesvik etmek, toplumsal cinsiyet normlarinin
doniistiiriilebilmesi, toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin saglanmast ve bakim sorumluluklarinin
cinsiyetlerinden bagimsiz olarak tiim ebeveynler tarafindan paylasildigi daha kapsayici ve esitlikci
bir toplum yaratmak i¢in gereklidir. Fakat toplumsal cinsiyet rollerine dair kisisel tutumlar1 ve
davraniglar1 toplumsal beklentiler ve normlarla ¢atistiginda bireylerin yasadigi gerilim ve zorlanma
hali olarak tanimlanabilecek olan Toplumsal Cinsiyet Rol Catismasi’nin (TCRC), babalarin ¢ocuk
bakimina katilmasinin oniinde bir engel olabilecegi ongoriilmektedir. Bu arastirma, Tiirkiye’de ilk
defa baba katilimi ile TCRC iligkisini incelemek icin 23 ilinden 244 babaya standardize Olcekler
uygulayarak babanin ¢ocuk yetistirme siirecine katiliminin toplumsal cinsiyet rolleriyle iliskisini
incelemektedir. Bulgular, baba katilimi ile TCRC arasinda negatif yonde anlamli bir iliskili oldugunu
gostermistir. Daha yiiksek TCRC seviyelerine sahip babalar, idealize edilmis benlik imajlar ile
gercek benlik algilar1 arasinda 6nemli bir kopukluk yasayabilirler. Bu uyumsuzluk, yetersizlik
duygular1 gibi kendi istenmeyen yonlerini ¢ocuklarina yansitmalarina yol agabilir. Sonug olarak,



cocuklarii kontrol etmek ve basmakalip erkeksi 6zellikleri dayatmak amaciyla cezalandiric1 veya
olumsuz disiplin yoOntemleri kullanmaya basvurabilirler. Bu yansitmali 6zdeslesme siirecleri
babalarin kadinlikla iliskili oldugunu diisiindiikleri 6zelliklerini sahiplenmedigi ve boliinmiis bir
ruhsalligin ortaya ¢iktig1 bir duruma sebep olabilir. Bu durum en temelde ikili toplumsal cinsiyet
dinamiklerinin yeniden yaratilmasindaki temel dinamiklere katkida bulunmaktadir. Bulgular,
toplumsal cinsiyet rolii catigmasi ile ¢ocuklarla gegirilen ortalama siire, anne ve babanin yasi, egitim
diizeyi ve bir sonraki ¢ocugun cinsiyetine iliskin tercihler gibi ¢esitli demografik degiskenler
arasinda da anlamli iligkiler oldugunu gdstermistir. Daha yiiksek diizeyde TCRC deneyimleyen
babalarin ¢ocuklariyla daha az zaman gecirme egiliminde oldugu goriilmistiir. Bu durum, toplumsal
beklentilerin ve geleneksel toplumsal cinsiyet rollerinin babalarin ¢ocuk bakim faaliyetlerine
katilimin1 engelleyebilecegini diisiindiirmektedir. Arastirma, babalarin ¢ocuk bakim faaliyetlerine
aktif katilmimi tesvik etmek icin toplumsal cinsiyet rol catigmasini ele almanin Onemini
vurgulamaktadir.



Gender Identity of religious women and Im/possibility of Gender Politics

Abstract

This study investigates the impact of Turkey's changing gender regime since 2002, under AKP rule,
on the daily perceptions and experiences of religious women. The gender regime of the past two
decades is examined in light of existing critical literature, taking into account feminist backlash,
anti-gender and pro-family discourses and political interventions. While some religious women
identify as Muslim feminists and hold critical views, this research focuses on those who may not
actively engage in public activism. The primary objective of this study is to comprehend the
boundaries of self-perceived gender identity among religious women within the context of the AKP's
religious conservative gender regime. Data for this investigation were gathered through
semi-structured interviews conducted with 16 self-identified religious women who entered education
or the workforce after 2000. These interviews, conducted between July and August 2023, explored a
wide range of topics, including family dynamics, experiences in the public sphere, social
relationships, modernity, secularism, the headscarf movement, feminism, and politics. Participants
were selected using snowball sampling, with ages ranging from 20 to 31 and an average age of 24.
Nine participants were employed, while seven were university students. All participants were
unmarried, except for one. Eleven of them resided in Istanbul, with the others living in cities such as
Ankara, Kahramanmaras, Karaman, Rize, and Giresun. On average, the interviews lasted
approximately 69 minutes. This study aims to shed light on the lived experiences of religious women
in a rapidly evolving gender landscape influenced by political and social forces.

Dindar Kadinlarin Cinsiyet Kimligi ve Cinsiyet Politikasinin imkani/imkansizhig

Bu calisma, 2002'den bu yana Tiirkiye'nin degisen cinsiyet rejiminin dindar kadinlarin cinsiyet
kimligi ile kisisel deneyimleri lizerindeki etkisini arastirmaktadir. Son yirmi yilin cinsiyet rejimi,
mevcut elestirel literatiirde siklikla bagvurulan feminizm karsithigi, cinsiyet karsitligi ve aile yanlisi
politikalar cercevesinde ele alinmistir. Bu ¢alismanin odaginda kendini dindar olarak tanimlayan,
ancak zorunlu olarak herhangi bir kamusal eylemlilik ig¢inde bulunmayan kadinlarin kisisel
deneyimleri bulunmaktadir. Bu ¢alismada deneyimine basvurulan kadinlar 2000 yilindan itibaren
egitim ya da caligma hayatina girmis olan ve kendini dindar olarak tanimlayan kadinlar. Bu
cercevede Temmuz-Agustos 2023 aylarinda kartopu yontemiyle ulastigim 16 kadinla yiiz yiize ve
online olarak yar1 yapilandirilmis derinlemesine goriismeler gerceklestirdim. Bu gorligmelerde ele
alman konular aile dinamikleri, kamusal alan deneyimleri, sosyal iliskiler, modernite, laiklik, basortii
hareketi, feminizm ve siyaset gibi genis bir yelpazeyi kapsamaktadir. Katilimeilar kartopu drneklem
yontemi kullanilarak arastirmaya dahil edildi. Yaslar1 20 ila 31 arasinda degismekteydi ve ortalama
yaslart 24°tli. Dokuz katilimci ¢alistyorken, yedi katilimei tiniversite 6grencisiydi. Tiim katilimcilar,
biri hari¢ olmak iizere bekarlardi. On bir tanesi Istanbul'da yasarken, digerleri Ankara,
Kahramanmaras, Karaman, Rize ve Giresun gibi sehirlerde yasiyordu. Goriismeler yaklasik 69
dakika siirdii. Goriismeler, cinsiyete yonelik siyasal ve toplumsal etkenlerin hizla doniistiirdiigii bir
cerceve i¢inde dindar kadinlarin yasam deneyimlerine yakindan bakarak cinsiyet kimligi ile cinsiyet
deneyimi arasindaki iliskiye dair kavramsal bir agiklama sunma amaciyla analiz edildi.



Redefining Gender Parity through the Male Lens: An Intersectional Analysis of SistersLab in STEM
and the Evolutionary Dynamics of Masculinity

“theory of structuration” to contextualize these experiences within the broader historical evolution of
masculinity in Turkey, as well as across diverse generational social experiences. The paper delves
into the profound implications of recent technological transformations in Turkey, especially their
impact on reshaping perspectives towards global citizenship through a gendered lens. It critically
examines the dynamic evolution of men’s attitudes towards gender norms and roles within this
technological milieu, highlighting the interplay between technological advancements and gender
equality practices in fostering global citizenship. In the era of the digital revolution, the potential for
using digital platforms to share experiences related to gender and to cultivate awareness is
unprecedented. In this context, male members of SistersLab emerge as pivotal agents in redefining
masculinity, leveraging digital technologies to foster a new paradigm of gender interaction and
understanding. The research provides an indepth analysis of the interactions, transformations,
communication strategies, and achievements of men within SistersLab. It presents insightful
evidence on their role in the gender equality movement, focusing on their contributions to the
transformative processes within a community dedicated to gender parity. Additionally, it critically
evaluates the transformative impact of SistersLab on the evolution of masculinity in Turkey,
dissecting the complex consequences of this interplay. This study, by unraveling the intricate
relationship between technological evolution and gender equality, underscores the crucial
significance of understanding this nexus within the expanding sphere of civic engagement. It aims to
contribute a nuanced, theoretically informed perspective to the ongoing discourse on gender parity in
STEM fields.

Toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi konusu, genellikle kadin ve kiz c¢ocuklarinin haklar1 baglaminda ele
alinmakla birlikte, erkeklerin bu alandaki katkilar1 siklikla g6z ardi edilmektedir. Ancak bilim ve
teknoloji alanlarinda toplumsal cinsiyet esitligini destekleyen SistersLab - Bilim ve Teknolojide
Kadin Dernegi, bu genel yaklasima meydan okumaktadir. Bu ¢aligma, dernekte aktif olarak yer alan
erkek katilimcilarin deneyimlerini, Tiirkiye’deki erkekligin tarihsel gelisimi ve farkli jenerasyonlarin
sosyal deneyimleri baglaminda Bourdieu’nun “habitus” kavrami ve Giddens’in ‘“yapisal
dontistim/yapilagma teorisi” ile analiz etmektedir. Tiirkiye’de son donemlerde yasanan teknolojik
doniistimler, bireylerin kiiresel vatandaslik perspektiflerini derinden etkilemektedir. Bu teblig,
erkeklerin bu siiregteki toplumsal cinsiyetle ilgili norm ve rollerine yonelik bakis agilarin nasil
degistigini mercek altina almakta; teknolojik gelismelerin, kiiresel vatandaslik edimine olan katkisini
toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi baglaminda incelemektedir. Dijital devrimin, bireylerin cinsiyetle ilgili
tecriibelerini paylasma ve bu alanda farkindalik yaratma potansiyelini artirdigi goéz Oniinde
bulundurulursa SistersLab Dernegindeki erkek iiyeler, bu dijital olanaklar1 kullanarak maskiilenitenin



yeniden tanimlanmasinda kritik bir rol iistlenmektedirler. Bu arastirma; SistersLab icerisindeki
erkeklerin etkilesimlerini, kazanimlarini, doniisiimlerini ve iletisim yontemlerini detayli bir sekilde
irdelemekte olup toplumsal cinsiyet esitligini savunan bir topluluk igerisinde erkeklerin bu degisim
stirecinde nasil rol aldigina dair agiklayict bulgular sunmaktadir. Ayrica SistersLab’in bu alandaki
dontistiiriicii rolliniin, Tirkiye’de maskiilenitenin evrimine olan etkilerini ve bu etkilesimin getirdigi
sonuglar1 detaylica analiz etmektedir. Teknolojik evrimin ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin birbiriyle
olan bu karmasik iligkisinin anlasilmasi, sivil katilimin siirekli genisleyen sahasinda kritik bir oneme

sahip oldugunu g6z Oniine seren bu g¢alisma, konuya dair derinlemesine bir perspektif sunmay1
hedeflemektedir.



A Research on the Motivations Behind the Resistance of Women Who Took Their Headscarves Off in
Turkey

Sena Ozcanli

Abstract

This study investigated the motivations behind the resistance of thousands of young women who
have been portrayed in the media as "women who take off their headscarves.” These women are
raised by a generation who stood with the "headscarf freedom" movement against "headscarf ban"
that began with the 1980 Coup. For the first time, hundreds of women shared their experiences of
uncovering their hair through the #10YearChallenge on the social media platform Twitter in 2018,
stating they had "freed themselves." Unstructured interviews were conducted with 37 women who
had abandoned the practice of covering their heads and two arguments discussed accordingly. First,
the concrete results of the neoliberal Islamist transformation of the last 20 years and the expression
of the objections against it by women who were raised by Islamist conservative families. The second
is the generation of girls who define their experience of removing the headscarf as "freedom” as
opposed to the generation who fought for “headscarf freedom.”

Ozet

Bu calisma, medyaya “basortiisiinii ¢ikaran kadinlar” olarak yansiyan binlerce geng kadinin
ortinmeyi reddetme motivasyonlarin1 ele almaktadir. 2018 yilinda yiizlerce kadin, Twitter
araciligiyla, 10 yil 6nce ve 10 yil sonraki fotograflarini paylastiklar1 “10YearChallenge” etiketli
sosyal medya akimma katilmistir. Kadinlar, saglarin1 agma deneyimini karsilastirdiklart bu
fotograflarini, “6zgiirlestim” yorumuyla paylasmistir. Yapilandirilmamis sohbet teknigi kullanilarak
basortiisiinii ¢ikarmis 37 kadin ile yapilan goriismelerde iki konu incelenmistir. Birincisi, son 20
yillik neoliberal Islamci déniisiimiin somut sonuglar1 ve buna karsi gelisen itirazlarm, dinci
muhafazakar aileler elinde yetistirilmis kadinlar tarafindan ifade edilisidir. ikincisi ise 1980 Darbesi
ile baglayan “tiirban yasag1” tartismalarinin bir uzantisi olarak “basortiistine 6zgiirliik” diyen kusagin
yetistirdigi kiz ¢ocuklarinin, basortiisiinii ¢ikarma deneyimini “6zgiirliik” olarak tanimlamasidir.



A Feminist Glance at Masculinities, Fatherhood(s) and Their Grassroots Organizations in Turkey:
Involved Fatherhood Organizations

Abstract

What might be urgent or important about talking about fathers? In the context of the gender regime
in Turkey, men who have been circumcised, joined the military, made money, married with children
are among the privileged groups who "have it all" at home, in the market and on the street. However,
in recent years, the number of men/fathers organizing in areas associated with “femininity” has been
increasing in Turkey, as in many parts of the world. On the other hand, studies addressing the issue
from a feminist perspective with reference to gender, care and family policies in Turkey's neoliberal
and conservative context are limited. This study focuses on involved fatherhood grassroots
organizations in Turkey that advocate a different understanding of fatherhood/masculinity than the
normative perceptions and practices of fatherhood and masculinity. It problematizes the potential
contributions of involved fatherhood organizations towards gender equality by focusing on how they
deal with hegemonic masculinity throughout their organizational processes. Research data was
collected through semi-structured interviews with 21 representatives from 6 cities, public document
analysis and participant observation methods. The findings are discussed in the light of
interdisciplinary literature, especially critical masculinity studies. The research results indicate that
even though involved fatherhood organizations have potential for contributing gender equality, there
are also many contradictions as a result of conflicts and negotiations arising from gender-based
power relations. It reveals that the possible contributions of involved fatherhood to the
transformation of (normative) masculinity are more complex than assumed. Hence it aims to increase
the interest of local, national and international actors who prioritize men's engagement in gender
equality. It is hoped that the results, which shed light on the recent history of public-civil society
relations in the context of gender policies in Turkey, will contribute to the feminist struggle as well
as critical masculinity studies literature, especially in a context where right-wing populist movements
and anti-gender men/father organizations are building their capacity in impact.

Tiirkiye’de Erkeklikler, Babalklar ve Orgiitliilik Hallerine Feminist Bir Bakis: Ilgili Babahk
Orgiitleri

Ozet

Babalar iizerine konusmanin acil veya 6nemli tarafi ne olabilir? Tiirkiye’deki toplumsal cinsiyet
rejimi baglaminda, slinnet olup askere gitmis, is gii¢ sahibi olarak evlenmis ve ¢cocuk sahibi olmus
erkekler evde, piyasada ve sokakta “her seye sahip olan” ayricalikli gruplar arasindadir. Bununla
beraber son yillarda, diinyanin bir¢ok yerinde oldugu gibi Tirkiye’de de, kadinlikla iligkilendirilen
alanlarda orgiitlenen erkeklerin/babalarin sayist artis gostermektedir. Buna karsin konuyu feminist
bir perspektif araciligiyla, Tiirkiye nin neoliberal ve neomuhafazakar baglaminda cinsiyet, bakim ve
aile politikalarina referansla ele alan ¢aligsmalar kisithdir. Bu ¢calisma, Tiirkiye’de normatif babalik ve
erkeklige iliskin alg1 ve pratiklerden farkli bir babalik/erkeklik anlayisin1 savunan ilgili babalik
orgiitlerine odaklanmaktadir. Ilgili babalik 6rgiitlerinin, drgiitlenme siiregleri boyunca hegemonik
erkeklikle hesaplagmalarini merkezine alarak toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine yonelik potansiyel
katkilarint sorunsallagtirmaktadir. Arastirma verileri, 6 sehirden 21 temsilciyle yliriitiilen yari
yapilandirilmis goriismeler, kamu dokiimanlar1 analizi ve katilimcr gozlem yontemleri araciligiyla
toplanmistir. Bulgular, elestirel erkeklik caligmalari basta olmak iizere disiplinlerarasi bir literatiir
1s181nda tartisilmaktadir. Arastirma sonuglari, ilgili babalik orgiitlerinin toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin



saglanmasi icin potansiyeller barindirmakla birlikte, cinsiyete dayali iktidar iligskilerinden dogan
cekismeler ve miizakereler sonucunda birgok celigkiyi de beraberinde getirdigine isaret etmektedir.
Ilgili babaligin erkekligin (esitlik¢i) doniisiimiine olas1 katkilarinin varsayilandan daha getrefilli
oldugunu ortaya koymakta ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi i¢in erkeklerin katilimini1 6nceleyen yerel,
ulusal ve uluslararas1 aktorlerin konuya yonelik ilgisini artirmayir amaglamaktadir. Tiirkiye’de
toplumsal cinsiyet politikalar1 baglaminda kamu-sivil toplum iligkilerinin yakin tarihine 1s1k tutan
sonuclarin ozellikle sag popiilist akimlarin ve toplumsal cinsiyet karsit1 erkek/baba orgiitlerinin gii¢
kazandig1 bir baglamda feminist miicadeleye ve elestirel erkeklik caligmalari literatiiriine katki
sunmast umut edilmektedir.



Crises of Masculinity of Disabled Protagonists in 2000s Turkish Novels

Abstract

In my doctoral dissertation titled "Experiences of Disabled Masculinity in Post-Republican Turkish
Novels", T set out from the question of what disability corresponds to in the transformation of
masculinities in Turkish novels from the Republic to the present. In the novels I analyzed, I found
that disabilities and masculinities are transformed simultaneously. One of the aims of my thesis is to
look at disabled masculinities through a queer feminist and intersectional lens and to pursue the
alliances established between able-bodiedness and masculinity through the disability experiences of
male protagonists with bodies whose “completeness/integrity/ability” has been deformed in novels
published from the Republic to the present day. On the other hand, to examine whether literature has
continued the ableist politics that have been constructed from the Republic to the present day, and to
examine literature’s support for ableism. In this context, in this paper, I will examine Har: Bir
Kiyamet Romani [Flare: An Apocalyptic Novel] (2008) by Murat Uyurkulak, Fransiz Balkon
[French Balcony] (2012) and Acuka [Ajika](2014) by Ahmet Balad Coskun, Felg [Paralysis] (2014)
by Turgay Yilmaz and Alocu Tilki’'nin Serencami [The Swindler Fox’s Adventures] (2014) by
Emrah Polat, I intend to show the various experiences and performances of disabled masculinity that
the protagonists share, resemble or differ from each other. In the novels discussed in this paper, there
are commonalities such as criticism of the lack of equal access to the city, criticism of the state’s
body politics, criticism of neoliberal health policies, staying at a place-home, imposing “hierarchy of
experience” on those who become disabled after them, being a guide for those who have just begun
their disability experience, and assuming the role of savior for those with temporary disability
experience. However, beyond the 5 novels here, in the 9 novels I analyzed in my thesis, the
dominance of a robust heteronormative discourse and the characters’ rush to maintain their
masculinity are common. In conclusion, by showing the commonalities and differences of the
disabled protagonists in the 5 novels I will examine here, I will try to reveal the answer to the
question of how masculinities are in crisis in their experiences.

Ozet

“Cumhuriyet Sonras1 Tiirkce Romanda Sakat Erkeklik Deneyimleri” bashikli doktora tezimde
Cumbhuriyet’ten giiniimiize Tiirk¢e romanda erkekliklerin doniistimiinde sakatligin neye tekabiil ettigi
sorusundan yola ¢ikiyorum. Inceledigim romanlarda, sakatliklarin ve erkekliklerin es zamanli olarak
doniistiiglinii tespit ettim. Tezimin amaglarindan biri, sakat erkekliklere queer feminist ve kesisimsel
bir  lensten  bakarak  Cumbhuriyet’ten  giiniimiize  kadar  yayimlanmig  romanlarda
“tamligy/biitiinligii/saglamlig1” deformasyona ugramis bedenlere sahip erkek baskarakterlerin
sakatlik deneyimlerinden hareketle saglamlik ve erkeklik arasinda kurulan ittifaklarin pesine
diismek. Bir yandan da Cumhuriyet’ten giiniimiize, insa edilen saglamci beden politikalarini
edebiyatin da siirdiiriip siirdiirmedigi ve edebiyatin saglamciliga destegini incelemek. Bu kapsamda
bu bildiride, tezde ele aldigim romanlardan Murat Uyurkulak’in Har: Bir Kiyamet Romani (2008),
Ahmet Balad Coskun’un Fransiz Balkon’u (2012) ve Acuka (2014) romanlari, Turgay Yilmaz’in
Fel¢ roman1 (2014) ve Emrah Polat’in Alocu Tilki’nin Serencami (2014) romanlarini karsilagtirarak
bas karakterlerin birbiriyle ortaklasan, benzesen ya da birbirinden farklilasan cesitli sakat erkeklik
deneyimlerini, performanslarini1 géstermek niyetindeyim. Bu bildiride ele alinan romanlarda; kente
tiim yurttaslarla esit erisim imkanlariin olmayisinin elestirisi, devletin bedene iliskin politikalarinin



elestirisi, neoliberal saglik politikalar1 ve tip elestirisi, bir mekanda-evde kapali kalma, kendilerinden
sonra sakat kalan kisiler ilizerinde deneyim tahakkiimii kurma, sakatlik deneyimi yeni baglamisg
kisilere kilavuz olma, gecici sakatlik deneyimine sahip olanlar i¢in kurtarici rolii iistlenme gibi
ortakliklar mevcuttur. Ancak buradaki 5 romanin Gtesinde tezimde inceledigim 9 romanda, saglamci
heteronormatif sdylemin hakim olmas1 ve romandaki karakterlerin erkekliklerini siirdiirme telas1 asil
olarak ortaklik gosteriyor. Sonug olarak burada inceleyecegim 5 romandaki sakat bas karakterlerin
ortaklik ve farkliliklarin1 gostererek, deneyimlerinde erkeklikler nasil krize giriyor sorusunun
cevabini ortaya koymaya ¢alisacagim.



Big Family Meeting: Anti-LGBTQIA+ Movement in Turkey

Abstract

Anti-gender and anti-LGBTIQA+ movements have been rising worldwide in the last decade. These
movements demand a reversal of the policies that aim to actualize gender equality for women and
LGBTIQA+ individuals and call for policies designed according to traditional family values. Turkey
is no exception with a growing anti-gender movement and state policies that limit access to or violate
a wide spectrum of human rights for women and LGBTIA+ individuals. Starting from September
2022, a platform called Union in Idea and Struggle [Fikir ve Miicadelede Birlik Platformu] organized
a series of events named Big Family Meeting(s) [Biiylik Aile Bulugsmasi] with a slogan of “Say No to
LGBT Imposition” [LGBT Dayatmasina Dur De] in nine cities of Turkey including Istanbul, Ankara
and Izmir. First, I situate the event in the context of Turkey, by summarizing the policies against
LGBTQIA+ visibility and the violation of human rights regarding LGBTQIA+ individuals and
associations in Turkey. Then, by analyzing the YouTube video of the Istanbul meeting and the
platform’s website, I identify the major discursive strategies and the accompanying moral emotions
of the Big Family Meeting including efforts to avoid hate-speech charges, the victimhood frame, and
the (anti)imperialism link. By analyzing the actors of the movement and the aftermath of the event, |
aim to show how the movement and the government cooperate in working towards an
anti-LGBTQIA+ ideal. Finally, by comparing Turkey’s and Russia’s anti-LGBTQIA+ movements, I
seek to demonstrate how they are linked globally, although they have differing qualities depending
on the legislation and political climate in their respective countries.

Tiirkiye’de LGBTQIA+ Karsiti Hareket: Biiyiik Aile Bulusmasi

Ozet

Toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti ve LGBTIQA+ karsit1 hareketler son on yilda diinya ¢apinda yiikseliste.
Bu hareketler, kadinlar ve LGBTIQA+lar i¢in toplumsal cinsiyet esitli§ini hayata geg¢irmeyi
amaclayan politikalarin tersine ¢evrilmesini ve geleneksel aile degerlerine gore tasarlanmis
politikalar gelistirilmesini talep ediyor. Tiirkiye de benzer bir bicimde kadinlarin ve LGBTIQA+larin
genis bir yelpazedeki insan haklarma erisimini kisitlayan veya bu haklar1 ihlal eden, giderek de
biiyliyen toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti hareketleri ve devlet politikalariyla bir istisna degil. Fikir ve
Miicadelede Birlik Platformu adli platform, Eyliil 2022'den itibaren “LGBT Dayatmasina Dur De”
sloganiyla Istanbul, Ankara ve Izmir dahil Tiirkiye'nin dokuz sehrinde Biiyiik Aile Bulusmas1 isimli
bir dizi etkinlik diizenledi. Bu sunumda, 6ncelikle, Tiirkiye'deki LGBTQIA+ gériiniirliigiine kars:
politikalar1 ve LGBTQIA+larin ve bu alanda calisan derneklere yonelik insan haklar1 ihlallerini
ozetleyerek bu mtinigi Tiirkiye baglamima oturtuyorum. Ardindan, platformun Istanbul mitinginin
YouTube videosunu ve web sitesini analiz ederek, Biiylik Aile Bulugmasinin temel sdylemsel
stratejilerini ve buna eslik eden, nefret sdylemi suclamalarindan kaginma g¢abalari, magduriyet
cergevesi ve (anti-)empeyalizm bagini igeren ahlaki duygular: tespit ediyorum. Hareketin aktorlerini
ve olayin sonrasini1 da analiz ederek, hareketin ve hiikiimetin LGBTQIA+ karsit1 bir ideale yonelik
calismada nasil isbirligi yaptigin1 gdstermeyi amacliyorum. Son olarak, Tirkiye ve Rusya'nin
LGBTQIA+ karsit1 hareketlerini karsilastirarak, kendi iilkelerindeki mevzuat ve siyasi iklime baglh
olarak farkli niteliklere sahip olsalar da kiiresel olarak bu hareketlerin nasil baglantili olduklarim
gostermeye calistyorum.



Melek, A Medusa in the Kusdili Meadow

Abstract

In her text "The Laugh of Medusa," Helene Cixous talks about how a woman can transform her
established "language" by breaking free, turning it into a magic. Sevim Burak, as one of the female
writers who discovered her own 'narrow passageways' within the male-dominated language, has
flown her language over the chasm of her absence in the dominant historical narrative, constantly
transmitting the secret of her enchantment to the future through numerous techniques, thus building
her own bridge. Without a manifesto, Burak narrates, through her avant-garde style, the dream scene
she created in the third part of the play 'Iste Bas, Iste Govde, Iste Kanatlar.' She tells the story of how
the laughter traces, shaking the dominance of women, and the dysfunctionality of specific actions of
the chosen characters turn the dream into a nightmare. In the third part of the text, Melek's laughter,
as the narrative progresses, transforms into a gradually fading voice that bridges with the author's
other texts. Melek, who had kept her voice suppressed for many years, is constantly stirred awake by
the appearances of the "'FOTOGRAFCIL,' 'AVUKAT,' and Nivart disguised as a sailor in Kusdili
Meadow. In a sense, they become witnesses and advocates of history, stealing laughs and taking
flight for a night from fate. When Melek starts to fly, prompted by the appearances of the ' MEZAR
TASCIL,' her laughter, which 'sends the woman's language flying, escaping from its darkness,' begins
to be pierced and overshadowed. In this flow, Melek, resisting solitude and unfamiliarity, becomes
defenseless against the patriarchal domination that constantly reminds her of the persistent presence
of the past. Once again, she is overthrown. In this context, I will examine the representations of the
photographer, lawyer, and tombstone carver in Burak's narrative through their actions of "speaking,"
"defending," "keeping as it is," and "watching and showing." I will discuss how the author
performatively addresses the dysfunctionality of these actions, especially in the context of excluding
Melek's laughter, the Other, from the 'written history of the Republic.' Additionally, I will consider
Nivart's accompanying Melek in the 'sailor guise' as one of Burak's dark spells that reverses dreams.

Kusdili Cayiri’nda Bir Medusa: Melek

Helene Cixous “The Laugh of Medusa” adli metninde kadmin kurulu olan “dili ugurarak” onu
kendisini “uguran” bir biiyliye doniistiirmesinden s6z eder. Sevim Burak da erkek egemen dilin
icerisinde kendi “narrow passageways” lerini kesfeden, bliyiisiiniin gizini sayisiz teknikle siirekli
gelecege aktaran kadin yazarlardan biri olarak egemen tarih anlatisindaki yoklugunun ugurumu
iistiinde dilini ugurmus, kendi kopriisiinii kurmustur. Burak “manifestosuz”, avangard tarziyla “Iste
Bas Iste Govde Iste Kanatlar” adli oyununun iigiincii béliimiinde yarattig1 diis sahnesini kadimnin
egemen olani sarstig1 kahkaha izlegi ve sectigi karakterlerin belirli eylemlerinin diisii kabusa ¢eviren
islevsizlikleri iizerinden anlatir. Metnin tg¢ilincii boliimiinde Melek’in kahkahalar1 anlati ilerlerken
yazarin diger metinleriyle koprii kuran, git gide tonu azalan bir sese doniistir. Uzun yillar boyunca
sesini icine kaciran Melek Kusdili Cayiri’nda “FOTOGRAFCI”, “AVUKAT” ve bahriyeli kiligindaki
Nivart’la, bir nevi tarihin taniklar1 ve savunuculariyla, felekten bir gece ¢alip kahkahalar atmaya,
ucmaya basladiginda “MEZAR TASCI” nin belirisleriyle diirtiilerek siirekli uyandirilir. “Dilin kadin1
ucuran, karanligindan kaciran diisii” delinmeye ve golgelenmeye baslar. Bu akis icerisinde
taniksizlik ve tek basinalikla direnen Melek ge¢misin siirekli varligini hatirlattigi patriyarkanin
iizerinde kurdugu tahakkiime karsi savunmasiz kalir. Yine, yeniden alasagi edilir. Bu minvalde
Burak’in anlatisina yerlestirdigi fotografci, avukat ve mezar tasi temsillerini bu mesleklerin icra
ettikleri “konugmak”, “savunmak”, “oldugu gibi saklayabilmek”, “izlemek ve gostermek™ eylemleri



iizerinden irdeleyecegim. Oteki olan Melek’in kahkahasinin “yazili Cumbhuriyet tarihinin diginda
birakilmasi” 6zelinde bu eylemlerin islevsizliklerinin yazar tarafindan nasil performatiflestirildigini
tartismaya agacagim. Bununla beraber diisiinde ona eslik eden bu mesleklerin yan1 sira Nivart’in da
“bahriyeli kiliginda” Melek’e eslik etmesini Burak’in, diisleri tersine ¢eviren kara biiyiilerinden biri
olarak ele alacagim.



A Model Trial on Understanding the Resilience of Women Exposed to Incestuous Assault in Turkey

Abstract

The literature discusses the relationship between incestuous assault and resilience, primarily focusing
on dimensions of pathology and adaptation. While resistance in the context of resilience is often
considered pathological, adaptation, as the opposite of resistance, can be seen as the fundamental
focus of resilience strategies. Therefore, feminist empowerment can often lose its visibility within
the knowledge produced in the patriarchal order. Unequal power relations, a gender regime based on
oppression and domination, and a familial ideology not only provide the necessary conditions for the
invisibility of feminist empowerment but also fulfil the conditions for their own reproduction. In this
qualitative research, conducted with a feminist methodology, focusing on the "feminist and
multidimensional resilience" beyond survival for individuals exposed to incestuous assault, in-depth
interviews were conducted with 15 women. The conceptualization of incestuous assault in the study
takes into account the bonds of blood, space, care, and trust. Through reflexive thematic analysis, the
resilience in incestuous assault was systematically analysed in four dimensions: the "Individual
Empowerment Dimension," the "Critical Consciousness Dimension," the "Resistance and
Overcoming System Dimension," and the "Collective, Solidary and Transformative Action
Dimension." Significant agents of incestuous assault, namely the system, perpetrator, witnesses, and
the women exposed, as well as the interaction between these four agents, were attempted to be
revealed in each dimension. The narratives indicate that active individuals use their identities
reconstructed through critical consciousness, incorporating solidarity actions into the process, as a
resistance force in transforming the system. Hope plays a crucial role in this activism, opening up the
horizon of resilience in incestuous assault. The analysed narratives along with the direct
recommendations of the women have allowed for the concrete formulation of proactive and reactive
suggestions that could lead to the restructuring of social work policy and practice with a feminist
empowerment-focused and anti-oppressive perspective.

Kendini toparlama giicii baglaminda diren¢ gostermek patoloji olarak
nitelendirilirken, direncin karsiti olarak uyum kendini toparlama stratejilerinin temel odagi olarak
goriilebilmektedir. Bu nedenle feminist giiclenme, patriyarkal diizende iiretilen bilgi icerisinde
goriiniirliigiinii cogu zaman kaybedebilmektedir.

Ensest saldiriya
maruz birakilmis 6znelerin kendilerini toparlama giiclerinin hayatta kalmanin Gtesinde “feminist ve
cok boyutlu bir kendini toparlama gilicii” olma haline odaklanan, feminist metodolojiyle yiiriitiilmiis
bu nitel arastirmada, 15 kadinla derinlemesine goriismeler gerceklestirilmistir. Arastirmada, ensest
saldirmin kavramsallastirilmas1 ise kan, mekan, bakim ve giiven bagi gozetilerek yapilmistir.
Refleksif tematik analiz yontemi ile ¢oziimlenen anlatilar dogrultusunda, ensest saldirida kendini
toparlama giicii, “Oznel Giiglenme Boyutu”, “Elestirel Bilinglilik Boyutu”, “Direnglilik ve Sistemi
Asma Boyutu” ve “Kolektif, Dayanismaci ve Doniistiiriicii Eylemlilik Boyutu” olmak tizere dort
boyutlu bir oriintlii odaginda sistematik bir sekilde analiz edilmistir. Herbir boyutta ensest saldirinin

Turkish Migrant Women in Europe: Diasporic Identity and Solidarity Formation

Abstract

The proposed research will examine Turkish migrant women’s identity construction through an
intersectional lens and how it can be understood in relation to individual and collective processes,
such as well being and solidarity networks. By exploring psychosocial factors associated with
diasporic identity (e.g., social positions, ontological insecurity, social support), and if and how these
factors relate to the construction of local and transnational solidarities, the study will explore
gendered experiences of identity, culture and diaspora and how they might relate with individual and
collective consequences of well-being and collective action. Women’s experiences of diaspora will
be understood by situating their narratives in their wider sociocultural and political context,
following the premises of socio-constructionist and intersectional approaches. In doing so, the study
will adopt different qualitative methods(including scoping review, analysis of online data, individual
interviews and focus groups ). The study will contribute to the social and cultural psychological
literature by analyzing the diversity of Turkish migrant women’s processes of diasporic identity,
online space and social change through an intersectional transnational lens.

Bu arastirma, Tiirk gégmen kadinlarin kimlik insasini1 kesisimsellik mercegiyle inceleyecek ve bunun
refah ve dayanisma aglar1 gibi bireysel ve kolektif siireclerle iliskili olarak nasil anlasilabilecegini
ortaya koyacaktir. Calisma, diasporik kimlikle iligkili psikososyal faktorleri (6r. sosyal konumlar,
ontolojik giivensizlik, sosyal destek) ve bu faktorlerin yerel ve ulusdtesi dayanigmalarin insasiyla
iligkili olup olmadigmi ve nasil iliskili oldugunu arastirarak, cinsiyete dayali kimlik, kiiltiir ve
diaspora deneyimlerini ve bunlarin refah ve kolektif eylemin bireysel ve kolektif sonuglariyla nasil
iligkili olabilecegini kesfedecektir.

Conceptualization of Childhood and Gender in Turkish Children's Literature

Abstract

Children’s book play an important role in the internalization of gender roles through the social norms
and values they present. Books full of stereotypical representations of gender are influential in the
adaptation of gender identities approved in the countries they are published and sold. The visual
details and language patterns also include cultural prejudices. In other words, social attitudes towards
gender are culture-specific behaviors and approaches that reflect the intricate and changing
relationship of a particular culture with gender. In this respect, this study will analyse the changes in
gender discourse in children’s literature in Turkey since the 19th century. Accepted as the onset of
children’s literature in Turkey, The Constitutional period was a time when the need for books written
specifically for children came to the fore. Sudden changes in the social and cultural life of the
Ottoman period made it necessary to give priority to the education of children, the future of the
empire. Early Republican period, in line with its nationalistic ideology, portrayed women in
children’s books as the mother responsible for the upbringing and education of children. It was aimed
to create an educated public for the newly founded Republic. While men were given the role to work
for the economic welfare of the family, women were kept at home with her domestic duties. On the
other hand, the second half of the twentieth century highlighted the notions of equality and human
rights as a result of the increasing social movements around the world and the political tension in
Turkey. In the novels and short stories of the period, male and female characters were portrayed as
agents taking responsibilities and abl to take initiative. As a culturally determined concept, childhood
eventually started to be a subject of interdisciplinary studies, childhood culture was pronounced more
by the scholars in the field. As childhood as studied through the lens of childhood theories, both
child and childhood were accepted as culturally contingent and non-universal categories. Children’s
literature in the twenty-first century stands out as a literature which question and even reject
conventional gender roles and portray characters as free from strict gender codes. A chronological
analysis of the effect of magazines during the Constitutional period, the publications of the early
Republican era and the changing paradigm of the second half of the twentieth and early twenty first
centuries on children’s literature reveals that childhood in Turkey has a cultural continuity. For this
reason, evaluating how childhood has been shaped by social and cultural changes will uncover how
other categories like gender have been determined. This in turn will give an idea about the process of
gender identity formation in childhood under the influence of the books they read.

Ozet

Cocuk edebiyati kitaplar1 ¢ocuklara toplumsal norm ve degerleri erken yaslarda sunarak cinsiyet
kimliginin yerlesmesinde 6nemli bir rol oynarlar. Stereotipik cinsiyet temsilleriyle dolu kitaplar,
basilip satisa sunulduklar1 iilkelerde onaylanan cinsiyet kaliplarinin benimsenmesinde etkindir.
Baskilardaki gorsel detaylar ve dil 6zellikleri kiiltiire 6zgii 6nyargilar1 da i¢inde barindirir. Bir bagka
deyisle, cinsiyetle alakali toplumsal tutumlar belirli bir kiiltiiriin toplumsal cinsiyet kodlariyla zaman
icerisinde gelisen cetrefilli iliskisini yansitan kiiltiire 6zgii tavir ve davraniglardir. Bu baglamda, bu
caligma Tiirkiye’de 19.yiizyildan glinlimiize ¢gocuk edebiyatinda cinsiyet olgusunun ve sdylemlerinin
degisimini irdeleyecektir. Tiirkiye’de cocuk edebiyatinin basladigi donem olarak kabul edilen
Mesrutiyet donemi Ozellikle ¢ocuklar i¢in yazilmig kitaplara olan ihtiyacin giindeme geldigi bir
zaman olmustur. Osmanli toplumsal ve kiiltiirel yasaminda meydana gelen ani degisimler



imparatorlugun gelecegi olarak goriilmeye baslanan c¢ocuklarin egitiminin 6n plana alinmasin
gerekli kilmistir. Erken Cumhuriyet donemi ise sahip oldugu milliyetci ideoloji ¢ergevesinde ¢ocuk
kitaplarindaki kadin karakterleri ¢ogunlukla ¢ocuklarin yetistirilmesinden ve egitiminden sorumlu
anne roliinde resmetmistir. Yeni kurulan Cumhuriyet ic¢in egitimli bir toplum yaratiimasi
hedeflenmis, cinsiyet roller erkekleri ailenin ekonomik refahini saglayacak, kadinlar1 ise ev igi
gorevlerde tutacak sekilde belirlenmistir. Ote taraftan, yirminci yiizyilin ikinci yaris1 diinya genelinde
artis gosteren toplumsal hareketler ve Tiirkiye’deki politik tansiyonun da etkisiyle esitlik ve insan
haklar1 kavramlarini giindeme tasimisti. Donemin roman ve hikayelerinde inisiyatif alan kararli
kadin ve erkek karakterler resmedilmeye baslanmistir. Kiiltiirel olarak kosullanmis bir kategori
olarak ¢ocukluk nihayet disiplinler arasi ¢aligmalarin konusu olmus, ¢cocukluk kiiltiirii kavrami alan
uzmanlari tarafindan dillendirilmeye baslanmistir. Cocukluk, belirli cocukluk kuramlari ¢ergcevesinde
calisildik¢a, hem ¢ocuk hem de ¢ocukluk kiiltiirel olarak belirlenen ve evrensel olmayan kategoriler
olarak kabul edilmistir. Yirmi birinci yiizy1l Tiirkiye’sinde c¢ocuk edebiyati geleneksel cinsiyet
rollerini sorgulayan, reddeden ve karakterleri kati toplumsal kodlardan kurtarilmis bireyler olarak
resmeden bir edebiyat olarak ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Mesrutiyet doneminde ¢ikan dergilerin, erken
Cumhuriyet donemi yayinlarinin ve yirminci yiizyil sonu ve yirmi birinci ylizy1l baslangici yillarin
degisen paradigmasimin c¢ocuk edebiyati iizerindeki etkisinin kronolojik analizi Tiirkiye’de
cocuklugun kiiltiirel bir devamlilia isaret ettigini gdstermektedir. Bu sebeple, cocuklugun toplumsal
ve kiltiirel degisimlerle nasil sekillendigini irdelemek cinsiyet gibi kiiltiirel olarak kosullanmis diger
kategorilerin de nasil belirlendigini ortaya g¢ikaracaktir. Bu da beraberinde ¢ocuklarda karsilarina
c¢ikan kitaplarin etkisiyle cinsiyet kimliginin olusumu siirecine 151k tutacaktir.



Semiotic Ruptures: How to Deal with Male Violence in Reha Erdem Movies

Abstract

Male violence is a recurring theme in Reha Erdem's movies. This type of violence is primarily
depicted as a tool within power dynamics, often targeting characters, especially women characters,
through actions like rape, harassment, physical aggression, and emotional abuse. The female
characters' resilience in the face of this violence is portrayed through semiotic ruptures that include,
in the Kristevan sense, silences, meaningless hummings, songs, and unconventional syntaxes.
Consequently, the films showcase characters who experience the effects of violence but do not yield
to its dominance. This paper focuses on two of Erdem's films where abuse plays a dominant and
pervasive role throughout the narrative: Hayat Var (My Only Sunshine) (2008) and Sarki Soyleyen
Kadinlar (Singing Women) (2013). Across his films, these semiotic disruptions play a pivotal role by
encouraging resistance, showcasing alternative coping strategies, and circumventing male hegemonic
power dynamics. They depict instances where women establish avenues for emancipation, whether it
involves leaving their homes or expressing themselves through singing. The films effectively
convey the violent nature of specific actions while maintaining a safe emotional distance from the
viewers, which, as a result, has a cathartic function where stress elements are purified. My overall
argument is that by employing these semiotic disruptions, the coping mechanisms exhibited by the
female characters offer alternative approaches to empower women, shedding light on the established
roles they occupy throughout their lives via the instances in the movies, displaying their strength and
tenacity.

Erkek siddeti, Reha Erdem'in filmlerinde sikc¢a karsilasilan bir tema. Bu tiir siddet, genellikle gii¢
dinamikleri i¢inde bir ara¢ olarak tasvir edilir ve sik¢a kadin karakterlere, tecaviiz, taciz, fiziksel
saldir1 ve duygusal istismar gibi eylemlerle hedeflenir. Bu siddete karsi kadin karakterlerin direnci,
Kristeva'nin anlaminda, sessizlikler, anlamsiz miriltilar, sarkilar ve geleneksel olmayan s6zdizimleri
iceren semiyotik kesintiler araciligiyla tasvir edilir. Sonu¢ olarak, filmler, siddetin etkilerini
deneyimleyen ancak onun hakimiyetine boyun egmeyen karakterleri sergiler. Bu makale, siddetin
anlat1 boyunca baskin ve yaygin bir rol oynadigi Erdem'in iki filmine odaklanmaktadadir: Hayat Var
(2008) ve Sarki Soyleyen Kadinlar (2013). Filmler boyunca, bu semiyotik kopmalar direnci tesvik
ederek, alternatif basa ¢ikma stratejilerini sergileyerek ve erkek hegemonik giic dinamiklerini
atlayarak onemli bir rol oynarlar.

Invisible Warriors: Exploring Gendered Migration Experiences during the COVID-19 Pandemic

Abstract

As the COVID-19 pandemic gripped the world, it intensified pre-existing vulnerabilities, sharply
emphasizing the intersections of gender and migration. Deeply rooted in feminist paradigms, this
study spotlights the experiences of migrant women in Turkey during this period. Not only did they
grapple with severe economic hurdles, but they also faced significant barriers in accessing
healthcare, were subjects of amplified social stigmatization, and frequently occupied frontline roles,
escalating their susceptibility to the virus. Notably, many women operating invisible businesses faced
further marginalization. Central to this investigation is the dual marginalization borne by these
women, stemming from their migrant status and gendered identities. The study probes the shifts in
their domestic roles due to pandemic restrictions, vulnerabilities in their typically informal
employment, and the challenges of securing support, given their migrant profiles. However, the
migrant women's admirable tenacity overshadows these hardships. Even when overshadowed by
prevailing narratives, their efforts to assert their rights, obtain critical resources, and foster communal
togetherness shine out. Positioned within Turkey's complex tapestry of migration and gender, this
research recognizes the challenges and celebrates the victories of migrant women in this unparalleled
global crisis. Through this lens, the emphasis is on enriching dialogues on gender, migration and
social justice, and advocating for refined and inclusive policies in Turkey and beyond.

Goriinmez Savascilar: COVID-19 Salgimi Sirasinda Toplumsal Cinsiyete Dayalh Go¢ Deneyimlerinin

COVID-19 salgim1 diinyay1 etkisi altina alirken, 6dnceden var olan kirilganliklar1 yogunlastirmis,
toplumsal cinsiyet ve gociin kesisim noktalarint keskin bir sekilde vurgulamistir. Kokleri feminist
paradigmalara dayanan bu ¢alisma, bu donemde Tiirkiye'deki go¢men kadinlarin deneyimlerine 151k
tutmaktadir. Kadinlar sadece ciddi ekonomik zorluklarla bogusmakla kalmamais, ayn1 zamanda saglik
hizmetlerine erisimde 6nemli engellerle karsilagsmis, daha fazla sosyal damgalamaya maruz kalmis
ve siklikla viriise karsi duyarliliklarini artiran &n cephe rollerini iistlenmislerdir. Ozellikle, gériinmez
isletmeler isleten birgok kadin daha fazla marjinallesmeyle karsi karsiya kalmistir. Bu arastirmanin
merkezinde, bu kadinlarin gd¢men statiileri ve toplumsal cinsiyete dayali kimliklerinden
kaynaklanan c¢ifte marjinallesme yer almaktadir. Calisma, pandemi kisitlamalar1 nedeniyle ev igi
rollerindeki degisimleri, tipik olarak kayit dis1 istihdamlarindaki kirilganliklar: ve gogmen profilleri
g0z Oniine alindiginda destek saglamanin zorluklarini arastirmaktadir. Ancak, gé¢men kadinlarin
takdir edilesi direnci bu zorluklar1 goélgede birakiyor. Baskin anlatilarin goélgesinde kalmalarina
ragmen, haklarin1 savunma, kritik kaynaklara ulasma ve toplumsal dayanismay1 pekistirme c¢abalari
dikkat ¢ekiyor.

Bu mercek araciligiyla
toplumsal cinsiyet, go¢ ve sosyal adalet konularindaki diyaloglar1 zenginlestirmek, Tirkiye'de ve
otesinde rafine ve kapsayici politikalar: savunmak 6ne ¢ikmaktadir.



Examining Women's Glass Ceiling Perceptions, Experiences and Coping Strategies

Abstract

Today, women and men do not have equal rights in many areas. The basis of this inequality is the
patriarchal structure and various social and cultural values. In the patriarchal social structure, women
are positioned as objects, which causes them to be responsible for more private areas such as
housework and child care. This inequality is experienced in many different ways in professional life.
Compared to men, women participate less in the workforce (63% for women, 94% for men), receive
less salary, and have difficulty in reaching managerial positions. The Glass Ceiling Effect is defined
as invisible and artificial obstacles arising from behavioral and institutional prejudices that prevent
women from reaching upper-level management positions (Ayranci & Giirbliz, 2012). According to
the United Nations Women's Glass Ceiling Index, the countries where women are least discriminated
against in business life are Iceland, Norway, Sweden and Finland, while Turkey ranks 27th on this
list. In our country, women hold only 12.2% of managerial positions. In this study, the glass ceiling
perceptions, experiences and methods of coping strategies of a total of 166 women, aged between 25
and 67 (M=37.32, SD=10.12), who are involved in business life in our country where the patriarchal
system is intensely experienced, are investigated. Participants were evaluated with the Demographic
Information Form, Glass Ceiling Obstacles Scale (Yavuzer & Ozkan, 2020) and Stress Coping Styles
Scale (Folkman & Lazarus, 1985). In the study, qualitative measurements were also taken with
open-ended questions to evaluate the participants' glass ceiling perceptions and experiences.
Participants reported that the glass ceiling effect resulted from multiple roles and stereotypes, and it
was determined that they often coped with stress with a "Self-Confident Approach". Participants also
reported that they thought they were heavily discriminated against due to their gender* , and that they
also had similar experiences in their professional lives.” The data analysis process is still ongoing.
After the analyses are completed, the study's findings will be discussed in light of the current
literature.

Giliniimiizde hala kadinlarin ve erkeklerin pek ¢ok alanda esit haklara sahip olmadig1 goriilmektedir.
Bu esitsizligin temelinde ataerkil yapi, cesitli toplumsal ve kiiltiirel degerler yatmaktadir. Ataerkil
toplum yapisinda, kadinlar nesne olarak konumlandirilmakta, bu durum kadinlarin daha ¢ok ev isleri
ve ¢ocuk bakimi gibi 6zel alanlardan sorumlu olmasina neden olmaktadir. Bu esitsizligin mesleki
yasamda da pek cok farkli sekilde deneyimlendigi goriilmektedir. Kadinlar erkeklere kiyasla is
giicline daha az katilmakta (kadinlar %63, erkekler %94), daha az maas almakta, yonetimsel
konumlara gelmekte zorluk yasamaktadirlar. Cam Tavan kavrami, kadinlarin iist kademe yonetim
pozisyonlaria ulagmasini engelleyen davranigsal ve kurumsal dnyargilardan kaynaklanan, gériinmez
ve yapay engelleri tanimlamak i¢in kullanilmaktadir (Ayranci ve Giirbiiz, 2012). Birlesmis Milletler
Kadin Cam Tavan Endeksi’ne gore, kadinlara is yasaminda en az ayrimcilik uygulanan iilkeler
Izlanda, Norveg, Isvec ve Finlandiya iken, Tiirkiye bu listede 27. Sirada yer almaktadir. Ulkemizde
yonetici pozisyonlarin sadece 9%12,2°si kadimnlar tarafindan doldurulmaktadir. Bu c¢alisma

The Appearance of Gender Stereotypes in Judicial Decisions

Abstract

Gender stereotypes, formed by traditional practices based on masculine norms, shape societal
expectations of the 'subordinate' role of women and girls. There is a clear link between social
expectations and gender discrimination. This connection is evident in judicial decisions. This study
aims to evaluate the decisions of the Constitutional Court and the Council of State in which gender
stereotypes have been used from past to present within the framework of constitutional norms and
the objectives of the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women
(CEDAW). Article 10 of the Constitution, the main reference norm for gender equality, includes
provisions on equality before the law, prohibition of discrimination, and positive discrimination. It
can be argued that many special provisions in the Constitution, in which women are the subjects of
norms, also include positive discrimination. However, there is a group of positive action provisions
in the Constitution that envisage protective measures for women, which do not include positive
discrimination or special measures for women. The contributions of regulations containing
affirmative action and positive discrimination to achieving equality are different. In some decisions,
the judiciary, by misinterpreting the purpose of these regulations, contributes to the perpetuation of
traditional gender roles. In judicial decisions, 'privileged(!)’ practices for women, along with
emphasis on roles of mother and wife, are deemed compatible with equality through vague concepts
such as "family unity", "public order" and "service requirements". Protective approaches based on
gender stereotypes may be seen as a remedy for the disadvantages arising from the ‘secondary’
position of women in the short-term. However, in the long run, they perpetuate women’s 'secondary’
position. Emphasizing gender equality in judicial decisions in line with the objectives of CEDAW,
rather than protective approaches based on gender stereotypes to sustain cultural and social
structures, could contribute to the solution of this problem.

Toplumsal Cinsiyet Stereotiplerinin Yargi Kararlarindaki Goriiniimii

Ozet

Erkeklik normlarina dayali geleneksel uygulamalarla olusan cinsiyet stereotipleri, kadinlarin ve kiz
cocuklarinin ‘ikincil” roliine iliskin toplumsal beklentileri sekillendirir. Toplumsal beklentiler ile
cinsiyet ayrimciligi arasinda ¢ok agik bir baglanti vardir. Bu baglanti, yargi kararlarinda agik¢a
goriilmektedir. Bu caligma, geg¢misten giliniimiize toplumsal cinsiyet stereotiplerinin kullanildig:
Anayasa Mahkemesi ve Danistay kararlarin1 anayasal normlar ve Kadinlara Karsi Her Tiirli
Ayrimciligin - Onlenmesi  Sozlesmesi’nin  (CEDAW) amaglar1  ¢ergevesinde degerlendirmeyi
hedeflenmektedir. Cinsiyet esitligi i¢in temel referans norm olan Anayasa’nin 10. maddesi; yasa
onilinde esitlik, ayrimcilik yasagi ve pozitif ayrimcilik diizenlemeleri igermektedir. Anayasa’da
kadinlarin norm 6znesi oldugu bir ¢ok 06zel nitelikli diizenlemenin de pozitif ayrimcilik igerdigi
sOylenebilir. Bununla birlikte, Anayasa’da kadinlar1 kapsayan koruyucu Onlemler éngéren pozitif
eylem niteligindeki bir grup diizenleme vardir. Bunlar, kadinlar i¢in pozitif ayrimcilik ya da 6zel
nitelikli Onlemler icermezler. Pozitif eylem ve pozitif ayrimcilik iceren diizenlemelerin esitligi
saglamaya yonelik katkilar1 farklidir. Yargi, bazi kararlarinda, bu diizenlemelerinin amaglarini yanlis
yorumlayarak geleneksel toplumsal cinsiyet rollerinin siirdiiriilmesine neden olmaktadir. Yargi
kararlarinda kadinlara yonelik ‘ayricalikli(!)’ uygulamalar, anne ve es pozisyonlara yapilan
vurgularla birlikte; “aile birligi”, “kamu diizeni” ve “hizmet gerekleri” gibi belirsiz kavramlarla
esitlige uygun bulunmaktadir. Toplumsal cinsiyet stereotiplere dayanan korumaci yaklasimlar, kisa



vadede kadinlarin ‘ikincil’ konumundan kaynaklanan dezavantajlara bir ¢are olarak goriilebilse de
uzun vadede kadinlarin ‘ikincil” pozisyonlarinin devamini saglamaktadir. Yargi kararlarinda, kiiltiirel
ve sosyal yapilarin devamini saglamak icin toplumsal cinsiyet stereotiplere dayanan kadinlari
koruyan yaklagimlar yerine CEDAW’ 1 amagclar1 dogrultusunda toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine vurgu
yapilmasi bu sorunun ¢oziimiine katki sunabilir.
